This Act may be cited as the “Disabled Veterans

Commissary and Exchange Store Benefits Act’.
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SEC. 2. COMMISSARY AND EXCHANGE STORE PRIVILEGES

PENDENTS.

(a) EXTENSION OF PRIVILEGES.

Chapter 54 of title

10, United States Code, is amended by adding at the end

the following new section:

use commissary and exchange stores on the same basis

“(b) DEPENDENTS.—A dependent of a veteran de-
sceribed in subsection (a) shall be permitted to use com-
missary and exchange stores on the same basis as a de-
pendent of a member of the armed forces entitled to re-

tired or retainer pay.

“(¢) DEFINITIONS.

In this section, the terms ‘vet-
eran’ and ‘service-connected’ have the meanings given
those terms in section 101 of title 38.”.
