SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Renewable Energy 4

Parity Act’’. 5

SEC. 2. TAX CREDIT PARITY FOR ELECTRICITY PRODUCED 6

FROM RENEWABLE RESOURCES. 7

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subparagraph (A) of section 8

45(b)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 is amended 9
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by inserting ‘‘and before 2012’’ after ‘‘any calendar year 1

after 2003’’. 2

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by 3

this section shall apply to electricity produced and sold 4

after December 31, 2011. 5
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
