(1) no person shall be appointed as a full-time 23

civilian employee to a permanent position in the ex-24

ecutive branch during any month when the number 25

of such employees is greater than the number equal 26
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to 85 percent of the number of such employees on 1

September 30, 2010; and 2

(2) the number of temporary and part-time em-3

ployees in any agency in the executive branch during 4

any month shall not be greater than the number of 5

such employees during the corresponding month in 6

fiscal year 2010. 7

(b) PROVISIONS RELATING TO LIMITATION UNDER 8

SUBSECTION (a)(1).— 9

(1) IN GENERAL.—During any period when ap-10

pointments are otherwise prohibited under sub-11

section (a)(1), an appointing authority may, except 12

as otherwise provided in this subsection, appoint 13

persons as full-time civilian employees in permanent 14

positions in an agency so long as the total number 15

of persons appointed as full-time civilian employees 16

in permanent positions in such agency (and attrib-17

utable to such period) does not exceed the number 18

equal to 50 percent of the number of vacancies in 19

such positions which have occurred during such pe-20

riod by reason of resignation, retirement, removal, or 21

death. 22

(2) SMALL AGENCIES.—For purposes of para-23

graph (1), all agencies which, on the first day of any 24

period when appointments are otherwise prohibited 25
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under subsection (a)(1), have 50 or fewer full-time 1

civilian employees in permanent positions shall be 2

treated as one agency, and the Director of the Office 3

of Management and Budget (hereinafter in this sec-4

tion referred to as the ‘‘Director’’) shall determine 5

the vacancies in each such agency which may be 6

filled by reason of paragraph (1). 7

(3) REASSIGNMENTS.—For purposes of para-8

graph (1), the Director may reassign vacancies from 9

one agency to another agency when such reassign-10

ment is, in the opinion of the Director, necessary or 11

appropriate because of the creation of a new agency, 12

because of a change in functions, or for the more ef-13

ficient operation of the Government. 14

(4) TRANSFERS.—If a full-time civilian em-15

ployee in a permanent position is transferred from 16

one agency to another agency— 17

(A) such transfer shall be taken into ac-18

count under paragraph (1) as an appointment 19

by the head of the agency to which such em-20

ployee transfers; and 21

(B) subsection (a)(1) shall not apply to an 22

appointment to the vacancy in the agency from 23

which such employee transferred and such va-24
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cancy shall not be taken into account under 1

paragraph (1). 2

(5) EXCLUSION.—Subsection (a)(1) shall not 3

affect appointments to positions within the United 4

States Postal Service or the Postal Regulatory Com-5

mission, and no employee of the United States Post-6

al Service or the Postal Regulatory Commission shall 7

be taken into account for purposes of any deter-8

mination under subsection (a)(1) of the number of 9

full-time civilian employees in permanent positions in 10

the executive branch at any time. 11

(c) PROVISIONS RELATING TO LIMITATION UNDER 12

SUBSECTION (a)(2).—For purposes of subsection (a)(2), 13

the Director may reassign authorized temporary and part- 14

time employment from one agency to another agency when 15

such reassignment is, in the opinion of the Director, nec-16

essary or appropriate because of the creation of a new 17

agency, because of a change in function, or for the more 18

efficient operation of the Government. 19

(d) TREATMENT OF CERTAIN EMPLOYEES; AGENCY 20

DEFINED.—For purposes of this section— 21

(1) there shall not be taken into account— 22

(A) any position filled by appointment by 23

the President by and with the advice and con-24

sent of the Senate, other than for purposes of 25
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determining under subsection (a)(1) the number 1

of full-time civilian employees in permanent po-2

sitions in the executive branch at any time; or 3

(B) casual employees or employees serving 4

without compensation; and 5

(2) the term ‘‘agency’’ or ‘‘agency in the execu-6

tive branch’’ means an Executive department, a 7

Government corporation, and an independent estab-8

lishment (as those terms are defined in chapter 1 of 9

title 5, United States Code), but does not include 10

the Government Accountability Office. 11

(e) DISPOSITION OF SAVINGS.—The Director shall 12

maintain a continuous study of all appropriations and con-13

tract authorizations in relation to personnel employed and 14

shall reserve from expenditure the savings in salaries and 15

wages resulting from the operation of this section, and any 16

savings in other categories of expense which the Director 17

determines will result from such operation. 18

(f) INFORMATION.—Agencies in the executive branch 19

shall submit to the Director such information as may be 20

necessary to enable the Director to carry out the functions 21

of the Director under this section. 22

(g) REPORTS.—The Director shall submit to each 23

House of Congress, at the end of each calendar quarter, 24

a report on the operation of this section. 25
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(h) REEMPLOYMENT RIGHTS NOT AFFECTED.— 1

Nothing in this section shall supersede or modify the re-2

employment rights of any person under chapter 43 of title 3

38, United States Code, or any other provision of law con-4

ferring reemployment rights upon persons who have per-5

formed service in the uniformed services. 6

(i) REGULATIONS.—The Director shall prescribe any 7

regulations necessary to carry out the purposes of this sec-8

tion. 9

(j) EFFECTIVE DATE.—This section (other than sub-10

section (i)) shall take effect on the first day of the first 11

month which begins after the date of the enactment of 12

this Act. 13

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‘‘(B) an employee of the United States 1

Postal Service or of the Postal Regulatory Com-2

mission. 3

‘‘(b) INELIGIBILITY FOR FEDERAL EMPLOYMENT.— 4

An individual who has a seriously delinquent tax debt shall 5

be ineligible to be appointed, or to continue serving, as 6

a Federal employee. 7

‘‘(c) EXCEPTION FOR NATIONAL SECURITY, ETC.— 8

Nothing in subsection (b) shall— 9

‘‘(1) apply in the case of any individual whose 10

services are required for reasons of national security, 11

as determined by the President in writing; or 12

‘‘(2) prevent the continued service of any officer 13

whose appointment is required to be made by the 14

President, by and with the advice and consent of the 15

Senate. 16

‘‘(d) REGULATIONS.—The Office of Personnel Man-17

agement shall, for purposes of carrying out this section 18

with respect to the executive branch, prescribe any regula-19

tions which the Office considers necessary.’’.
