Whereas since its inception in 1992, more than 14,000 high 

school students from Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, 

Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Russia, 

Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and Ukraine have participated 

in the FLEX program; 

Whereas the FLEX program affords talented and motivated 

high school students from Eurasia the opportunity to 

study abroad, an opportunity in which they may other-

wise be unable to partake; 

Whereas by participating in the FLEX program, students re-

ceive a first-hand experience with democracy and civil so-

ciety; 

Whereas many students who participate in the FLEX pro-

gram return to their home countries with the knowledge 

and tools necessary to promote democracy and civil soci-

ety among their peers; 

Whereas, as a result of their participation in the FLEX pro-

gram and alumni associations, many alumni of the 

FLEX program have joined or established nongovern-

mental organizations that foster social, economic, and po-

litical development in their home cities and regions; and 

Whereas the FLEX program and its alumni have directly 

contributed to the spread of democracy and civil society 

in post-Soviet Eurasia: Now, therefore, be it
