SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Medical Device Access 4

and Innovation Protection Act’’. 5

SEC. 2. REPEAL OF MEDICAL DEVICE EXCISE TAX. 6

Subsections (a), (b), and (c) of section 1405 of the 7

Health Care and Education Reconciliation Act of 2010, 8
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and the amendments made thereby, are hereby repealed; 1

and the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 shall be applied 2

as if such section and amendments had never been en-3

acted. 4
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
