tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE; TABLE OF CONTENTS. 3

SEC. 101. DEFINITIONS. 4

In this title: 5
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(1) AGENCY.—The term ‘‘agency’’ has the 1

meaning given the term in section 3502 of title 44, 2

United States Code. 3

(2) ANTITRUST LAWS.—The term ‘‘antitrust 4

laws’’— 5

(A) has the meaning given the term in sec-6

tion 1(a) of the Clayton Act (15 U.S.C. 12(a)); 7

(B) includes section 5 of the Federal 8

Trade Commission Act (15 U.S.C. 45) to the 9

extent that section 5 of that Act applies to un-10

fair methods of competition; and 11

(C) includes any State law that has the 12

same intent and effect as the laws under sub-13

paragraphs (A) and (B). 14

(3) COUNTERMEASURE.—The term ‘‘counter-15

measure’’ means an automated or a manual action 16

with defensive intent to mitigate cyber threats. 17

(4) CYBER THREAT INFORMATION.—The term 18

‘‘cyber threat information’’ means information that 19

may be indicative of or describes— 20

(A) a technical or operation vulnerability 21

or a cyber threat mitigation measure; 22

(B) an action or operation to mitigate a 23

cyber threat; 24
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(C) malicious reconnaissance, including 1

anomalous patterns of network activity that ap-2

pear to be transmitted for the purpose of gath-3

ering technical information related to a cyberse-4

curity threat; 5

(D) a method of defeating a technical con-6

trol; 7

(E) a method of defeating an operational 8

control; 9

(F) network activity or protocols known to 10

be associated with a malicious cyber actor or 11

that may signify malicious intent; 12

(G) a method of causing a user with legiti-13

mate access to an information system or infor-14

mation that is stored on, processed by, or 15

transiting an information system to inadvert-16

ently enable the defeat of a technical or oper-17

ational control; 18

(H) any other attribute of a cybersecurity 19

threat or information that would foster situa-20

tional awareness of the United States security 21

posture, if disclosure of such attribute or infor-22

mation is not otherwise prohibited by law; 23

(I) the actual or potential harm caused by 24

a cyber incident, including information 25
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exfiltrated when it is necessary in order to iden-1

tify or describe a cybersecurity threat; or 2

(J) any combination thereof. 3

(5) CYBERSECURITY CENTER.—The term ‘‘cy-4

bersecurity center’’ means the Department of De-5

fense Cyber Crime Center, the Intelligence Commu-6

nity Incident Response Center, the United States 7

Cyber Command Joint Operations Center, the Na-8

tional Cyber Investigative Joint Task Force, the Na-9

tional Security Agency/Central Security Service 10

Threat Operations Center, the National Cybersecu-11

rity and Communications Integration Center, and 12

any successor center. 13

(6) CYBERSECURITY SYSTEM.—The term ‘‘cy-14

bersecurity system’’ means a system designed or em-15

ployed to ensure the integrity, confidentiality, or 16

availability of, or to safeguard, a system or network, 17

including measures intended to protect a system or 18

network from— 19

(A) efforts to degrade, disrupt, or destroy 20

such system or network; or 21

(B) theft or misappropriations of private 22

or government information, intellectual prop-23

erty, or personally identifiable information. 24
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(7) ENTITY.—The term ‘‘entity’’ means any 1

private entity, non-Federal government agency or 2

department, or State, tribal, or local government 3

agency or department (including an officer, em-4

ployee, or agent thereof). 5

(8) INFORMATION SECURITY.—The term ‘‘infor-6

mation security’’ means protecting information and 7

information systems from disruption or unauthorized 8

access, use, disclosure, modification, or destruction 9

in order to provide— 10

(A) integrity, by guarding against im-11

proper information modification or destruction, 12

including by ensuring information nonrepudi-13

ation and authenticity; 14

(B) confidentiality, by preserving author-15

ized restrictions on access and disclosure, in-16

cluding means for protecting personal privacy 17

and proprietary information; or 18

(C) availability, by ensuring timely and re-19

liable access to and use of information. 20

(9) INFORMATION SYSTEM.—The term ‘‘infor-21

mation system’’ has the meaning given the term in 22

section 3502 of title 44, United States Code. 23

(10) MALICIOUS RECONNAISSANCE.—The term 24

‘‘malicious reconnaissance’’ means a method for ac-25
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tively probing or passively monitoring an information 1

