Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Parental Protection 4

Act’’. 5

SEC. 2. CONGRESSIONAL FINDINGS. 6

Congress finds: 7

(1) The rates in the diagnosis of psychiatric 8

disorders in children and the prescription of psycho-9

tropic medication to children has increased dramati-10

cally in recent years. 11

(2) deny Fourteenth Amendment rights to the 18

(3) investigate parents or charge them with 20

medical neglect, or remove children from the par-21

ents’ custody when in disagreement with a subjective 22

diagnosis involving psychotropic drugs. 23
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SEC. 4. ENFORCEMENT. 1

the Attorney General shall enforce the provisions of sec-3

tion 4. 4

SEC. 5. EFFECTIVE DATE. 5

The provisions of this Act shall take effect imme-6

diately upon enactment. 7
