SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE; REFERENCES.

(a) SHORT TITLE.—This Act may be cited as the
“Cruise Passenger Protection Act”.

(b) REFERENCES TO TITLE 46, UNITED STATES

COoDE.—Except as otherwise expressly provided, wherever

in this Act an amendment or repeal is expressed in terms
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of an amendment to, or repeal of, a section or other provi-
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I sion, the reference shall be considered to be made to a

2 section or other provision of title 46, United States Code.
3 SEC. 2. CRUISE VESSEL SUBCHAPTER.

4 Chapter 35 is amended:

5 (1) by inserting before section 3501 the fol-
6 lowing:

7 “Subchapter I—General Provisions”;

8 (2) by inserting before section 3507 the fol-
9 lowing:
10 “Subchapter II—Cruise Vessels”;
11 and
12 (3) by redesignating sections 3507 and 3508 as
13 sections 3523 and 3524, respectively.

14 SEC. 3. APPLICATION.

15 Chapter 35, as amended by section 2 of this Act, is
16 further amended by inserting before section 3523 the fol-
17 lowing:

19 “(a) IN GENERAL.—This subchapter applies to a

20 passenger vessel (as defined in section 2101(22)) that—

21 “(1) is authorized to carry at least 250 pas-
22 sengers;

23 “(2) has on board sleeping facilities for each
24 passenger;
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“(3) 1s on a voyage that embarks or disembarks
passengers in the United States; and

“(4) is not engaged on a coastwise voyage.

“(b) FEDERAL AND STATE VESSELS.—This sub-
chapter does not apply to a vessel of the United States
operated by the Federal Government or a vessel owned
and operated by a State.”.

SEC. 4. DEFINITIONS.

Chapter 35, as amended by section 3 of this Act, is
further amended by inserting after section 3521 the fol-
lowing:

“§ 3522, Definitions

“In this subchapter:

“(1) COMMANDANT.—The term ‘Commandant’
means the Commandant of the Coast Guard.

“(2) OWNER.—The term ‘owner’ means the
owner, charterer, managing operator, master, or
other individual in charge of a vessel.

“(3) SECRETARY.—Except as otherwise ex-
pressly provided, the term ‘Secretary’ means the
Secretary of the department in which the Coast

Guard is operating.”’.
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SEC. 5. PASSENGER VESSEL CONSUMER SERVICE IM-

PROVEMENTS.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Chapter 35, as amended by sec-
tion 2 of this Act, is further amended by adding at the
end the following:

“§ 3525. Passenger vessel consumer service improve-
ments

“(a) PASSAGE CONTRACTS.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 1 year after
the date of enactment of the Cruise Passenger Pro-
tection Act, the Secretary of Transportation shall
develop standards for use by an owner of a pas-
senger vessel to provide a prospective passenger with
a summary that highlights key terms in the passage
contract upfront and before they are binding. In de-
veloping the standards, the Secretary of Transpor-
tation may consult with other Federal agencies, per-
sons with expertise on admiralty and maritime law,
consumer advocates, industry representatives, and
such other persons as the Secretary of Transpor-
tation considers necessary.

“(2) RECOMMENDATIONS.—The standards shall

include recommendations regarding the following:
“(A) APPEARANCE.—The standards shall
recommend style, formatting, and placement
that ensures that the summary is conspicuous.
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“(B) LANGUAGE.—The standards shall
recommend terminology that ensures that the
summary is clear, unambiguous, unmistakable,
and, to the greatest extent possible, uniform,

concise, and not complex.
“(3) PERIODIC REVIEW.—The Secretary of
Transportation shall periodically review and update,

as appropriate, the standards.

“(4) REQUIREMENTS.—Not later than 180 days
after the date that the standards are developed, an
owner of a passenger vessel shall—

“(A) provide each prospective passenger
with a summary in accordance with those
standards;

“(B) include a prominently accessible link
to the summary on each Internet website that
the owner maintains for prospective passengers
to purchase or book passage on the passenger
vessel; and

“(C) include the summary in any pro-
motional literature or advertising, through any
medium of communication in the United States
offering passage or soliciting passengers for
ocean voyages anywhere in the world, that the

Secretary of Transportation considers necessary
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to adequately notify a prospective passenger of

the key terms in the passage contract before

they are binding.

“(5) PREEMPTION.—The standards developed
under this subsection shall preempt any related
State standards that require a summary that pro-
vides less information to a prospective passenger
than that required to be provided under this sub-
section, as determined by the Secretary of Transpor-
tation.

“(b) CONSUMER COMPLAINTS.

“(1) TOLL-FREE HOTLINE; INTERNET WEBSITE
LINK.—The Secretary of Transportation shall—

“(A) establish a consumer complaints toll-
free hotline telephone number for passenger
use;

“(B) establish a consumer complaints link
for passenger use on the Internet website under
section 3526(1); and

“(C) notify the public of—

“(1) the telephone number under sub-
paragraph (A); and
“(11) the Internet website under sec-

tion 3526(1).
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“(2) WEBSITE.—The Secretary of Transpor-
tation shall maintain a statistical compilation of all
consumer complaints on the Internet website under
section 3526(1) that provides a numerical accounting
of each category of consumer complaint. The data
shall be updated not less frequently than quarterly,
be aggregated by passenger vessel, and identify each
passenger vessel by name.

“(3) INVESTIGATIONS OF CONSUMER COM-

PLAINTS.

