TEMPT TO ILLEGALLY PURCHASE FIREARMS.
(a) TASKFORCE.—

(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established a
task force within the Department of Justice, which
shall be known as the Felon and Fugitive Firearm
Task Force (referred to in this section as the “Task
Foree”), to strengthen the efforts of the Department
of Justice to investigate and prosecute cases of con-
victed felons and fugitives from justice who illegally
attempt to purchase a firearm.

(2) MEMBERSHIP.—The members of the Task
Force shall be—

(A) the Deputy Attorney General, who
shall serve as the Chairperson of the Task
Foree;

(B) the Assistant Attorney General for the
Criminal Division;

(C) the Director of the Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives;

(D) the Director of the Federal Bureau of
Investigation; and

(E) such other officers or employees of the
Department of Justice as the Attorney General
may designate.

(3) Duries.—The Task Force shall—
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(A) provide direction for the investigation

and prosecution of cases of convicted felons and

fugitives from justice attempting to illegally

purchase a firearm; and

(B) provide recommendations to the Attor-

ney General relating to—
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(1) the allocation and reallocation of
resources of the Department of Justice for
imvestigation and prosecution of cases of
convicted felons and fugitives from justice
attempting to illegally purchase a firearm;

(i1) enhancing cooperation among
agencies and entities of the Federal Gov-
ernment in the investigation and prosecu-
tion of cases of convicted felons and fugi-
tives from justice attempting to illegally
purchase a firearm;

(ili) enhancing cooperation among
Federal, State, and local authorities re-
sponsible for the investigation and prosecu-
tion of cases of convicted felons and fugi-
tives from justice attempting to illegally
purchase a firearm; and

(iv) changes in rules, regulations, or

policy to improve the effective investigation

4 (4) MEETINGS.—The Task Force shall meet
