Whereas there are 37 tribal colleges and universities oper-

ating on more than 75 campuses in 15 States;

Whereas tribal colleges and universities are tribally or Feder-
ally chartered institutions of higher education and there-
fore have a unique relationship with the Federal Govern-

ment;

Whereas tribal colleges and universities serve students from

more than 250 Federally recognized Indian tribes;

Whereas tribal colleges and universities offer students access

to knowledge and skills grounded in cultural traditions

and values, including indigenous languages, which en-
hance Indian communities and enrich the United States

as a whole;

Whereas tribal colleges and universities provide access to
quality higher education opportunities for American Indi-
ans, Alaska Natives, and other individuals living in some
of the most isolated and economically depressed areas in
the United States;

Whereas tribal colleges and universities are accredited institu-
tions of higher education that effectively prepare students

to succeed in a global and highly competitive workforee;

Whereas open enrollment policies have resulted in non-Indi-
ans constituting nearly one-fifth of the students at tribal

colleges and universities;

Whereas tribal colleges and universities are effectively pro-
viding access to quality higher education opportunities to
residents of reservation communities and the North Slope
of Alaska; and

Whereas the mission and achievements of tribal colleges and
universities deserve national recognition: Now, therefore,

1 Resolved, That the Senate—

3 18, 2013, as “National Tribal Colleges and Univer-

5 (2) calls on the people of the United States and
6 interested groups to observe the week with appro-
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priate ceremonies, activities, and programs to dem-

onstrate support for tribal colleges and universities.
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
