(a) LNG EXPORTS.
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(1) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following:

(A) LNG is an explosive gas that can be
hazardous to national import and export termi-
nals and ports when mishandled.

(B) LNG is a strategic national asset, the
export of which will be used to preserve the
United States tanker fleet and skilled mariner
workforce that are essential to national secu-
rity.

(C) For the safety and security of the
United States, LNG should be exported on ves-
sels documented under the laws of the United
States.

(2) REQUIREMENT.—Section 3 of the Natural

Gas Act (15 U.S.C. 717b) is amended by adding at

the end the following:

“(2) TRANSPORTATION OF EXPORTS OF LNG ON
VESSELS BUILT IN THE UNITED STATES AND DoCU-
MENTED UNDER LAWS OF THE UNITED STATES.—AS a
condition for approval of any authorization to export
LNG, the Secretary of Energy shall require the applicant
to transport the authorized exports on vessels built in the