system for the purpose of discerning technical 2

vulnerabilities of the information system, if such 3

method is associated with a known or suspected cy-4

bersecurity threat. 5

(11) OPERATIONAL CONTROL.—The term 6

‘‘operational control’’ means a security control for 7

an information system that primarily is implemented 8

and executed by people. 9

(12) OPERATIONAL VULNERABILITY.—The 10

term ‘‘operational vulnerability’’ means any attribute 11

of policy, process, or procedure that could enable or 12

facilitate the defeat of an operational control. 13

(13) PRIVATE ENTITY.—The term ‘‘private en-14

tity’’ means any individual or any private group, or-15

ganization, or corporation, including an officer, em-16

ployee, or agent thereof. 17

(14) TECHNICAL CONTROL.—The term ‘‘tech-18

nical control’’ means a hardware or software restric-19

tion on, or audit of, access or use of an information 20

system or information that is stored on, processed 21

by, or transiting an information system that is in-22

tended to ensure the confidentiality, integrity, or 23

availability of that system. 24
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(15) TECHNICAL VULNERABILITY.—The term 1

‘‘technical vulnerability’’ means any attribute of 2

hardware or software that could enable or facilitate 3

the defeat of a technical control. 4

SEC. 102. AUTHORIZATION TO SHARE CYBER THREAT IN-5

FORMATION. 6

(a) VOLUNTARY DISCLOSURE.— 7

(1) PRIVATE ENTITIES.—Notwithstanding any 8

other provision of law, a private entity may, for the 9

purpose of preventing, investigating, or otherwise 10

mitigating threats to information security, on its 11

own networks, or as authorized by another entity, on 12

such entity’s networks, employ countermeasures and 13

use cybersecurity systems in order to obtain, iden-14

tify, or otherwise possess cyber threat information. 15

(2) ENTITIES.—Notwithstanding any other pro-16

vision of law, an entity may disclose cyber threat in-17

formation to— 18

(A) a cybersecurity center; or 19

(B) any other entity in order to assist with 20

preventing, investigating, or otherwise miti-21

gating threats to information security. 22

(3) INFORMATION SECURITY PROVIDERS.—If 23

the cyber threat information described in paragraph 24

(1) is obtained, identified, or otherwise possessed in 25
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the course of providing information security prod-1

ucts or services under contract to another entity, 2

that entity shall, at any time prior to disclosure of 3

such information, be given a reasonable opportunity 4

to authorize or prevent such disclosure or to request 5

anonymization of such information. 6

(b) REQUIRED DISCLOSURE.— 7

(1) IN GENERAL.—An entity providing elec-8

tronic communication services, remote computing 9

services, or cybersecurity services under contract to 10

a Federal agency or department shall immediately 11

provide to such agency or department, and may pro-12

vide to a cybersecurity center, any cyber threat in-13

formation directly related to such contract that is 14

obtained, identified, or otherwise possessed by such 15

entity. 16

(2) DISCLOSURE TO CYBERSECURITY CEN-17

TERS.—A Federal agency or department receiving 18

cyber threat information under paragraph (1) shall 19

immediately disclose such information to a cyberse-20

curity center. 21

(c) INFORMATION SHARED WITH OR PROVIDED TO 22

A CYBERSECURITY CENTER.—Cyber threat information 23

provided to a cybersecurity center under this section— 24

(1) may be disclosed to and used by— 25
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(A) any Federal agency or department, 1