The Secretary of Transportation, in co-

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“(G) compliance with Federal regulations.
“(4) REFERRAL TO FEDERAL AGENCY.—The
Secretary of Transportation may refer any complaint
received under this subsection to the Attorney Gen-
eral or relevant Federal agency for action, as appro-
priate.
“(5) NOTICE TO PASSENGERS..—

spicuous location on each Internet website that

“(B) BOARDING DOCUMENTATION.—The
owner of a passenger vessel shall include the
telephone number and Internet address for con-
sumer complaints under paragraph (1) on—

“(1) any promotional literature or ad-
vertising, through any medium of commu-

nication in the United States offering pas-
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1 sage or soliciting passengers for ocean voy-
2 ages on passenger vessels, that the Sec-
3 retary of Transportation considers nec-
4 essary to adequately notify a prospective
5 passenger of the telephone number and
6 Internet address; and

7 “(11) any electronic confirmation of
8 the purchase of passage on a passenger
9 vessel.

(3) VACANCIES.—A vacancy in the advisory
committee shall be filled in the manner in which the
original appointment was made.

(4) TRAVEL EXPENSES.—Members of the adwvi-

sory committee shall serve without pay, but shall re-
ceive travel expenses, including per diem in lieu of
subsistence, in accordance with subchapter I of
chapter 57 of title 5, United States Code.

(5) CoaiR.—The Secretary of Transportation
shall designate, from among the individuals ap-

“(2) an explanation of or assistance completing
necessary forms to report an incident described
under section 3523(2)(3)(A)(1);

“(3) an explanation of how or assistance to ob-
tain support services under this section;

“(4) arranging, if appropriate, for mental
health and counseling services;

“(5) arranging, if possible, for education re-
carding and advocacy during applicable eriminal jus-
tice proceedings; and

“(6) communicating with that passenger as to
the roles of the organization, government agencies,
and the owner of the passenger vessel imvolved with
respect to the incident and the post-incident activi-

ties.

“(e) SUMMARY OF Ricrirs.—Not later than 180 days
after the date of enactment of the Cruise Passenger Pro-
tection Act, the Secretary of Transportation, in consulta-
tion with the Department of Justice, other relevant Fed-
eral agencies, non-profit public interest eroups with exper-
tise In vietim assistance, and such other persons that the

Secretary of Transportation considers necessary, shall—
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“(1) determine what rights a passenger de-
seribed in subsection (a) may have under law, such
as the right to contact the Federal Bureau of Inves-
tigation to report the crime, the right to contact the
director of vietim support services, and the right to
speak confidentially to Federal law enforcement, the
director of vietim support services, and any other
third-party vietim advocate without any representa-
tive or employee of the passenger vessel present;

“(2) develop a written summary of those rights;
and

“(3) establish a process for a passenger de-
scribed in subsection (a) to receive the written sum-
mary of rights as soon as practicable after an al-
leged incident described under section

3523(2)(3)(A)(1).

“(f) GUARDIANS AND RELATIVES.—If a passenger
described in subsection (a) is deceased or is a minor, or
under such other circumstances that the director of vietim
support services considers necessary, the director may pro-

vide support services under this section to a guardian or

relative of that passenger.

“(o) USE OF PASSENGER VESSEL RESOURCES.—As
g

appropriate, the resources of the passenger vessel should
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be used to the greatest extent possible to carry out the
purpose under this section.

“(h) STATUTORY CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this
section may be construed as limiting the obligations that
an owner of a passenger vessel may have in providing as-
sistance to a passenger who is an alleged victim of an inci-
dent described under section 3523(2)(3)(A)(1).

“(1) AVAILABILITY OF INCIDENT DATA VIA INTER-
NET.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Transpor-
tation shall maintain a statistical compilation of all
incidents described in section 3523(2)(3)(A) on an
Internet website that provides a numerical account-
ing of the missing persons and alleged erimes duly
recorded in each report filed under paragraph (3) of
that section. Each such incident shall be included in
the statistical compilation irrespective of its inves-
tigative status. The data shall be updated not less
frequently than quarterly, be aggregated by cruise
line, identify each cruise line by name, identify each
crime and alleged crime as to whether it was com-
mitted or allegedly committed by a passenger (as de-
fined in section 2101) or crew member, identify each
crime and alleged crime as to whether it was com-

mitted or allegedly committed against a minor, and
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identify the number of alleged individuals overboard.
The Secretary of Transportation shall ensure that
the compilation, data, and any other information
provided on the Internet website is in a user-friendly
format.

“(2) ACCESS TO WEBSITE.—Each owner of a
passenger vessel shall include a prominently acces-
sible link to the Internet website maintained by the
Secretary of Transportation under paragraph (1) on
each Internet website that the owner maintains for
prospective passengers to purchase or book passage
on the passenger vessel.

“(J) REGULATIONS.—The Secretary of Transpor-

tation shall issue such regulations as are necessary to im-

plement this section.

“(k) DEFINITIONS.—In this section:

“(1) PASSENGER.—Except as expressly pro-
vided otherwise, the term ‘passenger’ means a cit-
izen of the United States carried on a passenger ves-
sel without regard to whether the individual pur-
chased passage on the passenger vessel or is em-
ployed by the owner of the passenger vessel.

“(2) PASSENGER VESSEL.—The term ‘pas-
senger vessel’ means a passenger vessel (as defined

in section 2101) to which this subchapter applies.”.
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(f) Stunpy.—Not later than 1 year after the date of
enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Transportation,
in coordination with the Secretary of the department in
which the Coast Guard is operating, Attorney General,
and heads of other relevant Federal agencies, shall con-

The study shall include consider-
ation of the cost, the benefit to passengers, jurisdiction,
and logisties.