component, officer, employee, or agent of the 2

Federal government for a cybersecurity pur-3

pose, a national security purpose, or in order to 4

prevent, investigate, or prosecute any of the of-5

fenses listed in section 2516 of title 18, United 6

States Code; or 7

(B) an entity that is acting as a provider 8

of electronic communication services, remote 9

computing service, or cybersecurity services to a 10

Federal agency or department for purposes re-11

lated to such services; 12

(2) may, with the prior written consent of the 13

entity submitting such information, be disclosed to 14

and used by a State, tribal, or local government or 15

government agency for the purpose of protecting in-16

formation systems, or in furtherance of preventing, 17

investigating, or prosecuting a criminal act, except 18

that if the need for immediate disclosure prevents 19

obtaining written consent, such consent may be pro-20

vided orally with subsequent documentation of such 21

consent; 22

(3) shall be considered the commercial, finan-23

cial, or proprietary information of the entity pro-24

viding such information to the Federal government 25
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and any disclosure outside the Federal government 1

may only be made upon the prior written consent by 2

such entity and shall not constitute a waiver of any 3

applicable privilege or protection provided by law, 4

except that if the need for immediate disclosure pre-5

vents obtaining written consent, such consent may 6

be provided orally with subsequent documentation of 7

such consent; 8

(4) shall be deemed voluntarily shared informa-9

tion and exempt from disclosure under section 552 10

of title 5, United States Code, and any State, tribal, 11

or local law requiring disclosure of information or 12

records; 13

(5) shall be, without discretion, withheld from 14

the public under section 552(b)(3)(B) of title 5, 15

United States Code, and any State, tribal, or local 16

law requiring disclosure of information or records; 17

(6) shall not be subject to the rules of any Fed-18

eral agency or department or any judicial doctrine 19

regarding ex parte communications with a decision- 20

making official; 21

(7) shall not, if subsequently provided to a 22

State, tribal, or local government or government 23

agency, otherwise be disclosed or distributed to any 24

entity by such State, tribal, or local government or 25
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government agency without the prior written consent 1

of the entity submitting such information, notwith-2

standing any State, tribal, or local law requiring dis-3

closure of information or records, except that if the 4

need for immediate disclosure prevents obtaining 5

written consent, such consent may be provided orally 6

with subsequent documentation of such consent; and 7

(8) shall not be directly used by any Federal, 8

State, tribal, or local department or agency to regu-9

late the lawful activities of an entity, including ac-10

tivities relating to obtaining, identifying, or other-11

wise possessing cyber threat information, except that 12

the procedures required to be developed and imple-13

mented under this title shall not be considered regu-14

lations within the meaning of this paragraph. 15

(d) PROCEDURES RELATING TO INFORMATION SHAR-16

ING WITH A CYBERSECURITY CENTER.—Not later than 17

60 days after the date of enactment of this Act, the heads 18

of each department or agency containing a cybersecurity 19

center shall jointly develop, promulgate, and submit to 20

Congress procedures to ensure that cyber threat informa-21

tion shared with or provided to— 22

(1) a cybersecurity center under this section— 23

(A) may be submitted to a cybersecurity 24

center by an entity, to the greatest extent pos-25
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sible, through a uniform, publicly available 1

process or format that is easily accessible on 2

the website of such cybersecurity center, and 3

that includes the ability to provide relevant de-4

tails about the cyber threat information and 5

written consent to any subsequent disclosures 6

authorized by this paragraph; 7

(B) shall immediately be further shared 8

with each cybersecurity center in order to pre-9

vent, investigate, or otherwise mitigate threats 10

to information security across the Federal gov-11

ernment; 12

(C) is handled by the Federal government 13

in a reasonable manner, including consideration 14

of the need to protect the privacy and civil lib-15

erties of individuals through anonymization or 16

other appropriate methods, while fully accom-17

plishing the objectives of this title; and 18

(D) except as provided in this section, shall 19

only be used, disclosed, or handled in accord-20

ance with the provisions of subsection (c); and 21

(2) a Federal agency or department under sub-22

section (b) is provided immediately to a cybersecu-23

rity center in order to prevent, investigate, or other-24
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wise mitigate threats to information security across 1

the Federal government. 2

(e) INFORMATION SHARED BETWEEN PRIVATE EN-3

TITIES.— 4

(1) IN GENERAL.—A private entity sharing 5

cyber threat information with another private entity 6

under this title may restrict the use or sharing of 7

such information by such other private entity. 8

(2) FURTHER SHARING.—Cyber threat informa-9

tion shared by any private entity with another pri-10

vate entity under this title— 11

(A) shall only be further shared in accord-12

ance with any restrictions placed on the sharing 13

of such information by the private entity au-14

thorizing such sharing, such as appropriate 15

anonymization of such information; and 16

(B) may not be used by any private entity 17

to gain an unfair competitive advantage to the 18

detriment of the private entity authorizing the 19

sharing of such information, except that the 20

conduct described in paragraph (3) shall not 21

constitute unfair competitive conduct. 22

(3) ANTITRUST EXEMPTION.—The exchange or 23

provision of cyber threat information or assistance 24

between 2 or more private entities under this title 25
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shall not be considered a violation of any provision 1

of antitrust laws if exchanged or provided in order 2

to assist with— 3

(A) facilitating the prevention, investiga-4

tion, or mitigation of threats to information se-5

curity; or 6

(B) communicating or disclosing of cyber 7

threat information to help prevent, investigate 8

or otherwise mitigate the effects of a threat to 9

information security. 10

(f) FEDERAL PREEMPTION.— 11

(1) IN GENERAL.—This section supersedes any 12

statute or other law of a State or political subdivi-13

sion of a State that restricts or otherwise expressly 14

regulates an activity authorized under this section. 15

(2) STATE LAW ENFORCEMENT.—Nothing in 16

this section shall be construed to supercede any stat-17

ute or other law of a State or political subdivision 18

of a State concerning the use of authorized law en-19

forcement techniques. 20

(3) PUBLIC DISCLOSURE.—No information 21

shared with or provided to a State, tribal, or local 22

government or government agency pursuant to this 23

section shall be made publicly available pursuant to 24
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any State, tribal, or local law requiring disclosure of 1

information or records. 2

(g) CIVIL AND CRIMINAL LIABILITY.— 3

(1) GENERAL PROTECTIONS.— 4

(A) PRIVATE ENTITIES.—No cause of ac-5

tion shall lie or be maintained in any court 6

against any private entity for— 7

(i) the use of countermeasures and cy-8

bersecurity systems as authorized by this 9

title; 10

(ii) the use, receipt, or disclosure of 11

any cyber threat information as authorized 12

by this title; or 13

(iii) the subsequent actions or inac-14

tions of any lawful recipient of cyber threat 15

information provided by such private enti-16

ty. 17

(B) ENTITIES.—No cause of action shall 18

lie or be maintained in any court against any 19

entity for— 20

(i) the use, receipt, or disclosure of 21

any cyber threat information as authorized 22

by this title; or 23
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(ii) the subsequent actions or inac-1

tions of any lawful recipient of cyber threat 2

information provided by such entity. 3

(2) CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this sub-4

section shall be construed as creating any immunity 5

against, or otherwise affecting, any action brought 6

by the Federal government, or any agency or depart-7

ment thereof, to enforce any law, executive order, or 8

procedure governing the appropriate handling, dis-9

closure, and use of classified information. 10

(h) OTHERWISE LAWFUL DISCLOSURES.—Nothing 11

in this section shall be construed to limit or prohibit other-12

wise lawful disclosures of communications, records, or 13

other information by a private entity to any other govern-14

mental or private entity not covered under this section. 15

(i) WHISTLEBLOWER PROTECTION.—Nothing in this 16

Act shall be construed to preempt or preclude any em-17

ployee from exercising rights currently provided under any 18

whistleblower law, rule, or regulation. 19

SEC. 103. INFORMATION SHARING BY THE FEDERAL GOV-20

ERNMENT. 21

(a) CLASSIFIED INFORMATION.— 22

(1) PROCEDURES.—Consistent with the protec-23

tion of intelligence sources and methods, and as oth-24

erwise determined appropriate, the Director of Na-25
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tional Intelligence and the Secretary of Defense 1

shall, in consultation with the heads of the appro-2

priate Federal departments or agencies, develop and 3

promulgate procedures to facilitate and promote— 4

(A) the immediate sharing of classified 5

cyber threat information in the possession of 6

the Federal government with appropriately 7

cleared representatives of any appropriate enti-8

ty; and 9

(B) the declassification and immediate 10

sharing with any entity or, if appropriate, pub-11

lic availability of cyber threat information in the 12

possession of the Federal government; 13

(2) HANDLING OF CLASSIFIED INFORMATION.— 14

The procedures developed under paragraph (1) shall 15

ensure that each entity receiving classified cyber 16

threat information pursuant to this section has ac-17

knowledged in writing the ongoing obligation to com-18

ply with all laws, executive orders, and procedures 19

concerning the appropriate handling, disclosure, or 20

use of classified information. 21

(b) UNCLASSIFIED CYBER THREAT INFORMATION.— 22

The heads of each department or agency containing a cy-23

bersecurity center shall jointly develop and promulgate 24

procedures that ensure that, consistent with the provisions 25
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of this section, unclassified cyber threat information in the 1

possession of the Federal government— 2

(1) is shared in an immediate and adequate 3

manner with appropriate entities; and 4

(2) if appropriate, is made publicly available. 5

(c) SUBMISSION TO CONGRESS.—Not later than 60 6

days after the date of enactment of this Act, the Director 7

of National Intelligence, in coordination with the appro-8

priate head of a department or an agency containing a 9

cybersecurity center, shall submit the procedures required 10

by this section to Congress. 11

(d) UTILIZING EXISTING PROCESSES.—Procedures 12

developed under this section shall coordinate with existing 13

processes utilized by sector specific information sharing 14

and analysis centers. 15

SEC. 104. REPORT ON IMPLEMENTATION. 16

(a) CONTENT OF REPORT.—Not later than 1 year 17

after the date of enactment of this Act, and biennially 18

thereafter, the heads of each department or agency con-19

taining a cybersecurity center shall jointly submit, in co-20

ordination with the privacy and civil liberties officials of 21

such departments or agencies and the Privacy and Civil 22

Liberties Oversight Board, a detailed report to Congress 23

concerning the implementation of this title, including— 24
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(1) an assessment of the sufficiency of the pro-1

cedures developed under section 103 of this Act in 2

ensuring that cyber threat information in the posses-3

sion of the Federal government is provided in an im-4

mediate and adequate manner to appropriate entities 5

or, if appropriate, is made publicly available; 6

(2) an assessment of whether information has 7

been appropriately classified and an accounting of 8

the number of security clearances authorized by the 9

Federal government for purposes of this title; 10

(3) a review of the type of cyber threat infor-11

mation shared with a cybersecurity center under sec-12

tion 102 of this Act, including whether such infor-13

mation meets the definition of cyber threat informa-14

tion under section 101, the degree to which such in-15

formation may impact the privacy and civil liberties 16

of individuals, and the adequacy of any steps taken 17

to reduce such impact; 18

(4) a review of actions taken by the Federal 19

government based on information provided to a cy-20

bersecurity center under section 102 of this Act, in-21

cluding the appropriateness of any subsequent use 22

under section 102(c)(1)(A) of this Act; 23

(5) a description of any violations of the re-24

quirements of this title by the Federal government; 25

(6) with respect to an entity providing elec-1

tronic communication services, remote computing 2

service, or cybersecurity services to a Federal agency 3

or department, a description of any violations of the 4

requirements of subsection (b) or (c) of section 102 5

of this Act related to the performance of such serv-6

ices; 7

(7) a list of entities that received classified in-8

formation from the Federal government under sec-9

tion 103 of this Act and a description of any indica-10

tion that such information may not have been appro-11

priately handled; 12

(8) a description of any breach of information 13

security, if known, attributable to a specific failure 14

by any entity or the Federal government to act on 15

cyber threat information in the possession of such 16

entity or the Federal government that resulted in 17

substantial economic harm or injury to a specific en-18

tity or the Federal government; and 19

(9) any recommendation for improvements or 20

modifications to the authorities under this title. 21

(b) FORM OF REPORT.—The report under subsection 22

(a) shall be submitted in unclassified form, but may in-23

clude a classified annex. 24
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SEC. 105. TECHNICAL AMENDMENTS. 1

Section 552(b) of title 5, United States Code, is 2

amended— 3

(1) in paragraph (8), by striking ‘‘or’’; 4

(2) in paragraph (9), by striking ‘‘wells.’’ and 5

inserting ‘‘wells; or’’; and 6

(3) by adding at the end the following: 7

‘‘(10) information shared with or provided to a 8

cybersecurity center under section 102 of title I of 9

the Strengthening and Enhancing Cybersecurity by 10

Using Research, Education, Information, and Tech-11

nology Act of 2012.’’. 12

SEC. 106. ACCESS TO CLASSIFIED INFORMATION. 13

(a) AUTHORIZATION REQUIRED.—No person shall be 14

provided with access to classified information (as defined 15

in section 6.1 of Executive Order 13526 (50 U.S.C. 435 16

note; relating to classified national security information)) 17

relating to cyber security threats or cyber security 18

vulnerabilities under this title without the appropriate se-19

curity clearances. 20

(b) SECURITY CLEARANCES.—The appropriate Fed-21

eral agencies or departments shall, consistent with appli-22

cable procedures and requirements, and if otherwise 23

deemed appropriate, assist an individual in timely obtain-24

ing an appropriate security clearance where such indi-25

vidual has been determined to be eligible for such clear-26
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ance and has a need-to-know (as defined in section 6.1 1

of that Executive Order) classified information to carry 2

out this title. 3

SEC. 201. COORDINATION OF FEDERAL INFORMATION SE-7

CURITY POLICY. 8

(a) IN GENERAL.—Chapter 35 of title 44, United 9

States Code, is amended by striking subchapters II and 10

III and inserting the following: 11

‘‘SUBCHAPTER II—INFORMATION SECURITY 12

‘‘(14) NATIONAL SECURITY SYSTEM.— 4

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘national se-5

curity system’ means any information system 6

(including any telecommunications system) used 7

or operated by an agency or by a contractor of 8

an agency, or other organization on behalf of an 9

agency— 10

Cyber Security Research and Development Act (15 U.S.C. 14

and up to 3 years to students pursuing a doctoral 5

degree in a cybersecurity field; 6

(2) provide the scholarship recipients with sum-7

mer internship opportunities or other meaningful 8

temporary appointments in the Federal information 9

technology workforce; 10

(3) require each scholarship recipient, as a con-11

dition of receiving a scholarship under the program, 12

to serve in a Federal information technology work-13

force for a period equal to one and one-half times 14

the length of the study following graduation in that 15

field; 16

(4) increase the capacity of institutions of high-17

er education throughout all regions of the United 18

States to produce highly qualified cybersecurity pro-19

fessionals, through the award of competitive, merit- 20

reviewed grants that support such activities as— 21

(A) faculty professional development, in-22

cluding technical, hands-on experiences in the 23

private sector or government, workshops, semi-24

nars, conferences, and other professional devel-25
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opment opportunities that will result in im-1

proved instructional capabilities; 2

(B) institutional partnerships, including 3

(C) development of cybersecurity-related 6

ance during a summer internship and upon gradua-13

(6) provide opportunities for students to receive 15

temporary appointments for meaningful employment 16

in the Federal information technology workforce 17

during school vacation periods and for internships. 18

(c) HIRING AUTHORITY.— 19

(1) IN GENERAL.—For purposes of any law or 20

regulation governing the appointment of an indi-21

vidual in the Federal civil service, upon the success-22

ful completion of the degree, a student receiving a 23

scholarship under the program may— 24
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(A) be hired under section 213.3102(r) of 1

title 5, Code of Federal Regulations; and 2

(B) be exempt from competitive service. 3

(2) COMPETITIVE SERVICE.—Upon satisfactory 4

fulfillment of the service term under paragraph (1), 5

an individual may be converted to a competitive 6

service position without competition if the individual 7

meets the requirements for that position. 8

(d) ELIGIBILITY.—A scholarship under this section 9

shall be available only to a student who— 10

(1) is a citizen or permanent resident of the 11

(7) has demonstrated a level of proficiency in 4

math or computer sciences.

(e) SERVICE OBLIGATION.— 6

(1) IN GENERAL.—If an individual receives a 7

scholarship under this section, as a condition of re-8

ceiving such scholarship, the individual upon comple-9

tion of the degree must serve as a cybersecurity pro-10

fessional within the Federal workforce for a period 11

of time as provided in subsection (g). 12

(2) NOT OFFERED EMPLOYMENT.—If a scholar-13

ship recipient is not offered employment by a Fed-14

eral agency or a federally funded research and devel-15

opment center, the service requirement can be satis-16

(g) LENGTH OF SERVICE.—The length of service re-3

quired in exchange for a scholarship under this section 4

shall be 1 year more than the number of years for which 5

the scholarship was received. 6

(h) FAILURE TO COMPLETE SERVICE OBLIGA-7

TION.— 8

(1) GENERAL RULE.—A scholarship recipient 9

under this section shall be liable to the United 10

States under paragraph (3) if the scholarship recipi-11

ent— 12

(A) fails to maintain an acceptable level of 13

academic standing in the educational institution 14

in which the individual is enrolled, as deter-15

mined by the Director; 16

(B) is dismissed from such educational in-17

stitution for disciplinary reasons; 18

(C) withdraws from the program for which 19

the award was made before the completion of 20

such program; 21

(D) declares that the individual does not 22

intend to fulfill the service obligation under this 23

section; or 24
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(E) fails to fulfill the service obligation of 1

the individual under this section. 2

(2) MONITORING COMPLIANCE.—As a condition 3

of participating in the program, a qualified institu-4

tion of higher education receiving a grant under this 5

section shall— 6

(A) enter into an agreement with the Di-7

rector of the National Science Foundation to 8

monitor the compliance of scholarship recipients 9

with respect to their service obligations; and 10

(B) provide to the Director, on an annual 11

basis, post-award employment information for 12

scholarship recipients through the completion of 13

their service obligations. 14

(3) REPAYMENT AMOUNTS.— 15

(A) LESS THAN 1 YEAR OF SERVICE.—If a 16

circumstance under paragraph (1) occurs before 17

the completion of 1 year of a service obligation 18

under this section, the total amount of awards 19

received by the individual under this section 20

shall be repaid or such amount shall be treated 21

as a loan to be repaid in accordance with sub-22

paragraph (C). 23

(B) ONE OR MORE YEARS OF SERVICE.— 24

If a circumstance described in subparagraph 25
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(D) or (E) of paragraph (1) occurs after the 1

completion of 1 year of a service obligation 2

under this section, the total amount of scholar-3

ship awards received by the individual under 4

this section, reduced by the ratio of the number 5

of years of service completed divided by the 6

number of years of service required, shall be re-7

paid or such amount shall be treated as a loan 8

to be repaid in accordance with subparagraph 9

(C).

(C) REPAYMENTS.—A loan described 11

under subparagraph (A) or (B) shall be treated 12

terest, including through the dissemination of best 15

practices and other outreach activities; 16

(4) describe how the Program will establish and 17

maintain a national research infrastructure for cre-18

ating, testing, and evaluating the next generation of 19

secure networking and information technology sys-20

tems; 21

(5) describe how the Program will facilitate ac-22

cess by academic researchers to the infrastructure 23

described in paragraph (4), as well as to relevant 24
