TITLE VIII
GENERAL PROVISIONS

SEC. 8001. No part of any appropriation contained
in this Act shall be used for publicity or propaganda pur-
poses not authorized by the Congress.

SEC. 8002. During the current fiscal year, provisions
of law prohibiting the payment of compensation to, or em-
ployment of, any person not a citizen of the United States
shall not apply to personnel of the Department of Defense:
Provided, That salary increases granted to direct and indi-
rect hire foreign national employees of the Department of
Defense funded by this Act shall not be at a rate in excess

of the percentage increase authorized by law for civilian
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employees of the Department of Defense whose pay is
computed under the provisions of section 5332 of title 5,
United States Code, or at a rate in excess of the percent-
age increase provided by the appropriate host nation to
its own employees, whichever is higher: Provided further,
That this section shall not apply to Department of De-
fense foreign service national employees serving at United
States diplomatic missions whose pay is set by the Depart-
ment of State under the Foreign Service Act of 1980: Pro-
vided further, That the limitations of this provision shall
not apply to foreign national employees of the Department
of Defense in the Republic of Turkey.

SEC. 8003. No part of any appropriation contained
in this Act shall remain available for obligation beyond
the current fiscal year, unless expressly so provided herein.

SEC. 8004. No more than 20 percent of the appro-
priations in this Act which are limited for obligation dur-
ing the current fiscal year shall be obligated during the
last 2 months of the fiscal year: Provided, That this sec-
tion shall not apply to obligations for support of active
duty training of reserve components or summer camp
training of the Reserve Officers’ Training Corps.

(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)
SEC. 8005. Upon determination by the Secretary of

Defense that such action is necessary in the national inter-
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est, he may, with the approval of the Office of Manage-
ment and Budget, transfer not to exceed $5,000,000,000
of working capital funds of the Department of Defense
or funds made available in this Act to the Department
of Defense for military functions (except military con-
struction) between such appropriations or funds or any
subdivision thereof, to be merged with and to be available
for the same purposes, and for the same time period, as
the appropriation or fund to which transferred: Provided,
That such authority to transfer may not be used unless
for higher priority items, based on unforeseen military re-
quirements, than those for which originally appropriated
and in no case where the item for which funds are re-
quested has been denied by the Congress: Provided further,
That the Secretary of Defense shall notify the Congress
promptly of all transfers made pursuant to this authority
or any other authority in this Act: Provided further, That
no part of the funds in this Act shall be available to pre-
pare or present a request to the Committees on Appropria-
tions for reprogramming of funds, unless for higher pri-
ority items, based on unforeseen military requirements,
than those for which originally appropriated and in no
case where the item for which reprogramming is requested
has been denied by the Congress: Provided further, That

a request for multiple reprogrammings of funds using au-
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thority provided in this section shall be made prior to June
30, 2016: Provided further, That transfers among military
personnel appropriations shall not be taken into account
for purposes of the limitation on the amount of funds that
may be transferred under this section.

SEC. 8006. (a) With regard to the list of specific pro-
orams, projects, and activities (and the dollar amounts
and adjustments to budget activities corresponding to
such programs, projects, and activities) contained in the
tables titled “Committee Recommended Adjustments’” in
the explanatory statement regarding this Act, the obliga-
tion and expenditure of amounts appropriated or other-
wise made available in this Act for those programs,
projects, and activities for which the amounts appro-
priated exceed the amounts requested are hereby required
by law to be carried out in the manner provided by such
tables to the same extent as if the tables were included
in the text of this Act.

(b) Amounts specified in the referenced tables de-
scribed in subsection (a) shall not be treated as subdivi-
sions of appropriations for purposes of section 8005 of this
Act: Provided, That section 8005 shall apply when trans-
fers of the amounts described in subsection (a) occur be-

tween appropriation accounts.
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SEC. 8007. (a) Not later than 60 days after enact-

ment of this Act, the Department of Defense shall submit
a report to the congressional defense committees to estab-
lish the baseline for application of reprogramming and
transfer authorities for fiscal year 2016: Provided, That
the report shall include—

(1) a table for each appropriation with a sepa-
rate column to display the President’s budget re-
quest, adjustments made by Congress, adjustments
due to enacted rescissions, if appropriate, and the
fiscal year enacted level,

(2) a delineation in the table for each appro-
priation both by budget activity and program,
project, and activity as detailed in the Budget Ap-
pendix; and

(3) an 1dentification of items of special congres-
sional interest.

(b) Notwithstanding section 8005 of this Act, none
of the funds provided in this Act shall be available for
reprogramming or transfer until the report identified in
subsection (a) is submitted to the congressional defense
committees, unless the Secretary of Defense certifies in
writing to the congressional defense committees that such
reprogramming or transfer is necessary as an emergency

requirement: Provided, That this subsection shall not
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apply to transfers from the following appropriations ac-

counts:
(1) “Environmental Restoration, Army”.
(2) “Environmental Restoration, Navy”.
(3) “Environmental Restoration, Air Force”.
(4)  “Environmental Restoration, Defense-
wide”’.

(5)  “Environmental Restoration, Formerly

Used Defense Sites”.

(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 8008. During the current fiscal year, cash bal-
ances in working capital funds of the Department of De-
fense established pursuant to section 2208 of title 10,
United States Code, may be maintained in only such
amounts as are necessary at any time for cash disburse-
ments to be made from such funds: Provided, That trans-
fers may be made between such funds: Provided further,
That transfers may be made between working capital
funds and the “Foreign Currency Fluctuations, Defense”
appropriation and the “Operation and Maintenance” ap-
propriation accounts in such amounts as may be deter-
mined by the Secretary of Defense, with the approval of
the Office of Management and Budget, except that such
transfers may not be made unless the Secretary of Defense

has notified the Congress of the proposed transfer: Pro-
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vided further, That except in amounts equal to the
amounts appropriated to working capital funds in this Act,
no obligations may be made against a working capital fund
to procure or increase the value of war reserve material
inventory, unless the Secretary of Defense has notified the
Congress prior to any such obligation.

SEC. 8009. Funds appropriated by this Act may not
be used to initiate a special access program without prior
notification 30 calendar days in advance to the congres-
sional defense committees.

SEC. 8010. None of the funds provided in this Aect
shall be available to initiate: (1) a multiyear contract that
employs economic order quantity procurement in excess of
$20,000,000 in any one year of the contract or that in-
cludes an unfunded contingent lability in excess of
$20,000,000; or (2) a contract for advance procurement
leading to a multiyear contract that employs economic
order quantity procurement in excess of $20,000,000 in
any one year, unless the congressional defense committees
have been notified at least 30 days in advance of the pro-
posed contract award: Provided, That no part of any ap-
propriation contained in this Act shall be available to ini-
tiate a multiyear contract for which the economic order
quantity advance procurement is not funded at least to

the limits of the Government’s liability: Provided further,
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That no part of any appropriation contained in this Act
shall be available to initiate multiyear procurement con-
tracts for any systems or component thereof if the value
of the multiyear contract would exceed $500,000,000 un-
less specifically provided in this Act: Provided further,
That no multiyear procurement contract can be termi-
nated without 30-day prior notification to the congres-
sional defense committees: Provided further, That the exe-
cution of multiyear authority shall require the use of a
present value analysis to determine lowest cost compared
to an annual procurement: Provided further, That none of
the funds provided in this Act may be used for a multiyear
contract executed after the date of the enactment of this
Act unless in the case of any such contract—

(1) the Secretary of Defense has submitted to
Congress a budget request for full funding of units
to be procured through the contract and, in the case
of a contract for procurement of aircraft, that in-
cludes, for any aircraft unit to be procured through
the contract for which procurement funds are re-
quested in that budget request for production be-
vond advance procurement activities in the fiscal
year covered by the budget, full funding of procure-

ment of such unit in that fiscal year;
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(2) ecancellation provisions in the contract do
not include consideration of recurring manufacturing
costs of the contractor associated with the produc-
tion of unfunded units to be delivered under the con-
tract;

(3) the contract provides that payments to the
contractor under the contract shall not be made in
advance of incurred costs on funded units; and

(4) the contract does not provide for a price ad-
justment based on a failure to award a follow-on
contract.

SEC. 8011. Within the funds appropriated for the op-
eration and maintenance of the Armed Forces, funds are
hereby appropriated pursuant to section 401 of title 10,
United States Code, for humanitarian and civic assistance
costs under chapter 20 of title 10, United States Code.
Such funds may also be obligated for humanitarian and
civie assistance costs incidental to authorized operations
and pursuant to authority granted in section 401 of chap-
ter 20 of title 10, United States Code, and these obliga-
tions shall be reported as required by section 401(d) of
title 10, United States Code: Provided, That funds avail-
able for operation and maintenance shall be available for
providing humanitarian and similar assistance by using

Civie Action Teams in the Trust Territories of the Pacific
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Islands and freely associated states of Micronesia, pursu-
ant to the Compact of Free Association as authorized by
Public Law 99-239: Provided further, That upon a deter-
mination by the Secretary of the Army that such action
is beneficial for graduate medical education programs con-
ducted at Army medical facilities located in Hawaii, the
Secretary of the Army may authorize the provision of med-
ical services at such facilities and transportation to such
facilities, on a nonreimbursable basis, for civilian patients
from American Samoa, the Commonwealth of the North-
ern Mariana Islands, the Marshall Islands, the Federated
States of Micronesia, Palau, and Guam.

SEC. 8012. (a) During fiscal year 2016, the civilian
personnel of the Department of Defense may not be man-
aged on the basis of any end-strength, and the manage-
ment of such personnel during that fiscal year shall not
be subject to any constraint or limitation (known as an
end-strength) on the number of such personnel who may
be employed on the last day of such fiscal year.

(b) The fiscal year 2017 budget request for the De-
partment of Defense as well as all justification material
and other documentation supporting the fiscal year 2017
Department of Defense budget request shall be prepared

and submitted to the Congress as if subsections (a) and
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(b) of this provision were effective with regard to fiscal
year 2017.

(¢) Nothing in this section shall be construed to apply
to military (civilian) technicians.

SEC. 8013. None of the funds made available by this
Act shall be used in any way, directly or indirectly, to in-
fluence congressional action on any legislation or appro-
priation matters pending before the Congress.

SEC. 8014. None of the funds appropriated by this
Act shall be available for the basic pay and allowances of
any member of the Army participating as a full-time stu-
dent and receiving benefits paid by the Secretary of Vet-
erans Affairs from the Department of Defense Education
Benefits Fund when time spent as a full-time student is
credited toward completion of a service commitment: Pro-
vided, That this section shall not apply to those members
who have reenlisted with this option prior to October 1,
1987: Provided further, That this section applies only to
active components of the Army.

(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 8015. Funds appropriated in title III of this Act
for the Department of Defense Pilot Mentor-Protégé Pro-
eram may be transferred to any other appropriation con-
tained in this Act solely for the purpose of implementing

a Mentor-Protéeé Program developmental assistance
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agreement pursuant to section 831 of the National De-
fense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 1991 (Public Law
101-510; 10 U.S.C. 2302 note), as amended, under the
authority of this provision or any other transfer authority
contained in this Act.

SEC. 8016. Of the amounts appropriated for “Work-
ing Capital Fund, Army”’, $145,000,000 shall be available
to maintain competitive rates at the arsenals.

SEC. 8017. None of the funds available to the De-
partment of Defense may be used to demilitarize or dis-
pose of M—1 Carbines, M-1 Garand rifles, M—14 rifles,
22 caliber rifles, .30 caliber rifles, or M-1911 pistols, or
to demilitarize or destroy small arms ammunition or am-
munition components that are not otherwise prohibited
from commercial sale under Federal law, unless the small
arms ammunition or ammunition components are certified
by the Secretary of the Army or designee as unserviceable,
unsuitable, or unsafe for further use.

SEC. 8018. No more than $500,000 of the funds ap-
propriated or made available in this Act shall be used dur-
ing a single fiscal year for any single relocation of an orga-
nization, unit, activity or function of the Department of
Defense into or within the National Capital Region: Pro-
vided, That the Secretary of Defense may waive this re-

striction on a case-by-case basis by certifying in writing
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to the congressional defense committees that such a relo-
cation is required in the best interest of the Government.

SEC. 8019. Of the funds made available in this Act,
up to $15,000,000 may be available for incentive pay-
ments authorized by section 504 of the Indian Financing
Act of 1974 (25 U.S.C. 1544): Provided, That a prime
contractor or a subcontractor at any tier that makes a
subcontract award to any subcontractor or supplier as de-
fined in section 1544 of title 25, United States Code, or
a small business owned and controlled by an individual
or individuals defined under section 4221(9) of title 25,
United States Code, shall be considered a contractor for
the purposes of being allowed additional compensation
under section 504 of the Indian Financing Act of 1974
(25 U.S.C. 1544) whenever the prime contract or sub-
contract amount is over $500,000 and involves the ex-
penditure of funds appropriated by an Act making appro-
priations for the Department of Defense with respect to
any fiscal year: Provided further, That notwithstanding
section 1906 of title 41, United States Code, this section
shall be applicable to any Department of Defense acquisi-
tion of supplies or services, including any contract and any
subcontract at any tier for acquisition of commercial items
produced or manufactured, in whole or in part, by any

subcontractor or supplier defined in section 1544 of title

25, United States Code, or a small business owned and
controlled by an individual or individuals defined under
section 4221(9) of title 25, United States Code.

SEC. 8020. Funds appropriated by this Act for the
Defense Media Activity shall not be used for any national
or international political or psychological activities.

SEC. 8021. During the current fiscal year, the De-
partment of Defense is authorized to incur obligations of
not to exceed $350,000,000 for purposes specified in see-
tion 2350j(ce) of title 10, United States Code, in anticipa-
tion of receipt of contributions, only from the Government
of Kuwait, under that section: Provided, That, upon re-
ceipt, such contributions from the Government of Kuwait
shall be credited to the appropriations or fund which in-
curred such obligations.

SEC. 8022. (a) Of the funds made available in this
Act, not less than $39,805,000 shall be available for the

Civil Air Patrol Corporation, of which

(1) $27,711,000 shall be available from ‘Oper-
ation and Maintenance, Air Force” to support Civil
Air Patrol Corporation operation and maintenance,
readiness, counter-drug activities, and drug demand
reduction activities involving youth programs;

(2) $10,417,000 shall be available from ‘Air-

craft Procurement, Air Force”; and
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(3) $1,677,000 shall be available from “Other

Procurement, Air Force” for vehicle procurement.

(b) The Secretary of the Air Force should waive reim-
bursement for any funds used by the Civil Air Patrol for
counter-drug activities in support of Federal, State, and
local government agencies.

SEC. 8023. (a) None of the funds appropriated in this
Act are available to establish a new Department of De-
fense (department) federally funded research and develop-
ment center (FFRDC), either as a new entity, or as a
separate entity administrated by an organization man-
aging another FFRDC, or as a nonprofit membership cor-
poration consisting of a consortium of other FFRDCs and
other nonprofit entities.

(b) No member of a Board of Directors, Trustees,
Overseers, Advisory Group, Special Issues Panel, Visiting
Committee, or any similar entity of a defense FFRDC,
and no paid consultant to any defense FFRDC, except
when acting in a technical advisory capacity, may be com-
pensated for his or her services as a member of such enti-
ty, or as a paid consultant by more than one FFRDC in
a fiscal year: Provided, That a member of any such entity
referred to previously in this subsection shall be allowed

travel expenses and per diem as authorized under the Fed-
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eral Joint Travel Regulations, when engaged in the per-
formance of membership duties.

(¢) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, none
of the funds available to the department from any source
during fiscal year 2016 may be used by a defense FFRDC,
through a fee or other payment mechanism, for construe-
tion of new buildings, for payment of cost sharing for
projects funded by Government grants, for absorption of
contract overruns, or for certain charitable contributions,
not to include employee participation in community service
and/or development: Provided, That up to 1 percent of
funds provided in this Act for support of defense FFRDCs
may be used for planning and design of scientific or engi-
neering facilities: Provided further, That the Secretary of
Defense shall notify the congressional defense committees
15 days in advance of exercising the authority in the pre-
vious proviso.

(d) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, of
the funds available to the department during fiscal year
2016, not more than 5,750 staff years of technical effort
(staff years) may be funded for defense FFRDCs: Pro-
vided, That, of the specific amount referred to previously
in this subsection, not more than 1,125 staff years may
be funded for the defense studies and analysis FFRDCs:

Provided further, That this subsection shall not apply to
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staff years funded in the National Intelligence Program
(NIP) and the Military Intelligence Program (MIP).

(e) The Secretary of Defense shall, with the submis-
sion of the department’s fiscal year 2017 budget request,
submit a report presenting the specific amounts of staff
years of technical effort to be allocated for each defense
FFRDC during that fiscal year and the associated budget
estimates.

(f) Notwithstanding any other provision of this Act,
the total amount appropriated in this Act for FFRDCs
is hereby reduced by $65,000,000.

SEC. 8024. None of the funds appropriated or made
available in this Act shall be used to procure carbon, alloy,
or armor steel plate for use in any Government-owned fa-
cility or property under the control of the Department of
Defense which were not melted and rolled in the United
States or Canada: Provided, That these procurement re-
strictions shall apply to any and all Federal Supply Class
9515, American Society of Testing and Materials (ASTM)
or American Iron and Steel Institute (AISI) specifications
of carbon, alloy or armor steel plate: Provided further,
That the Secretary of the military department responsible
for the procurement may waive this restriction on a case-
by-case basis by certifying in writing to the Committees

on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the
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Senate that adequate domestic supplies are not available
to meet Department of Defense requirements on a timely
basis and that such an acquisition must be made in order
to acquire capability for national security purposes: Pro-
vided further, That these restrictions shall not apply to
contracts which are in being as of the date of the enact-
ment of this Act.

SEC. 8025. For the purposes of this Act, the term
“congressional defense committees” means the Armed
Services Committee of the House of Representatives, the
Armed Services Committee of the Senate, the Sub-
committee on Defense of the Committee on Appropriations
of the Senate, and the Subcommittee on Defense of the
Committee on Appropriations of the House of Representa-
tives.

SEC. 8026. During the current fiscal year, the De-
partment of Defense may acquire the modification, depot
maintenance and repair of aircraft, vehicles and vessels
as well as the production of components and other De-
fense-related articles, through competition between De-
partment of Defense depot maintenance activities and pri-
vate firms: Provided, That the Senior Acquisition Execu-
tive of the military department or Defense Agency con-
cerned, with power of delegation, shall certify that success-

ful bids include comparable estimates of all direct and in-
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direct costs for both public and private bids: Provided fur-

ther, That Office of Management and Budget Circular A—
76 shall not apply to competitions conducted under this
section.

SEC. 8027. (a)(1) If the Secretary of Defense, after
consultation with the United States Trade Representative,
determines that a foreign country which is party to an
agreement described in paragraph (2) has violated the
terms of the agreement by discriminating against certain
types of products produced in the United States that are
covered by the agreement, the Secretary of Defense shall
rescind the Secretary’s blanket waiver of the Buy Amer-
ican Act with respect to such types of products produced
in that foreign country.

(2) An agreement referred to in paragraph (1) is any
reciprocal defense procurement memorandum of under-
standing, between the United States and a foreign country
pursuant to which the Secretary of Defense has prospec-
tively waived the Buy American Act for certain products
in that country.

(b) The Secretary of Defense shall submit to the Con-
oress a report on the amount of Department of Defense
purchases from foreign entities in fiscal year 2016. Such
report shall separately indicate the dollar value of items

for which the Buy American Act was waived pursuant to

any agreement described in subsection (a)(2), the Trade
Agreement Act of 1979 (19 U.S.C. 2501 et seq.), or any
international agreement to which the United States is a
party.

(¢) For purposes of this section, the term “Buy
American Act” means chapter 83 of title 41, United
States Code.

SEC. 8028. During the current fiscal year, amounts
contained in the Department of Defense Overseas Military
Facility Investment Recovery Account established by see-
tion 2921(¢)(1) of the National Defense Authorization Act
of 1991 (Public Law 101-510; 10 U.S.C. 2687 note) shall
be available until expended for the payments specified by
section 2921(¢)(2) of that Act.

SEC. 8029. (a) Notwithstanding any other provision
of law, the Secretary of the Air Force may convey at no
cost to the Air Force, without consideration, to Indian
tribes located in the States of Nevada, Idaho, North Da-
kota, South Dakota, Montana, Oregon, Minnesota, and
Washington relocatable military housing units located at
Grand Forks Air Force Base, Malmstrom Air Force Base,
Mountain Home Air Force Base, Ellsworth Air Force
Base, and Minot Air Force Base that are excess to the

needs of the Air Force.
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(b) The Secretary of the Air Force shall convey, at
no cost to the Air Foree, military housing units under sub-
section (a) in accordance with the request for such units
that are submitted to the Secretary by the Operation
Walking Shield Program on behalf of Indian tribes located
in the States of Nevada, Idaho, North Dakota, South Da-
kota, Montana, Oregon, Minnesota, and Washington. Any
such conveyance shall be subject to the condition that the
housing units shall be removed within a reasonable period
of time, as determined by the Secretary.

(¢) The Operation Walking Shield Program shall re-
solve any conflicts among requests of Indian tribes for
housing units under subsection (a) before submitting re-
quests to the Secretary of the Air Force under subsection
(b).

(d) In this section, the term “‘Indian tribe” means
any recognized Indian tribe included on the current list
published by the Secretary of the Interior under section
104 of the Federally Recognized Indian Tribe Act of 1994
(Public Law 103—454; 108 Stat. 4792; 25 U.S.C. 479a—
1).

SEC. 8030. During the current fiscal year, appropria-
tions which are available to the Department of Defense

for operation and maintenance may be used to purchase
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items having an investment item unit cost of not more
than $250,000.

SEC. 8031. The Secretary of Defense shall issue reg-
ulations to prohibit the sale of any tobacco or tobacco-
related products in military resale outlets in the United
States, its territories and possessions at a price below the
most competitive price in the local community: Provided,
That such regulations shall direct that the prices of to-
bacco or tobacco-related products in overseas military re-
tail outlets shall be within the range of prices established
for military retail system stores located in the United
States.

SEC. 8032. (a) During the current fiscal year, none
of the appropriations or funds available to the Department
of Defense Working Capital Funds shall be used for the
purchase of an investment item for the purpose of acquir-
ing a new inventory item for sale or anticipated sale dur-
ing the current fiscal year or a subsequent fiscal year to
customers of the Department of Defense Working Capital
Funds if such an item would not have been chargeable
to the Department of Defense Business Operations Fund
during fiscal year 1994 and if the purchase of such an
investment item would be chargeable during the current
fiscal year to appropriations made to the Department of

Defense for procurement.
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(b) The fiscal year 2017 budget request for the De-
partment of Defense as well as all justification material
and other documentation supporting the fiscal year 2017
Department of Defense budget shall be prepared and sub-
mitted to the Congress on the basis that any equipment
which was classified as an end item and funded in a pro-
curement appropriation contained in this Act shall be
budgeted for in a proposed fiscal year 2017 procurement
appropriation and not in the supply management business
area or any other area or category of the Department of
Defense Working Capital Funds.

SEC. 8033. None of the funds appropriated by this
Act for programs of the Central Intelligence Agency shall
remain available for obligation beyond the current fiscal
year, except for funds appropriated for the Reserve for
Contingencies, which shall remain available until Sep-
tember 30, 2017: Provided, That funds appropriated,
transferred, or otherwise credited to the Central Intel-
licence Agency Central Services Working Capital Fund
during this or any prior or subsequent fiscal year shall
remain available until expended: Provided further, That
any funds appropriated or transferred to the Central Intel-
licence Agency for advanced research and development ac-
quisition, for agent operations, and for covert action pro-

erams authorized by the President under section 503 of
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the National Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 3093) shall

remain available until September 30, 2017.

SEC. 8034. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, funds made available in this Act for the Defense In-
telligence Agency may be used for the design, develop-
ment, and deployment of General Defense Intellicence
Program intelligence communications and intelligence in-
formation systems for the Services, the Unified and Speci-
fied Commands, and the component commands.

SEC. 8035. Of the funds appropriated to the Depart-
ment of Defense under the heading “Operation and Main-
tenance, Defense-Wide”, not less than $12,000,000 may
be made available only for the mitigation of environmental
impacts, including training and technical assistance to
tribes, related administrative support, the gathering of in-
formation, documenting of environmental damage, and de-
veloping a system for prioritization of mitigation and cost
to complete estimates for mitigation, on Indian lands re-
sulting from Department of Defense activities.

SEC. 8036. (a) None of the funds appropriated in this
Act may be expended by an entity of the Department of
Defense unless the entity, in expending the funds, com-
plies with the Buy American Act. For purposes of this
subsection, the term “Buy American Act” means chapter

83 of title 41, United States Code.
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(b) If the Secretary of Defense determines that a per-
son has been convicted of intentionally affixing a label
bearing a ‘“Made in America’” inscription to any product
sold in or shipped to the United States that is not made
in America, the Secretary shall determine, in accordance
with section 2410f of title 10, United States Code, wheth-
er the person should be debarred from contracting with
the Department of Defense.

(¢) In the case of any equipment or products pur-
chased with appropriations provided under this Act, it is
the sense of the Congress that any entity of the Depart-
ment of Defense, in expending the appropriation, purchase
only American-made equipment and products, provided
that American-made equipment and products are cost-
competitive, quality competitive, and available in a timely
fashion.

SEC. 8037. None of the funds appropriated by this
Act and hereafter shall be available for a contract for stud-
les, analysis, or consulting services entered into without
competition on the basis of an unsolicited proposal unless
the head of the activity responsible for the procurement
determines—

(1) as a result of thorough technical evaluation,
only one source is found fully qualified to perform

the proposed work;
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(2) the purpose of the contract is to explore an
unsolicited proposal which offers significant seci-
entific or technological promise, represents the prod-
uct of original thinking, and was submitted in con-
fidence by one source; or

(3) the purpose of the contract is to take ad-
vantage of unique and significant industrial accom-

plishment by a specific concern, or to insure that a

new product or idea of a specific concern is given fi-

nancial support: Provided, That this limitation shall
not apply to contracts in an amount of less than
$25,000, contracts related to improvements of equip-
ment that is in development or production, or con-
tracts as to which a civilian official of the Depart-
ment of Defense, who has been confirmed by the

Senate, determines that the award of such contract

is in the interest of the national defense.

SEC. 8038. (a) Except as provided in subsections (b)
and (¢), none of the funds made available by this Act may
be used—

(1) to establish a field operating agency; or
(2) to pay the basic pay of a member of the
Armed Forces or civilian employee of the depart-

ment who 1s transferred or reassigned from a head-
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quarters activity if the member or employee’s place

of duty remains at the location of that headquarters.

(b) The Secretary of Defense or Secretary of a mili-
tary department may waive the limitations in subsection
(a), on a case-by-case basis, if the Secretary determines,
and certifies to the Committees on Appropriations of the
House of Representatives and the Senate that the grant-
ing of the waiver will reduce the personnel requirements
or the financial requirements of the department.

(¢) This section does not apply to—

(1) field operating agencies funded within the
National Intelligence Program;

(2) an Army field operating agency established
to eliminate, mitigate, or counter the effects of im-
provised explosive devices, and, as determined by the
Secretary of the Army, other similar threats;

(3) an Army field operating agency established
to 1improve the effectiveness and efficiencies of bio-
metric activities and to integrate common biometric
technologies throughout the Department of Defense;
or

(4) an Air Force field operating agency estab-
lished to administer the Air Force Mortuary Affairs
Program and Mortuary Operations for the Depart-

ment of Defense and authorized Federal entities.
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SEC. 8039. (a) None of the funds appropriated by

this Act shall be available to convert to contractor per-
formance an activity or function of the Department of De-
fense that, on or after the date of the enactment of this
Act, is performed by Department of Defense civilian em-
ployees unless—

(1) the conversion is based on the result of a
public-private competition that includes a most effi-
cient and cost effective organization plan developed
by such activity or function;

(2) the Competitive Sourcing Official deter-
mines that, over all performance periods stated in
the solicitation of offers for performance of the ac-
tivity or function, the cost of performance of the ac-
tivity or function by a contractor would be less costly
to the Department of Defense by an amount that
equals or exceeds the lesser of—

(A) 10 percent of the most efficient organi-
zation’s personnel-related costs for performance
of that activity or function by Federal employ-
ees; or

(B) $10,000,000; and
(3) the contractor does not receive an advan-

tage for a proposal that would reduce costs for the

Department of Defense by—
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(A) not making an employer-sponsored
health insurance plan available to the workers
who are to be employed in the performance of
that activity or function under the contract; or

(B) offering to such workers an employer-
sponsored health benefits plan that requires the
employer to contribute less towards the pre-
mium or subscription share than the amount
that 1s paid by the Department of Defense for
health benefits for eciviian employees under
chapter 89 of title 5, United States Code.

(b)(1) The Department of Defense, without regard
to subsection (a) of this section or subsection (a), (b), or
(¢) of section 2461 of title 10, United States Code, and
notwithstanding any administrative regulation, require-
ment, or policy to the contrary shall have full authority
to enter into a contract for the performance of any com-
mercial or industrial type function of the Department of
Defense that—

(A) is included on the procurement list estab-
lished pursuant to section 2 of the Javits-Wagner-
O’Day Act (section 8503 of title 41, United States
Code);

(B) is planned to be converted to performance

by a qualified nonprofit agency for the blind or by
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a qualified nonprofit agency for other severely handi-
capped individuals in accordance with that Act; or
(C) 1s planned to be converted to performance
by a qualified firm under at least 51 percent owner-

ship by an Indian tribe, as defined in section 4(e)

of the Indian Self-Determination and Education As-

sistance Act (25 U.S.C. 450b(e)), or a Native Ha-

wallan Organization, as defined in section 8(a)(15)

of the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. 637(a)(15)).

(2) This section shall not apply to depot contracts
or contracts for depot maintenance as provided in sections
2469 and 2474 of title 10, United States Code.

(¢) The conversion of any activity or function of the
Department of Defense under the authority provided by
this section shall be credited toward any competitive or
outsourcing goal, target, or measurement that may be es-
tablished by statute, regulation, or policy and is deemed
to be awarded under the authority of, and in compliance
with, subsection (h) of section 2304 of title 10, United
States Code, for the competition or outsourcing of com-
mercial activities.

(RESCISSIONS)

SEC. 8040. Of the funds appropriated in Department

of Defense Appropriations Acts, the following funds are

hereby rescinded from the following accounts and pro-
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erams in the specified amounts: Provided, That no
amounts may be rescinded from amounts that were des-
ignated by the Congress for Overseas Contingency Oper-
ations/Global War on Terrorism or as an emergency re-
quirement pursuant to the Concurrent Resolution on the
Budget or the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit
Control Act of 1985, as amended:

SEC. 8045. None of the funds made available by this
Act may be used for Evolved Expendable Launch Vehicle
launch service competitions unless such competitions are
open to all certified providers of Evolved KExpendable
Launch Vehicle-class systems: Provided, That competi-
tions for launches with multiple service providers shall
consider bids from two or more providers: Provided fur-
ther, That notwithstanding any other provision of law,

SEC. 8046. In addition to the amounts appropriated
or otherwise made available elsewhere in this Act,

Squadron Engineer (RED HORSE) outside of the United

States until the Secretary of the Air Force

Wide” for any new start advanced concept technology
demonstration project or joint capability demonstration
project may only be oblicated 45 days after a report, in-
cluding a description of the project, the planned acquisi-

(2) take any action to enforce any provision of

None of the funds made available by this
Act may be used by the Secretary of Defense to take bene-
ficial occupancy of more than 2,500 parking spaces (other
than handicap-reserved spaces) to be provided by the
BRAC 133 project: Provided, That this limitation may be
waived in part if: (1) the Secretary of Defense certifies

SEC. 8097. None of the funds appropriated or other-

of in contravention of section 1246(¢)(2) of the National
Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2014 (Public
Law 113-66; 127 Stat.

SEC. 8098. The Secretary of Defense shall report

quarterly the numbers of civilian personnel end strength

to the congressional defense committees within 15 days
after the end of each fiscal quarter.
(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 8099. Upon a determination by the Director of
National Intelligence that such action is necessary and in
the national interest, the Director may, with the approval
of the Office of Management and Budget, transfer not to
exceed $2,000,000,000 of the funds made available in this

SEC. 8101. (a) None of the funds appropriated or
otherwise made available in this or any other Act may be
used to construct, acquire, or modify any facility in the
United States, its territories, or possessions to house any
individual deseribed in subsection (¢) for the purposes of
detention or imprisonment in the custody or under the ef-
fective control of the Department of Defense except in ac-
cordance with the National Defense Authorization Act for
Fiscal Year 2016.

(b) The prohibition in subsection (a) shall not apply
to any modification of facilities at United States Naval
Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba.

(¢) An individual deseribed in this subsection is any
individual who, as of June 24, 2009, is located at United
States Naval Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, and who—

(1) 1s not a citizen of the United States or a
member of the Armed Forces of the United States;

and
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(2) is—
(A) in the custody or under the effective
control of the Department of Defense; or
(B) otherwise under detention at United
States Naval Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba.

SEC. 8102. None of the funds appropriated or other-
wise made available in this Act may be used to transfer
any individual detained at United States Naval Station
Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, to the custody or control of the
individual’s country of origin, any other foreign country,
or any other foreign entity except in accordance with the
National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2016.

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 8103. Of the amounts appropriated for “Oper-
ation and Maintenance, Navy”’, up to $1,000,000 shall be
available for transfer to the John C. Stennis Center for
Public Service Development Trust Fund established under
section 116 of the John C. Stennis Center for Public Serv-
ice Training and Development Act (2 U.S.C. 1105).

SEC. 8104. None of the funds provided in this Act
for the T-AO(X) program shall be used to award a new
contract that provides for the acquisition of the following
components unless those components are manufactured in
the United States: Auxiliary equipment (including pumps)

for shipboard services; propulsion equipment (including
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engines, reduction gears, and propellers); shipboard
cranes; and spreaders for shipboard cranes.

SEC. 8105. (a) None of the funds appropriated or
otherwise made available by this or any other Act may
be used by the Secretary of Defense, or any other official
or officer of the Department of Defense, to enter into a
contract, memorandum of understanding, or cooperative
agreement with, or make a grant to, or provide a loan
or loan guarantee to Rosoboronexport or any subsidiary
of Rosoboronexport.

(b) The Secretary of Defense may waive the limita-
tion in subsection (a) if the Secretary, in consultation with
the Secretary of State and the Director of National Intel-
ligence, determines that it is in the vital national security
interest of the United States to do so, and certifies in writ-
ing to the congressional defense committees that, to the
best of the Secretary’s knowledge:

(1) Rosoboronexport has ceased the transfer of
lethal military equipment to, and the maintenance of
existing lethal military equipment for, the Govern-
ment of the Syrian Arab Republic;

(2) The armed forces of the Russian Federation
have withdrawn from Crimea, other than armed
forces present on military bases subject to agree-

ments i force between the Government of the Rus-
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sian Federation and the Government of Ukraine;
and

(3) Agents of the Russian Federation have
ceased taking active measures to destabilize the con-
trol of the Government of Ukraine over eastern

Ukraine.

(¢) The Inspector General of the Department of De-
fense shall conduct a review of any action involving
Rosoboronexport with respect to a waiver issued by the
Secretary of Defense pursuant to subsection (b), and not
later than 90 days after the date on which such a waiver
is issued by the Secretary of Defense, the Inspector Gen-
eral shall submit to the congressional defense committees
a report containing the results of the review conducted
with respect to such waiver.

SEC. 8106. None of the funds made available by this
Act may be used to transfer more than 36 AII-64 Apache
helicopter aireraft from the Army National Guard to the
active Army until 60 days after the National Commission
on the Future of the Army releases its recommendations:
Provided, That this section shall continue in effect through
the date of enactment of the National Defense Authoriza-
tion Act for Fiscal Year 2016.

SEC. 8107. Notwithstanding any other provision of

tion to compensate for any damage, personal injury, or
death.

(d) AMOUNT OF PAYMENTS.—If the Secretary of De-
fense determines a program under subsection (a) to be ap-
propriate in a particular setting, the amounts of pay-
ments, if any, to be provided to civilians determined to
have suffered harm incident to combat operations of the
Armed Forces under the program should be determined
pursuant to regulations prescribed by the Secretary and
based on an assessment, which should include such factors
as cultural appropriateness and prevailing economic condi-
tions.

(e) LEGAL ADVICE.—Local military commanders
shall receive legal advice before making ex gratia pay-
ments under this subsection. The legal advisor, under reg-
ulations of the Department of Defense, shall advise on
whether an ex gratia payment is proper under this section
and applicable Department of Defense regulations.

(f) WRITTEN RECORD.—A written record of any ex
oratia payment offered or denied shall be kept by the local
commander and on a timely basis submitted to the appro-
priate office in the Department of Defense as determined

by the Secretary of Defense.
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(g) REPORT.—The Secretary of Defense shall report
to the congressional defense committees on an annual
basis the efficacy of the ex gratia payment program in-
cluding the number of types of cases considered, amounts
offered, the response from ex gratia payment recipients,
and any recommended modifications to the program.

SEC. 8109. None of the funds available in this Aect
to the Department of Defense, other than appropriations
made for necessary or routine refurbishments, upgrades
or maintenance activities, shall be used to reduce or to
prepare to reduce the number of deployed and non-de-
ployed strategic delivery vehicles and launchers below the
levels set forth in the report submitted to Congress in ac-
cordance with section 1042 of the National Defense Au-
thorization Act for Fiscal Year 2012.

SEC. 8110. Of the funds provided for “‘Research, De-
velopment, Test and Evaluation, Defense-Wide” in this
Act, not less than $2,800,000 shall be used to support
the Department’s activities related to the implementation
of the Digital Accountability and Transparency Act
(DATA Act; Public Law 113-101; 31 U.S.C. 6101 note)
and to support the implementation of a uniform procure-
ment instrument identifier as described in 48 CKFR sub-
part 4.16, to include changes in business processes, work-

force, or information technology.
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SEC. 8111. None of the funds made available in this

or any other Act may be used to pay the salary of any
officer or employee of the Department of Defense who ap-
proves or implements the transfer of administrative re-
sponsibilities or budgetary resources of any program,
project, or activity financed by this Act to the jurisdiction
of another Federal agency not financed by this Act with-
out the express authorization of Congress: Provided, That
this limitation shall not apply to transfers of funds ex-
pressly provided for in Defense Appropriations Acts, or
provisions of Acts providing supplemental appropriations
for the Department of Defense.
SEC. 8112. It is the sense of the Senate that—

(1) the Nation’s fiscal challenges are a top pri-
ority for Congress, and sequestration—non-strategic,
across-the-board budget cuts—remains an unreason-
able and inadequate budgeting tool to address the
Nation’s deficits and debt;

(2) sequestration relief must be accomplished
for fiscal years 2016 and 2017;

(3) sequestration relief should include equal de-
fense and non-defense relief; and

(4) sequestration relief should be offset through
targeted changes in mandatory and discretionary

categories and revenues.

SEC. 9002. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, funds made available in this title are in addition to
amounts appropriated or otherwise made available for the
Department of Defense for fiscal year 2016.

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 9003. Upon the determination of the Secretary
of Defense that such action is necessary in the national
interest, the Secretary may, with the approval of the Of-
fice of Management and Budget, transfer up to
$3,500,000,000 between the appropriations or funds made
available to the Department of Defense in this title: Pro-
vided, That the Secretary shall notify the Congress
promptly of each transfer made pursuant to the authority
in this section: Provided further, That the authority pro-
vided in this section 1s 1n addition to any other transfer
authority available to the Department of Defense and is
subject to the same terms and conditions as the authority
provided in section 8005 of this Act.

SEC. 9004. Supervision and administration costs and

SEC. 9005. From funds made available in this title,
the Secretary of Defense may purchase for use by military
and civilian employees of the Department of Defense in
the U.S. Central Command area of responsibility: (a) pas-
senger motor vehicles up to a limit of $75,000 per vehicle;
and (b) heavy and light armored vehicles for the physical
security of personnel or for force protection purposes up
to a limit of $400,000 per vehicle, notwithstanding price
or other limitations applicable to the purchase of pas-
senger carrying vehicles.

SEC. 9006. Not to exceed $5,000,000 of the amounts
appropriated by this title under the heading “Operation
and Maintenance, Army” may be used, notwithstanding
any other provision of law, to fund the Commanders’
Emergency Response Program (CERP), for the purpose
of enabling military commanders in Afghanistan to re-
spond to urgent, small-scale, humanitarian relief and re-
construction requirements within their areas of responsi-
bility: Provided, That each project (including any ancillary
or related elements in connection with such project) exe-
cuted under this authority shall not exceed $2,000,000:

Provided further, That not later than 45 days after the
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end of each 6 months of the fiscal year, the Secretary of
Defense shall submit to the congressional defense commit-
tees a report regarding the source of funds and the alloca-
tion and use of funds during that 6-month period that
were made available pursuant to the authority provided
in this section or under any other provision of law for the
purposes described herein: Provided further, That, not
later than 30 days after the end of each fiscal year quar-
ter, the Army shall submit to the congressional defense
committees quarterly commitment, obligation, and expend-
iture data for the CERP in Afghanistan: Provided further,
That not less than 15 days before making funds available
pursuant to the authority provided in this section or under
any other provision of law for the purposes described here-
in for a project with a total anticipated cost for completion
of $500,000 or more, the Secretary shall submit to the
congressional defense committees a written notice con-
taining each of the following:

(1) The location, nature and purpose of the
proposed project, including how the project is in-
tended to advance the military campaign plan for
the country in which it is to be carried out.

(2) The budget, implementation timeline with
milestones, and completion date for the proposed

project, including any other CERP funding that has
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been or is anticipated to be contributed to the com-

pletion of the project.

(3) A plan for the sustainment of the proposed
project, including the agreement with either the host
nation, a non-Department of Defense agency of the
United States Government or a third-party contrib-
utor to finance the sustainment of the activities and
maintenance of any equipment or facilities to be pro-
vided through the proposed project.

SEC. 9007. Funds available to the Department of De-
fense for operation and maintenance may be used, not-
withstanding any other provision of law, to provide sup-
plies, services, transportation, including airlift and sealift,
and other logistical support to coalition forces supporting
military and stability operations in Afehanistan and to
counter the Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant: Pro-
vided, That the Secretary of Defense shall provide quar-
terly reports to the congressional defense committees re-
carding support provided under this section.

SEC. 9008. None of the funds appropriated or other-
wise made available by this or any other Act shall be obli-
cated or expended by the United States Government for

(2) Section 2242 of the Foreign Affairs Reform
and Restructuring Act of 1998 (division G of Public
Law 105-277; 112 Stat. 2681-822; 8 U.S.C. 1231
note) and regulations prescribed thereto, including
regulations under part 208 of title 8, Code of Fed-
eral Regulations, and part 95 of title 22, Code of

Federal Regulations.
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(3) Sections 1002 and 1003 of the Department

of Defense, Emergency Supplemental Appropriations

to Address Hurricanes in the Gulf of Mexico, and

Pandemic Influenza Aect, 2006 (Public Law 109-

148).

SEC. 9010. None of the funds provided for the “Af-
chanistan Security Forces Fund” (ASFF) may be obli-
cated prior to the approval of a financial and activity plan
by the Afghanistan Resources Oversight Council (AROC)
of the Department of Defense: Provided, That the AROC
must approve the requirement and acquisition plan for any
service requirements in excess of $50,000,000 annually
and any non-standard equipment requirements in excess
of $100,000,000 using ASFE: Provided further, That the
Department of Defense must certify to the congressional
defense committees that the AROC has convened and ap-
proved a process for ensuring compliance with the require-
ments in the preceding proviso and accompanying report
language for the ASFF.

SEC. 9011. Funds made available in this title to the
Department of Defense for operation and maintenance
may be used to purchase items having an investment unit
cost of not more than $250,000: Provided, That, upon de-
termination by the Secretary of Defense that such action

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Commander of a Combatant Command engaged in contin-
eency operations overseas, such funds may be used to pur-
chase items having an investment item unit cost of not

SEC. 9012, From funds made available to the De-
partment of Defense in this title under the heading “Oper-
ation and Maintenance, Air Force”, up to $140,000,000
may be used by the Secretary of Defense, notwithstanding
any other provision of law, to support United States Gov-
ernment transition activities in Iraq by funding the oper-
ations and activities of the Office of Security Cooperation
in Iraq and security assistance teams, including life sup-
port, transportation and personal security, and facilities
renovation and construction, and site closeout activities
prior to returning sites to the Government of Iraq: Pro-
vided, That, to the extent authorized under the National
Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2016, the oper-
ations and activities that may be carried out by the Office
of Security Cooperation in Iraq may, with the concurrence
of the Secretary of State, include non-operational training
activities in support of Iraqi Minister of Defense and
Counter Terrorism Service personnel in an institutional
environment to address capability gaps, integrate proc-
esses relating to intelligence, air sovereignty, combined

arms, logistics and maintenance, and to manage and inte-
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orate defense-related institutions: Provided further, That
not later than 30 days following the enactment of this Act,
the Secretary of Defense and the Secretary of State shall
submit to the congressional defense committees a plan for
transitioning any such training activities that they deter-
mine are needed after the end of fiscal year 2016, to exist-
ing or new contracts for the sale of defense articles or
defense services consistent with the provisions of the Arms
Export Control Act (22 U.S.C. 2751 et seq.): Provided
Jurther, That, not less than 15 days before making funds
available pursuant to the authority provided in this sec-
tion, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the congres-
sional defense committees a written notice containing a
detailed justification and timeline for the operations and
activities of the Office of Security Cooperation in Iraq at
each site where such operations and activities will be con-
ducted during fiscal year 2016.

SEC. 9013. None of the funds made available by this
Act may be used with respect to Syria in contravention
of the War Powers Resolution (50 U.S.C. 1541 et seq.),
including for the introduction of United States armed or
military forces into hostilities in Syria, into situations in
Syria where imminent involvement in hostilities is clearly
indicated by the circumstances, or into Syrian territory,

airspace, or waters while equipped for combat, in con-
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travention of the congressional consultation and reporting
requirements of sections 3 and 4 of that law (50 U.S.C.
1542 and 1543).

SEC. 9014. For the “Ukraine Security Assistance Ini-
tiative”” as authorized by section 1251 of S. 1376, the Na-
tional Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2016,
as reported, $300,000,000 is hereby appropriated to pro-
vide appropriate security assistance and intellicence sup-
port, including training, equipment, and logistics support,
supplies and services, to military and other security forces
of the Government of Ukraine: Provided, That such
amount is designated by the Congress for Overseas Con-
tingency Operations/Global War on Terrorism pursuant to
section 251(b)(2)(A)(i1) of the Balanced Budget and
Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985.

SEC. 9015. None of the funds in this Act may be
made available for the transfer of additional C-130 cargo
aircraft to the Afghanistan National Security Forces or
the Afehanistan Air Force until the Department of De-
fense provides a report to the congressional defense com-
mittees of the Afehanistan Air Force’s medium airlift re-
quirements. The report should identify Afghanistan’s abil-
ity to utilize and maintain existing medium lift aircraft

in the inventory and the best alternative platform, if nec-

SEC. 9016. The Secretary of Defense may obligate
and expend funds made available to the Department of
Defense in this title for additional costs associated with
projects funded with amounts provided under the heading
“Afghanistan Infrastructure Fund” in prior Acts: Pro-
vided, That such costs shall be limited to contract changes
resulting from inflation, market fluctuation, rate adjust-
ments, and other necessary contract actions to complete
the projects, and associated supervision and administra-
tion costs and costs for design during construction: Pro-
vided further, That the Secretary may not use more than
$100,000,000 under the authority provided in this section:
Provided further, That the Secretary shall highlight such
contract changes and adjustments in annual reports to the
congressional defense committees.

SEC. 9017. It is the sense of the Senate that Con-
oress should enact an updated Authorization for Use of
Military Force to clarify the United States military role
against the Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant (ISIL).

CORPS OF ENGINEERS—CIVIL
DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY

CIVIL

CORPS OF ENGINEERS

The following appropriations shall be expended under

the direction of the Secretary of the Army and the super-
vision of the Chief of Engineers for authorized civil fune-
tions of the Department of the Army pertaining to river
and harbor, flood and storm damage reduction, shore pro-
tection, aquatic ecosystem restoration, and related efforts.

INVESTIGATIONS

For expenses necessary where authorized by law for

the collection and study of basic information pertaining
to river and harbor, flood and storm damage reduction,
shore protection, aquatic ecosystem restoration, and re-
lated needs; for surveys and detailed studies, and plans
and specifications of proposed river and harbor, flood and
storm damage reduction, shore protection, and aquatic
ecosystem restoration projects, and related efforts prior to
construction; for restudy of authorized projects; and for
miscellaneous investigations, and, when authorized by law,

surveys and detailed studies, and plans and specifications
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of projects prior to construction, $109,000,000, to remain
available until expended.
CONSTRUCTION

For expenses necessary for the construction of river
and harbor, flood and storm damage reduction, shore pro-
tection, aquatic ecosystem restoration, and related
projects authorized by law; for conducting detailed studies,
and plans and specifications, of such projects (including
those involving participation by States, local governments,
or private groups) authorized or made eligible for selection
by law (but such detailed studies, and plans and specifica-
tions, shall not constitute a commitment of the Govern-
ment to construction); $1,641,000,000, to remain avail-
able until expended; of which such sums as are necessary
to cover the Federal share of construction costs for facili-
ties under the Dredged Material Disposal Facilities pro-
oram shall be derived from the Harbor Maintenance Trust
Fund as authorized by Public Law 104-303; and of which
such sums as are necessary to cover one-half of the costs
of construction, replacement, rehabilitation, and expansion
of inland waterways projects shall be derived from the In-
land Waterways Trust Fund, except as otherwise specifi-

cally provided for in law.
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MISSISSIPPT RIVER AND TRIBUTARIES

For expenses necessary for flood damage reduction
projects and related efforts in the Mississippi River allu-
vial valley below Cape Girardeau, Missouri, as authorized
by law, $330,000,000, to remain available until expended,
of which such sums as are necessary to cover the Federal
share of eligible operation and maintenance costs for in-
land harbors shall be derived from the Harbor Mainte-
nance Trust Fund.

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE

For expenses necessary for the operation, mainte-
nance, and care of existing river and harbor, flood and
storm damage reduction, aquatic ecosystem restoration,
and related projects authorized by law; providing security
for infrastructure owned or operated by the Corps, includ-
ing administrative buildings and laboratories; maintaining
harbor channels provided by a State, municipality, or
other public agency that serve essential navigation needs
of general commerce, where authorized by law; surveying
and charting northern and northwestern lakes and con-
necting waters; clearing and straightening channels; and
removing obstructions to navigation, $2,909,000,000, to
remain available until expended, of which such sums as
are necessary to cover the Federal share of eligible oper-

ation and maintenance costs for coastal harbors and chan-
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nels, and for inland harbors shall be derived from the Har-
bor Maintenance Trust Fund; of which such sums as be-
come available from the special account for the Corps of
Engineers established by the Land and Water Conserva-
tion Fund Act of 1965 shall be derived from that account
for resource protection, research, interpretation, and
maintenance activities related to resource protection in the
areas at which outdoor recreation is available; and of
which such sums as become available from fees collected
under section 217 of Public Liaw 104-303 shall be used
to cover the cost of operation and maintenance of the
dredged material disposal facilities for which such fees
have been collected: Provided, That 1 percent of the total
amount of funds provided for each of the programs,
projects, or activities funded under this heading shall not
be allocated to a field operating activity prior to the begin-
ning of the fourth quarter of the fiscal year and shall be
available for use by the Chief of Engineers to fund such
emergency activities as the Chief of Engineers determines
to be necessary and appropriate, and that the Chief of En-
eineers shall allocate during the fourth quarter any re-
maining funds which have not been used for emergency
activities proportionally in accordance with the amounts

provided for the programs, projects, or activities.
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REGULATORY PROGRAM

For expenses necessary for administration of laws
pertaining to regulation of navigable waters and wetlands,
$200,000,000, to remain available until September 30,
2017.
FORMERLY UTILIZED SITES REMEDIAL ACTION PROGRAM

For expenses necessary to clean up contamination
from sites in the United States resulting from work per-
formed as part of the Nation’s early atomic energy pro-
oram, $101,500,000, to remain available until expended.

FLOOD CONTROL AND COASTAL: EMERGENCIES

For expenses necessary to prepare for flood, hurri-
cane, and other natural disasters and support emergency
operations, repairs, and other activities in response to
such disasters as authorized by law, $28,000,000, to re-
main available until expended.

EXPENSES

For expenses necessary for the supervision and gen-
eral administration of the civil works program in the head-
quarters of the Corps of Engineers and the offices of the
Division Engineers; and for costs of management and op-
eration of the Humphreys Engineer Center Support Activ-
ity, the Institute for Water Resources, the United States
Army Engineer Research and Development Center, and

the United States Army Corps of Engineers Finance Cen-
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ter allocable to the civil works program, $178,000,000, to
remain available until September 30, 2017, of which not
to exceed $5,000 may be used for official reception and
representation purposes and only during the current fiscal
yvear: Provided, That no part of any other appropriation
provided in this title shall be available to fund the civil
works activities of the Office of the Chief of Engineers
or the civil works executive direction and management ac-
tivities of the division offices: Provided further, That any
Flood Control and Coastal Emergencies appropriation
may be used to fund the supervision and general adminis-
tration of emergency operations, repairs, and other activi-
ties in response to any flood, hurricane, or other natural
disaster.
OFFICE OF THE ASSISTANT SECRETARY OF THE ARMY
FOR CIVIL WORKS

For the Office of the Assistant Secretary of the Army
for Civil Works as authorized by 10 U.S.C. 3016(b)(3),
$3,000,000, to remain available until September 30, 2017.

GENERAL PROVISIONS—CORPS OF
ENGINEERS—CIVIL
(INCLUDING TRANSFER AND RESCISSION OF FUNDS)

SEC. 101. (a) None of the funds provided in title 1

of this Act, or provided by previous appropriations Acts

to the agencies or entities funded in title I of this Act
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(1) creates or initiates a new program, project,
or activity;

(2) eliminates a program, project, or activity;

(3) increases funds or personnel for any pro-
oram, project, or activity for which funds have been
denied or restricted by this Act, unless prior ap-
proval is received from the House and Senate Com-
mittees on Appropriations;

(4) proposes to use funds directed for a specific
activity for a different purpose, unless prior approval
is received from the House and Senate Committees
on Appropriations;

(5) augments or reduces existing programs,
projects or activities in excess of the amounts con-
tained in subsections 6 through 10, unless prior ap-
proval is received from the House and Senate Com-
mittees on Appropriations;

(6) INVESTIGATIONS.—For a base level over
$100,000, reprogramming of 25 percent of the base
amount up to a limit of $150,000 per project, study
or activity is allowed: Provided, That for a base level

less than $100,000, the reprogramming limit is
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$25,000: Provided further, That up to $25,000 may
be reprogrammed into any continuing study or activ-
ity that did not receive an appropriation for existing
obligations and concomitant administrative expenses;

(7) CONSTRUCTION.—For a base level over
$2,000,000, reprogramming of 15 percent of the
base amount up to a limit of $3,000,000 per project,
study or activity is allowed: Provided, That for a
base level less than $2,000,000, the reprogramming
limit is $300,000: Provided further, That up to
$3,000,000 may be reprogrammed for settled con-
tractor claims, changed conditions, or real estate de-
ficiency judgments: Provided further, That up to
$300,000 may be reprogrammed into any continuing
study or activity that did not receive an appropria-
tion for existing obligations and concomitant admin-
istrative expenses;

(8) OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE.—Unlim-
ited reprogramming authority is granted in order for
the Corps to be able to respond to emergencies: Pro-
vided, That the Chief of Engineers must notify the
House and Senate Committees on Appropriations of
these emergency actions as soon thereafter as prac-
ticable: Provided further, That for a base level over

$1,000,000, reprogramming of 15 percent of the
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base amount a limit of $5,000,000 per project, study
or activity is allowed: Provided further, That for a
base level less than $1,000,000, the reprogramming
limit is $150,000: Provided further, That $150,000
may be reprogrammed into any continuing study or
activity that did not receive an appropriation;

(9) MISSISSIPPI RIVER AND TRIBUTARIES.—
The same reprogramming guidelines for the Inves-
tigations, Construction, and Operation and Mainte-
nance portions of the Mississippi River and Tribu-
taries Account as listed above; and

(10) FORMERLY UTILIZED SITES REMEDIAL AC-
TION PROGRAM.—Reprogramming of up to 15 per-
cent of the base of the receiving project is permitted.

(b) DE MINIMUS REPROGRAMMINGS.—In no case

should a reprogramming for less than $50,000 be sub-
mitted to the House and Senate Committees on Appro-
priations.

(¢) CONTINUING AUTHORITIES PROGRAM.—Sub-
section (a)(1) shall not apply to any project or activity
funded under the continuing authorities program.

(d) Not later than 60 days after the date of enact-
ment of this Act, the Corps of Engineers shall submit a
report to the House and Senate Committees on Appropria-

tions to establish the baseline for application of re-
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programming and transfer authorities for the current fis-
cal year: Provided, That the report shall include:

(1) A table for each appropriation with a sepa-
rate column to display the President’s budget re-
quest, adjustments made by Congress, adjustments
due to enacted rescissions, if applicable, and the fis-
cal year enacted level;

(2) A delineation in the table for each appro-
priation both by object class and program, project
and activity as detailed in the budget appendix for
the respective appropriations; and

(3) An identification of items of special congres-
sional interest.

SEC. 102. (a) Of the funds made available in prior
appropriations Acts for water resources efforts under the
headings “Corps of Engineers-Civil, Department of the
Army, Construction” that remain unobligated as of the
date of enactment of this Act, including amounts specified
in law for particular projects, programs, or activities,
$128,000,000 is rescinded.

(b) None of the funds under subsection (a) may be
rescinded from amounts that the Congress designated as
an emergency requirement pursuant to the Concurrent
Resolution on the Budget or the Balanced Budget and

Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985, as amended.
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SEC. 103. The Secretary of the Army may transfer
to the Fish and Wildlife Service, and the Fish and Wildlife
Service may accept and expend, up to $4,700,000 of funds
provided in this title under the heading “Operation and
Maintenance” to mitigate for fisheries lost due to Corps
of EKngineers projects.

SEC. 104. None of the funds made available in this
or any other Act making appropriations for Energy and
Water Development for any fiscal year may be used by
the Corps of Engineers during the fiscal year ending Sep-
tember 30, 2016, to develop, adopt, implement, admin-
ister, or enforce any change to the regulations in effect
on October 1, 2012, pertaining to the definitions of the
terms “fill material” or “‘discharge of fill material” for the
purposes of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33
U.S.C. 1251 et seq.).

PROJECT DEAUTHORIZATION

SEC. 105. (a) Not later than 180 days after the date
of enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall execute a
transfer agreement with the South Florida Water Manage-
ment District for the project identified as the “Ten Mile
Creek Water Preserve Area Critical Restoration Project”,

(¢) Upon execution of the transfer agreement under
subsection (a), the Ten Mile Creek Water Preserve Area
Critical Restoration Project shall no longer be authorized
as a Federal project.

For an additional amount for atomic energy defense
environmental cleanup activities for Department of En-
ergy contributions for uranium enrichment decontamina-
tion and decommissioning activities, $614,000,000, to be
deposited into the Defense Environmental Cleanup ac-
count which shall be transferred to the “Uranium Enrich-
ment Decontamination and Decommissioning Fund”.

OTHER DEFENSE ACTIVITIES

For Department of Emnergy expenses, including the
purchase, construction, and acquisition of plant and cap-
ital equipment and other expenses, necessary for atomic
energy defense, other defense activities, and classified ac-
tivities, in carrying out the purposes of the Department
of Energy Organization Act (42 U.S.C. 7101 et seq.), in-

Southwestern Power Administration, $47,361,000, to re-
main available until expended: Provided, That, notwith-
standing 31 U.S.C. 3302 and section 5 of the Flood Con-
trol Act of 1944 (16 U.S.C. 825s), up to $35,961,000 col-
lected by the Southwestern Power Administration from
the sale of power and related services shall be credited to
this account as discretionary offsetting collections, to re-
main available until expended, for the sole purpose of
funding the annual expenses of the Southwestern Power
Administration: Provided further, That the sum herein ap-
propriated for annual expenses shall be reduced as collec-
tions are received during the fiscal year so as to result
in a final fiscal year 2016 appropriation estimated at not
more than $11,400,000: Provided further, That, notwith-

FALCON AND AMISTAD OPERATING AND MAINTENANCE

For operations, maintenance, and emergency costs
for the hydroelectric facilities at the Falcon and Amistad
Dams, $4,490,000, to remain available until expended,
and to be derived from the Falcon and Amistad Operating
and Maintenance Fund of the Western Area Power Ad-
ministration, as provided in section 2 of the Act of June
18, 1954 (68 Stat. 255): Provided, That, notwithstanding
the provisions of that Act and of 31 U.S.C. 3302, up to
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$4,262,000 collected by the Western Area Power Adminis-

tration from the sale of power and related services from
the Falcon and Amistad Dams shall be credited to this
account as discretionary offsetting collections, to remain
available until expended for the sole purpose of funding

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GENERAL PROVISIONS—DEPARTMENT OF

ENERGY
(INCLUDING TRANSFER AND RESCISSIONS OF FUNDS)

SEC. 301. (a) No appropriation, funds, or authority
made available by this title for the Department of Energy
shall be used to initiate or resume any program, project,
or activity or to prepare or initiate Requests For Proposals
or similar arrangements (including Requests for
Quotations, Requests for Information, and Funding Op-
portunity Announcements) for a program, project, or ac-
tivity if the program, project, or activity has not been
funded by Congress.

(b)(1) Unless the Secretary of Energy notifies the
Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress
at least 3 full business days in advance, none of the funds
made available in this title may be used to—

(A) make a grant allocation or discretionary
orant award totaling $1,000,000 or more;
(B) make a discretionary contract award or

Other Transaction Agreement totaling $1,000,000

or more, including a contract covered by the Federal

Acquisition Regulation;

(C) 1ssue a letter of intent to make an alloca-
tion, award, or Agreement in excess of the limits in

subparagraph (A) or (B); or
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(D) announce publicly the intention to make an

allocation, award, or Agreement in excess of the lim-

its in subparagraph (A) or (B).

(2) The Secretary of Energy shall submit to the Com-
mittees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress
within 15 days of the conclusion of each quarter a report
detailing each grant allocation or discretionary grant
award totaling less than $1,000,000 provided during the
previous quarter.

(3) The notification required by paragraph (1) and
the report required by paragraph (2) shall include the re-
cipient of the award, the amount of the award, the fiscal
year for which the funds for the award were appropriated,
the account and program, project, or activity from which
the funds are being drawn, the title of the award, and
a brief description of the activity for which the award is
made.

(¢) The Department of Energy may not, with respect
to any program, project, or activity that uses budget au-
thority made available in this title under the heading “De-
partment of Energy—Enerey Programs’”, enter into a
multiyear contract, award a multiyear grant, or enter into

a multiyear cooperative agreement unless—
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(1) the contract, grant, or cooperative agree-
ment is funded for the full period of performance as
anticipated at the time of award; or

(2) the contract, grant, or cooperative agree-
ment includes a clause conditioning the Federal Gov-
ernment’s obligation on the availability of future
year budget authority and the Secretary notifies the

Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of

Congress at least 3 days in advance.

(d) Except as provided in subsections (e), (f), and (g),
the amounts made available by this title shall be expended
as authorized by law for the programs, projects, and ac-
tivities specified in the “Bill”” column in the “‘Department
of Energy”” table included under the heading “Title I11—
Department of Energy” in the report of the Committee
on Appropriations accompanying this Act.

(e) The amounts made available by this title may be
reprogrammed for any program, project, or activity, and
the Department shall notify the Committees on Appropria-
tions of both Houses of Congress at least 30 days prior
to the use of any proposed reprogramming that would
cause any program, project, or activity funding level to
increase or decrease by more than $5,000,000 or 10 per-
cent, whichever is less, during the time period covered by

this Act.
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(f) None of the funds provided in this title shall be

available for obligation or expenditure through a re-
programming of funds that—

(1) creates, initiates, or eliminates a program,
project, or activity;

(2) increases funds or personnel for any pro-
oram, project, or activity for which funds are denied
or restricted by this Act; or

(3) reduces funds that are directed to be used
for a specific program, project, or activity by this
Act.

(2)(1) The Secretary of Energy may waive any re-
quirement or restriction in this section that applies to the
use of funds made available for the Department of Energy
if compliance with such requirement or restriction would
pose a substantial risk to human health, the environment,
welfare, or national security.

(2) The Secretary of Energy shall notify the Commit-
tees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress of any
waiver under paragraph (1) as soon as practicable, but
not later than 3 days after the date of the activity to which
a requirement or restriction would otherwise have applied.
Such notice shall include an explanation of the substantial

risk under paragraph (1) that permitted such waiver.
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SEC. 302. The unexpended balances of prior appro-
priations provided for activities in this Act may be avail-
able to the same appropriation accounts for such activities
established pursuant to this title. Available balances may
be merged with funds in the applicable established ac-
counts and thereafter may be accounted for as one fund
for the same time period as originally enacted.

SEC. 303. Funds appropriated by this or any other
Act, or made available by the transfer of funds in this
Act, for intelligence activities are deemed to be specifically
authorized by the Congress for purposes of section 504
of the National Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 414) dur-
ing fiscal year 2016 until the enactment of the Intelligence
Authorization Act for fiscal year 2016.

SEC. 304. None of the funds made available in this
title shall be used for the construction of facilities classi-
fied as high-hazard nuclear facilities under 10 CKFR Part
830 unless independent oversight is conducted by the Of-
fice of Independent Enterprise Assessments to ensure the
project is in compliance with nuclear safety requirements.

SEC. 305. None of the funds made available in this
title may be used to approve critical decision-2 or critical
decision-3 under Department of Energy Order 413.3B, or
any successive departmental guidance, for construction

projects  where the total project cost exceeds
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1 $100,000,000, until a separate independent cost estimate

2 has been developed for the project for that critical deci-

3 sion.

SEC. 306. (a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section:

(1) AFFECTED INDIAN TRIBE.—The term ‘‘af-
fected Indian tribe” has the meaning given the term

U.S.C. 10101).

(b) PiLoT PROGRAM.—Notwithstanding any provi-

sion of the Nuclear Waste Policy Act of 1982 (42 U.S.C.

25 10101 et seq.), the Secretary is authorized, in the current
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fiscal year and subsequent fiscal years, to conduct a pilot
program, through 1 or more private sector partners, to
license, construct, and operate 1 or more government or
privately owned consolidated storage facilities to provide
interim storage as needed for spent nuclear fuel and high-
level radioactive waste, with priority for storage given to
spent nuclear fuel located on sites without an operating
nuclear reactor.

(¢) REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS.—Not later than 120

days after the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary
shall issue a request for proposals for cooperative agree-
ments—

(1) to obtain any license necessary from the
Nuclear Regulatory Commission for the construction
of 1 or more consolidated storage facilities;

(2) to demonstrate the safe transportation of
spent nuclear fuel and high-level radioactive waste,
as applicable; and

(3) to demonstrate the safe storage of spent nu-
clear fuel and high-level radioactive waste, as appli-
cable, at the 1 or more consolidated storage facilities
pending the construction and operation of deep geo-
logic disposal capacity for the permanent disposal of

the spent nuclear fuel.

(d) CONSENT-BASED APPROVAL.—Prior to siting a
consolidated storage facility pursuant to this section, the
Secretary shall enter into an agreement to host the facility
with—

(1) the Governor of the State;

(2) each unit of local government within the ju-
risdiction of which the facility is proposed to be lo-
cated; and

(3) each affected Indian tribe.

(e) APPLICABILITY.—In executing this section, the
Secretary shall comply with—

(1) all licensing requirements and regulations of
the Nuclear Regulatory Commission; and

(2) all other applicable laws (including regula-
tions).

(f) PiLOT PROGRAM PLAN.—Not later than 120 days
after the date on which the Secretary issues the request
for proposals under subsection (c¢), the Secretary shall sub-

(1) an estimate of the cost of licensing, con-
structing, and operating a consolidated storage facil-

TECHNICAL CORRECTION

SEC. 311. (a) CONTRACTS FOR STORAGE.—Notwith-
standing any other provision of law and subject to the
availability of appropriations, the Secretary is authorized,
in this year and each subsequent fiscal year, to enter into
contracts to store spent nuclear fuel and high-level radio-
active waste, as applicable, to which the Secretary holds
the title or has a contract to accept title, at any facility
licensed by the Nuclear Regulatory Commission for such
storage.

(b) TRANSFER OF TITLE.—Delivery, and acceptance
by the Secretary, of any spent nuclear fuel or high-level
radioactive waste for storage under this section shall con-
stitute a transfer of title to the Secretary of such spent

fuel or waste.
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(¢) CONTRACT MODIFICATION.—The Secretary is au-
thorized to enter into new contracts or modify existing
contracts with any person who generates or holds title to
high-level radioactive waste or spent nuclear fuel, of do-
mestic origin for the acceptance of title, subsequent trans-
portation, and storage of such high-level radioactive waste
or spent nuclear fuel at a facility described under sub-
section (a).

SEC. 312. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, the provisions of 40 U.S.C. 11319 shall not apply
to funds appropriated in this title to Federally Funded
Research and Development Centers sponsored by the De-
partment of Energy.

For expenses necessary for the Delta Regional Au-
thority and to carry out its activities, as authorized by
the Delta Regional Authority Act of 2000, notwith-
standing sections 382C(b)(2), 382K (d), 382M, and 382N
of said Act, $25,000,000, to remain available until ex-
pended.

DENALI COMMISSION

For expenses necessary for the Denali Commission
including the purchase, construction, and acquisition of
plant and capital equipment as necessary and other ex-
penses, $11,000,000, to remain available until expended,
notwithstanding the limitations contained in section

which, notwithstanding section 201(a)(2)(c) of the Energy
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Reorganization Act of 1974 (42 U.S.C. 5841(a)(2)(c)),

shall be retained and be available until September 30,
2017, for necessary salaries and expenses in this account,
notwithstanding section 3302 of title 31, United States
Code: Provided further, That the sum herein appropriated
shall be reduced by the amount of revenues received dur-

ing fiscal year 2016 so as to result in a final fiscal year
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2016 appropriation estimated at mnot more than
$2,076,000: Provided further, That, of the amounts appro-
priated under this heading, $958,000 shall be for Inspec-
tor General services for the Defense Nuclear Facilities
Safety Board, which shall not be available from fee reve-
nues.

SEC. 401. (a) The amounts made available by this
title for the Nuclear Regulatory Commission may be re-
programmed for any program, project, or activity, and the
Commission shall notify the Committees on Appropria-
tions of both Houses of Congress at least 30 days prior
to the use of any proposed reprogramming that would
cause any program funding level to increase or decrease
by more than $500,000 or 10 percent, whichever is less,

during the time period covered by this Act.
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(b)(1) The Nuclear Regulatory Commission may
waive the notification requirement in (a) if compliance
with such requirement would pose a substantial risk to
human health, the environment, welfare, or national secu-
rity.

(2) The Nuclear Regulatory Commission shall notify
the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Con-
eress of any waiver under paragraph (1) as soon as prac-
ticable, but not later than 3 days after the date of the
activity to which a requirement or restriction would other-
wise have applied. Such notice shall include an explanation
of the substantial risk under paragraph (1) that permitted
such waiver and shall provide a detailed report to the
Committees of such waiver and changes to funding levels
to programs, projects, or activities.

(¢) None of the funds provided for the Nuclear Regu-
latory Commission shall be available for obligation or ex-
penditure through a reprogramming of funds that in-
creases funds or personnel for any program, project, or
activity for which funds are denied or restricted by this
Act.

(d) The Commission shall provide a monthly report
to the Committees on Appropriations of both IHouses of

Congress, which includes the following for each program,
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project, or activity, including any prior year appropria-
tions—
(1) total budget authority;
(2) total unobligated balances; and
(3) total unliquidated obligations.

SEC. 402. The Nuclear Regulatory Commission shall
comply with the July 5, 2011, version of Chapter VI of
its Internal Commission Procedures when responding to
Congressional requests for information.

SEC. 403. Public Law 105-277, division A, section
101(g) (title III, section 329(a), (b)) is amended by insert-
ing, in subsection (b), after “State law’”” and before the
period the following: “or for the construction and repair
of barge mooring points and barge landing sites to facili-
tate pumping fuel from fuel transport barges into bulk
fuel storage tanks.”.

TITLE V
GENERAL PROVISIONS

SEC. 501. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
may be used in any way, directly or indirectly, to influence
congressional action on any legislation or appropriation
matters pending before Congress, other than to commu-
nicate to Members of Congress as described in 18 U.S.C.

(b) None of the funds made available for any depart-
ment, agency, or instrumentality of the United States
Government may be transferred to accounts funded in title
IIT of this Act, except pursuant to a transfer made by or
transfer authority provided in this Act or any other appro-
priations Act for any fiscal year, transfer authority ref-
erenced in the report of the Committee on Appropriations
accompanying this Act, or any authority whereby a de-
partment, agency, or instrumentality of the United States
Government may provide goods or services to another de-
partment, agency, or instrumentality.

(¢) The head of any relevant department or agency
funded in this Act utilizing any transfer authority shall

submit to the Committees on Appropriations of both
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Houses of Congress a semiannual report detailing the
transfer authorities, except for any authority whereby a
department, agency, or instrumentality of the United
States Government may provide goods or services to an-
other department, agency, or instrumentality, used in the
previous 6 months and in the year-to-date. This report
shall include the amounts transferred and the purposes
for which they were transferred, and shall not replace or
modify existing notification requirements for each author-
ity.

vided further, That, notwithstanding any other provision

of law, for the current fiscal year and each fiscal year
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hereafter, mobile explosives detection systems purchased
and deployed using funds made available under this head-
ing may be moved and redeployed to meet evolving pas-
senger and bageage screening security priorities at air-
ports: Provided further, That none of the funds made
available in this Act may be used for any recruiting or

For necessary expenses for the operation and mainte-
nance of the Coast Guard, not otherwise provided for; pur-
chase or lease of not to exceed 25 passenger motor vehi-

cles, which shall be for replacement only; purchase or lease
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of small boats for contingent and emergent requirements
(at a unit cost of no more than $700,000) and repairs
and service-life replacements, not to exceed a total of
$31,000,000; purchase or lease of boats necessary for
overseas deployments and activities; purchase or lease of
other equipment (at a wunit cost of no more than
$250,000); minor shore construction projects not exceed-
ing $1,000,000 in total cost on any location; payments
pursuant to section 156 of Public Law 97-377 (42 U.S.C.
402 note; 96 Stat. 1920); and recreation and welfare;
$6,996,365,000, of which $500,002,000 shall be for de-
fense-related activities, of which $160,002,000 is des-
ignated by the Congress for Overseas Contingency Oper-
ations/Global War on Terrorism pursuant to section
251(b)(2)(A) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency
Deficit Control Act of 1985 and shall be available only
if the President subsequently so designates all such
amounts and transmits such designations to the Congress;

(D) aligns the acquisition of each asset to
mission requirements by defining existing capa-
bilities of comparable legacy assets, identifying
known capability gaps between such existing ca-
pabilities and stated mission requirements, and
explaining how the acquisition of each asset will
address such known capability gaps;

(E) defines life-cycle costs for each asset

and the date of the estimate on which such
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costs are based, including all associated costs of
major acquisitions systems infrastructure and
transition to operations, delineated by purpose
and fiscal year for the projected service life of
the asset;

(F) includes the earned value management
system summary schedule performance index
and cost performance index for each asset, if
applicable; and

(G) includes a phase-out and decommis-
sioning schedule delineated by fiscal year for
each existing legacy asset that each asset 1s in-
tended to replace or recapitalize:

Provided further, That the Commandant of the Coast
Guard shall ensure that amounts specified in the future-
years capital investment plan are consistent, to the max-
imum extent practicable, with proposed appropriations
necessary to support the programs, projects, and activities
of the Coast Guard in the President’s budget proposal for
fiscal year 2017, submitted pursuant to section 1105(a)
of title 31, United States Code: Provided further, That any
inconsistencies between the capital investment plan and
proposed appropriations shall be identified and justified:

For necessary expenses of the United States Fire Ad-
ministration and for other purposes, as authorized by the
Federal Fire Prevention and Control Act of 1974 (15
U.S.C. 2201 et seq.) and the Homeland Security Act of
2002 (6 U.S.C. 101 et seq.), $44,000,000.

DISASTER RELIEF FUND
(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

For necessary expenses in carrying out the Robert
T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act
(42 U.S.C. 5121 et seq.), $7,374,693,000, to remain avail-
able until expended, of which $24,000,000 shall be trans-
ferred to the Department of Homeland Security Office of
Inspector General for audits and investigations related to
disasters: Provided, That the Administrator of the Federal

Emergency Management Agency shall submit an expendi-
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ture plan to the Committees on Appropriations of the Sen-
ate and the House of Representatives detailing the use of
the funds made available in this or any other Act for dis-
aster readiness and support not later than 60 days after
the date of enactment of this Act: Provided further, That
the Administrator of the Federal Emergency Management
Agency shall submit to such Committees a semiannual re-
port detailing obligations against the expenditure plan and
a Jjustification for any changes from the initial plan: Pro-
vided further, That the Administrator of the Kederal
Emergency Management Agency shall submit to the Com-
mittees on Appropriations of the Senate and the House
of Representatives the following reports, including a spe-
cifie description of the methodology and the source data

used in developing such reports—
(1) an estimate of the following amounts shall
be submitted for the budget year at the time that
the President’s budget proposal for fiscal year 2017
18 submitted pursuant to section 1105(a) of title 31,

United States Code—

(A) the unobligated balance of funds to be
carried over from the prior fiscal year to the

budget year;
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(B) the unobligated balance of funds to be
carried over from the budget year to the budget
year plus 1;

(C) the amount of obligations for non-cata-
strophic events for the budget year;

(D) the amount of oblications for the
budget year for catastrophic events delineated
by event and by State;

(E) the total amount that has been pre-
viously obligated or will be required for cata-
strophic events delineated by event and by State
for all prior years, the current year, the budget
yvear, the budget year plus 1, the budget year
plus 2, and the budget year plus 3 and beyond;

(F) the amount of previously obligated
funds that will be recovered for the budget
year;

(i) the obligations for catastrophic
events delineated by event and by State;
and

(iv) the amount of previously obli-

(C) a summary of allocations, obligations,
and expenditures for catastrophic events delin-
eated by event;

(D) in addition, for a disaster declaration
related to Hurricane Sandy, the cost of the fol-
lowing categories of spending: public assistance,
individual assistance, mitigation, administrative,
operations, and any other relevant category (in-
cluding emergency measures and disaster re-
sources); and

(E) the date on which funds appropriated
will be exhausted:

22 Provided further, That the Administrator shall publish on

United States Citizenship and Immigration Services may
authorize employees who are assigned to those areas to
use such vehicles to travel between the employees’ resi-

SALARIES AND EXPENSES

For necessary expenses of the Federal Llaw Enforce-
ment Training Center, including materials and support
costs of Federal law enforcement basic training; the pur-
chase of not to exceed 117 vehicles for police-type use and
hire of passenger motor vehicles; expenses for student ath-
letic and related activities; the conduct of and participa-
tion in firearms matches and presentation of awards; pub-
lic awareness and enhancement of community support of
law enforcement training; room and board for student in-
terns; a flat monthly reimbursement to employees author-
ized to use personal mobile phones for official duties; and
services as authorized by section 3109 of title 5, United
States Code; $219,443,000; of which up to $59,908,000
shall remain available until September 30, 2017, for mate-
rials and support costs of Federal law enforcement basic
training; of which $300,000 shall remain available until
expended to be distributed to Federal law enforcement
agencies for expenses incurred participating in training ac-
creditation; and of which not to exceed $7,180 shall be
for official reception and representation expenses: Pro-
vided, That the Center is authorized to obligate funds in
anticipation of reimbursements from agencies receiving

training sponsored by the Center, except that total obliga-
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tions at the end of the fiscal year shall not exceed total
budgetary resources available at the end of the fiscal year:
Provided  further, That section 1202(a) of Public Law
107-206 (42 U.S.C. 3771 note), as amended under this
heading in division I' of Public Law 113-76, is further
amended by striking “‘December 31, 2017”7 and inserting
“December 31, 2018": Provided further, That the Director
of the Federal Law Enforcement Training Center shall
schedule basic or advanced law enforcement training, or
both, at all four training facilities under the control of the
Federal Law Enforcement Training Center to ensure that
such training facilities are operated at the highest capacity
throughout the fiscal year: Provided further, That the Fed-
eral Llaw Enforcement Training Accreditation Board, in-
cluding representatives from the Federal law enforcement
community and non-Federal accreditation experts involved
in law enforcement training, shall lead the Federal law
enforcement training accreditation process to continue the
implementation of measuring and assessing the quality
and effectiveness of Federal law enforcement training pro-
orams, facilities, and instructors.
ACQUISITIONS, CONSTRUCTION, IMPROVEMENTS, AND
RELATED EXPENSES
For acquisition of necessary additional real property

and facilities, construction, and ongoing maintenance, fa-
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cility improvements, and related expenses of the Kederal
Law Enforcement Training Center, $26,453,000, to re-
main available until September 30, 2020: Provided, That
the Center is authorized to accept reimbursement to this
appropriation from government agencies requesting the
construction of special use facilities.
SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY
MANAGEMENT AND ADMINISTRATION

For salaries and expenses of the Office of the Under
Secretary for Science and Technology and for manage-
ment and administration of programs and activities, as
authorized by title III of the Homeland Security Act of
2002 (6 U.S.C. 181 et seq.), $130,431,000: Provided,
That not to exceed $7,650 shall be for official reception
and representation expenses.

RESEARCII, DEVELOPMENT, ACQUISITION, AND

OPERATIONS

For necessary expenses for science and technology re-
search, including advanced research projects, development,
test and evaluation, acquisition, and operations as author-
ized by title IIT of the Homeland Security Act of 2002
(6 U.S.C. 181 et seq.), and the purchase or lease of not
to exceed 5 vehicles, $634,435,000 shall remain available

until September 30, 2018.
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DomESTIC NUCLEAR DETECTION OFFICE
MANAGEMENT AND ADMINISTRATION

For salaries and expenses of the Domestic Nuclear
Detection Office, as authorized by title XIX of the Home-
land Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 591 et seq.), for man-
agement and administration of programs and activities,
$37,518,000: Provided, That not to exceed $2,250 shall
be for official reception and representation expenses.

RESEARCIH, DEVELOPMENT, AND OPERATIONS

For necessary expenses for radiological and nuclear
research, development, testing, evaluation, and operations,
$196,000,000, to remain available until September 30,
2018.

SYSTEMS ACQUISITION

For necessary expenses for the Domestic Nuclear De-
tection Office acquisition and deployment of radiological
detection systems in accordance with the global nuclear
detection architecture, $86,745,000, to remain available
until September 30, 2018.

TITLE V
GENERAL PROVISIONS
(INCLUDING RESCISSIONS OF FUNDS)

SEC. 501. No part of any appropriation contained in

this Act shall remain available for obligation beyond the

current fiscal year unless expressly so provided herein.
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SEC. 502. Subject to the requirements of section 503
of this Act, the unexpended balances of prior appropria-
tions provided for activities in this Act may be transferred
to appropriation accounts for such activities established
pursuant to this Act, may be merged with funds in the
applicable established accounts, and thereafter may be ac-
counted for as one fund for the same time period as origi-
nally enacted.

SEC. 503. (a) None of the funds provided by this Act,
provided by previous appropriations Acts to the agencies
in or transferred to the Department of Homeland Security
that remain available for obligation or expenditure in fiscal
year 2016, or provided from any accounts in the Treasury
of the United States derived by the collection of fees avail-
able to the agencies funded by this Act, shall be available
for obligation or expenditure through a reprogramming of
funds that—

(1) creates a new program, project, or activity;

(2) eliminates a program, project, office, or ac-
tivity;

(3) increases funds for any program, project, or
activity for which funds have been denied or re-
stricted by the Congress;

(4) proposes to use funds directed for a specific

activity by either of the Committees on Appropria-
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tions of the Senate or the House of Representatives
for a different purpose; or

(5) contracts out any function or activity for
which funding levels were requested for Federal full-
time equivalents in the object classification tables
contained in the fiscal year 2016 Budget Appendix
for the Department of Homeland Security, as modi-
fied by the report accompanying this Act, unless the
Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and the
House of Representatives are notified 15 days in ad-
vance of such reprogramming of funds.

(b) None of the funds provided by this Act, provided

by previous appropriations Acts to the agencies in or
transferred to the Department of Homeland Security that
remain available for obligation or expenditure in fiscal
year 2016, or provided from any accounts in the Treasury
of the United States derived by the collection of fees or
proceeds available to the agencies funded by this Act, shall
be available for obligation or expenditure for programs,
projects, or activities through a reprogramming of funds
in excess of $5,000,000 or 10 percent, whichever is less,

that—

(1) augments existing programs, projects, or ac-

tivities;
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(2) reduces by 10 percent funding for any exist-
ing program, project, or activity;
(3) reduces by 10 percent the numbers of per-
sonnel approved by the Congress; or
(4) results from any general savings from a re-
duction in personnel that would result in a change

In existing programs, projects, or activities as ap-

proved by the Congress, unless the Committees on

Appropriations of the Senate and the House of Rep-

resentatives are notified 15 days in advance of such

reprogramming of funds.

(¢) Not to exceed 5 percent of any appropriation
made available for the current fiscal year for the Depart-
ment of Homeland Security by this Act or provided by
previous appropriations Acts may be transferred between
such appropriations, but no such appropriation, except as
otherwise specifically provided, shall be increased by more
than 10 percent by such transfers: Provided, That any
transfer under this section shall be treated as a re-
programming of funds under subsection (b) and shall not
be available for obligation unless the Committees on Ap-
propriations of the Senate and the House of Representa-
tives are notified 15 days in advance of such transfer.

(d) Notwithstanding subsections (a), (b), and (¢) of

this section, no funds shall be reprogrammed within or
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transferred between appropriations based upon an initial
notification provided after June 30, except in extraor-
dinary circumstances that imminently threaten the safety
of human life or the protection of property.

(e) The notification thresholds and procedures set
forth i this section shall apply to any use of deobligated
balances of funds provided in previous Department of
Homeland Security Appropriations Acts.

SEC. 504. The Department of Homeland Security
Working Capital Fund, established pursuant to section
403 of Public Law 103-356 (31 U.S.C. 501 note), shall
continue operations as a permanent working capital fund
for fiscal year 2016: Provided, That none of the funds ap-
propriated or otherwise made available to the Department
of Homeland Security may be used to make payments to
the Working Capital Fund, except for the activities and
amounts allowed in the President’s fiscal year 2016 budg-
et: Provided further, That funds provided to the Working
Capital Fund shall be available for obligation until ex-
pended to carry out the purposes of the Working Capital
Fund: Provided further, That all departmental components
shall be charged only for direct usage of each Working
Capital Fund service: Provided further, That funds pro-
vided to the Working Capital Fund shall be used only for

purposes consistent with the contributing component: Pro-

vided further, That the Working Capital Fund shall be

paid in advance or reimbursed at rates which will return
the full cost of each service: Provided further, That the
Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and House
of Representatives shall be notified of any activity added
to or removed from the fund: Provided further, That the
Chief Financial Officer of the Department of Homeland
Security shall submit a quarterly execution report with ac-
tivity level detail, not later than 30 days after the end of
each quarter.

SEC. 505. Except as otherwise specifically provided
by law, not to exceed 50 percent of unobligated balances
remaining available at the end of fiscal year 2016, as re-
corded in the financial records at the time of a reprogram-
ming request, but not later than June 30, 2016, from ap-
propriations for salaries and expenses for fiscal year 2016
in this Act shall remain available through September 30,
2017, in the account and for the purposes for which the
appropriations were provided: Provided, That, prior to the
obligation of such funds, a request shall be submitted to
the Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and the
House of Representatives for approval in accordance with
section 503 of this Act.

SEC. 506. Funds made available by this Act for intel-

ligence activities are deemed to be specifically authorized
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by the Congress for purposes of section 504 of the Na-
tional Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 414) during fiscal
year 2016 until the enactment of an Act authorizing intel-

ligence activities for fiscal year 2016.

SEC. 507. (a) Except as provided in subsections (b)

and (¢), none of the funds made available by this Act may

be used to—

(1) make or award a grant allocation, grant,
contract, other transaction agreement, or task or de-
livery order on a Department of Homeland Security
multiple award contract, or to issue a letter of intent
totaling in excess of $1,000,000;

(2) award a task or delivery order requiring an
obligation of funds in an amount greater than
$10,000,000 from multi-year Department of Home-
land Security funds; or

(3) announce publicly the intention to make or
award items under paragraph (1), (2), or (3) includ-
ing a contract covered by the Federal Acquisition
Regulation.

(b) The Secretary of Homeland Security may waive

22 the prohibition under subsection (a) if the Secretary noti-

23 fies the Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and

24 the House of Representatives at least 3 full business days
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in advance of making an award or issuing a letter as de-
seribed in that subsection.

(¢) If the Secretary of Homeland Security determines
that compliance with this section would pose a substantial
risk to human life, health, or safety, an award may be
made without notification, and the Secretary shall notify
the Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and the
House of Representatives not later than 5 full business
days after such an award is made or letter issued.

(d) A notification under this section—

(1) may not involve funds that are not available
for obligation; and

(2) shall include the amount of the award; the
fiscal year for which the funds for the award were
appropriated; the type of contract; and the account
from which the funds are being drawn.

(e) The Administrator of the Federal Emergency
Management Agency shall brief the Committees on Appro-
priations of the Senate and the House of Representatives
5 full business days in advance of announcing publicly the
intention of making an award under “State and Local
Programs”.

SEC. 508. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, no agency shall purchase, construct, or lease any ad-

ditional facilities, except within or contiguous to existing
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locations, to be used for the purpose of conducting Federal
law enforcement training without advance notification to
the Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and the
House of Representatives, except that the Federal Law
Enforcement Training Center is authorized to obtain the
temporary use of additional facilities by lease, contract,
or other agreement for training that cannot be accommo-
dated in existing Center facilities.

SEC. 509. None of the funds appropriated or other-
wise made available by this Act may be used for expenses
for any construction, repair, alteration, or acquisition
project for which a prospectus otherwise required under
chapter 33 of title 40, United States Code, has not been
approved, except that necessary funds may be expended
for each project for required expenses for the development
of a proposed prospectus.

SEC. 510. (a) Sections 520, 522, and 530 of the De-
partment of Homeland Security Appropriations Act, 2008
(division E of Public Law 110-161; 121 Stat. 2073 and
2074) shall apply with respect to funds made available in
this Act in the same manner as such sections applied to
funds made available in that Act.

(b) The third proviso of section 537 of the Depart-

ment of Homeland Security Appropriations Act, 2006 (6
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U.S.C. 114), shall hereafter not apply with respect to

funds made available in this or any other Act.

SEC. 511. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used in contravention of the applicable provi-
sions of the Buy American Act. For purposes of the pre-
ceding sentence, the term “Buy American Act” means
chapter 83 of title 41, United States Code.

SEC. 512. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used to amend the oath of allegiance required
by section 337 of the Immigration and Nationality Act
(8 U.S.C. 1448).

SEC. 513. Not later than 30 days after the last day
of each month, the Chief Financial Officer of the Depart-
ment of Homeland Security shall submit to the Commit-
tees on Appropriations of the Senate and the House of
Representatives a monthly budget and staffing report for
that month that includes total obligations of the Depart-
ment for that month for the fiscal year at the appropria-
tion and program, project, and activity levels, by the
source year of the appropriation: Provided, That total obli-
cations for staffing shall also be provided by subcategory
of on-board and funded full-time equivalent staffing levels,
respectively: Provided further, That the report shall specify
the number of, and total obligations for, contract employ-

ees for each office of the Department.
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SEC. 514. Except as provided in section 44945 of title
49, United States Code, funds appropriated or transferred
to Transportation Security Administration “Aviation Se-
curity”, “Administration”, and ‘“Transportation Security
Support” for fiscal years 2004 and 2005 that are recov-
ered or deobligated shall be available only for the procure-
ment or installation of explosives detection systems, air
cargo, baggage, and checkpoint sereening systems, subject
to notification: Provided, That semiannual reports shall be
submitted to the Committees on Appropriations of the
Senate and the House of Representatives on any funds
that are recovered or deobligated.

SEC. 515. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
may be used to process or approve a competition under
Office of Management and Budget Circular A—76 for serv-
ices provided by employees (including employees serving
on a temporary or term basis) of United States Citizen-
ship and Immigration Services of the Department of
Homeland Security who are known as Immigration Infor-
mation Officers, Immigration Service Analysts, Contact
Representatives, Investigative Assistants, or Immigration
Services Officers.

SEC. 516. Any funds appropriated to “Coast Guard,
Acquisition, Construction, and Improvements” for fiscal

yvears 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005, and 2006 for the 110-—
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123 foot patrol boat conversion that are recovered, col-
lected, or otherwise received as the result of negotiation,
mediation, or litigation, shall be available until expended
for the Fast Response Cutter program.

SEC. 517. The functions of the Federal Liaw Enforce-
ment Training Center instructor staff shall be classified
as inherently governmental for the purpose of the Federal
Activities Inventory Reform Act of 1998 (31 U.S.C. 501
note).

SEC. 518. (a) The Secretary of Homeland Security
shall submit a report not later than October 15, 2016,
to the Inspector General of the Department of Homeland
Security listing all grants and contracts awarded by any
means other than full and open competition during fiscal
year 2016.

(b) The Inspector General shall review the report re-
quired by subsection (a) to assess Departmental compli-
ance with applicable laws and regulations and report the
results of that review to the Committees on Appropriations
of the Senate and the House of Representatives not later
than February 15, 2017.

SEC. 519. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used by United States Citizenship and Immi-
eration Services to grant an immigration benefit unless

the results of backeround checks required by law to be
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completed prior to the granting of the benefit have been
received by United States Citizenship and Immigration
Services, and the results do not preclude the granting of
the benefit.

SEC. 520. Section 831 of the Homeland Security Act
of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 391) is amended—

(1) in subsection (a), by striking “Until Sep-
tember 30, 2015, and inserting “Until September

30, 2016,”; and

(2) in subsection (¢)(1), by striking ““September

30, 2015,” and inserting “September 30, 2016,”.

SEC. 521. The Secretary of Homeland Security shall
require that all contracts of the Department of Homeland
Security that provide award fees link such fees to success-
ful acquisition outcomes (which outcomes shall be speci-
fied in terms of cost, schedule, and performance).

SEC. 522, Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, none of the funds provided in this or any other Act
shall be used to approve a waiver of the navigation and
vessel-inspection laws pursuant to 46 U.S.C. 501(b) for
the transportation of crude oil distributed from the Stra-
tegic Petroleum Reserve until the Secretary of Homeland
Security, after consultation with the Secretaries of the De-
partments of Energy and Transportation and representa-

tives from the United States flag maritime industry, takes
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adequate measures to ensure the use of United States flag
vessels: Provided, That the Secretary shall notify the Com-
mittees on Appropriations of the Senate and the House
of Representatives, the Committee on Commerce, Science,
and Transportation of the Senate, and the Committee on
Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of Rep-
resentatives within 2 business days of any request for
waivers of navigation and vessel-inspection laws pursuant
to 46 U.S.C. 501(b).

SEC. 523. None of the funds made available in this
Act for U.S. Customs and Border Protection may be used
to prevent an individual not in the business of importing
a prescription drug (within the meaning of section 801(g)
of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act) from im-
porting a prescription drug from Canada that complies
with the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act: Provided,
That this section shall apply only to individuals trans-
porting on their person a personal-use quantity of the pre-

seription drug, not to exceed a 90-day supply: Provided

Sfurther, That the prescription drug may not be—

(1) a controlled substance, as defined in section
102 of the Controlled Substances Act (21 U.S.C.
802); or
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(2) a biological product, as defined in section

351 of the Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C.

262).

SEC. 524. None of the funds in this Act shall be used
to reduce the United States Coast Guard’s Operations
Systems Center mission or its government-employed or
contract staff levels.

SEC. 525. The Secretary of Homeland Security, in
consultation with the Secretary of the Treasury, shall no-
tify the Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and
the House of Representatives of any proposed transfers
of funds available under section 9703.1(g2)(4)(B) of title
31, United States Code (as added by Public Law 102—
393) from the Department of the Treasury Forfeiture
Fund to any agency within the Department of Homeland
Security: Provided, That none of the funds identified for
such a transfer may be obligated until the Committees on
Appropriations of the Senate and the House of Represent-
atives approve the proposed transfers.

SEC. 526. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used for planning, testing, piloting, or devel-
oping a national identification card.

SEC. 527. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
may be used to conduct, or to implement the results of,

a competition under Office of Management and Budget
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Circular A-76 for activities performed with respect to the
Coast Guard National Vessel Documentation Center.

SEC. 528. (a) Notwithstanding any other provision
of this Act, except as provided in subsection (b), and 30
days after the date on which the President determines
whether to declare a major disaster because of an event
and any appeal is completed, the Administrator shall pub-
lish on the Web site of the Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency a report regarding that decision that shall
summarize damage assessment information used to deter-
mine whether to declare a major disaster.

(b) The Administrator may redact from a report
under subsection (a) any data that the Administrator de-
termines would compromise national security.

(¢) In this section—

(1) the term ‘“Administrator” means the Ad-
ministrator of the Federal Emergency Management
Agency; and

(2) the term “major disaster” has the meaning
oiven that term in section 102 of the Robert T.
Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance
Act (42 U.S.C. 5122).

SEC. 529. Any official that is required by this Act
to report or to certify to the Committees on Appropria-

tions of the Senate and the House of Representatives may
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not delegate such authority to perform that act unless spe-
cifically authorized herein.

SEC. 530. None of the funds appropriated or other-
wise made available in this or any other Act may be used
to transfer, release, or assist in the transfer or release to
or within the United States, its territories, or possessions
Khalid Sheikh Mohammed or any other detainee who—

(1) 1s not a Unmited States citizen or a member
of the Armed Forces of the United States; and

(2) 1s or was held on or after June 24, 2009,
at the United States Naval Station, Guantanamo

Bay, Cuba, by the Department of Defense.

SEC. 531. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used for first-class travel by the employees
of agencies funded by this Act in contravention of sections
301-10.122 through 301-10.124 of title 41, Code of Fed-
eral Regulations.

SEC. 532. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used to employ workers described in section
274A(h)(3) of the Immigration and Nationality Act (8
U.S.C. 1324a(h)(3)).

SEC. 533. Funds made available in this Act may be
used to alter operations within the Civil Engineering Pro-
oram of the Coast Guard nationwide, including civil engi-

neering units, facilities desiegn and construction centers,
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maintenance and logistics commands, and the Coast
Guard Academy, except that none of the funds provided
in this Act may be used to reduce operations within any
Civil Engineering Unit unless specifically authorized by a
statute enacted after the date of enactment of this Act.

SEC. 534. Notwithstanding any other provision of
this Act, none of the funds appropriated or otherwise
made available by this Act may be used to pay award or
incentive fees for contractor performance that has been
judged to be below satisfactory performance or perform-
ance that does not meet the basic requirements of a con-
tract.

SEC. 535. In developing any process to screen avia-
tion passengers and crews for transportation or national
security purposes, the Secretary of Homeland Security
shall ensure that all such processes take into consideration
such passengers’ and crews’ privacy and civil liberties con-
sistent with applicable laws, regulations, and guidance.

SEC. 536. (a) Notwithstanding section 1356(n) of
title 8, United States Code, of the funds deposited into
the Immigration Examinations Fee Account, up to
$10,000,000 may be allocated by United States Citizen-
ship and Immigration Services in fiscal year 2016 for the
purpose of providing an immigrant integration grants pro-

oram.
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(b) None of the funds made available to United

States Citizenship and Immigration Services for grants for
immigrant integration may be used to provide services to
aliens who have not been lawfully admitted for permanent
residence.

SEC. 537. For an additional amount for the “Office
of the Under Secretary for Management”, $212,303,000,
to remain available until expended, for necessary expenses
to plan, acquire, design, construct, renovate, remediate,
equip, furnish, improve infrastructure, and occupy build-
ings and facilities for the department headquarters con-
solidation project and associated mission support consoli-
dation: Provided, That the Committees on Appropriations
of the Senate and the House of Representatives shall re-
ceive an expenditure plan not later than 90 days after the
date of enactment of the Act detailing the allocation of
these funds.

SEC. 538. None of the funds appropriated or other-
wise made available by this Act may be used by the De-
partment of Homeland Security to enter into any Federal
contract unless such contract is entered into in accordance
with the requirements of subtitle I of title 41, United
States Code or chapter 137 of title 10, United States

Code, and the Federal Acquisition Regulation, unless such
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contract is otherwise authorized by statute to be entered
into without regard to the above referenced statutes.

SEC. 539. (a) For an additional amount for financial
systems modernization, $36,113,000 to remain available
until September 30, 2017.

(b) Funds made available in subsection (a) for finan-
cial systems modernization may be transferred by the Sec-
retary of Homeland Security between appropriations for
the same purpose, notwithstanding section 503 of this Act.

(¢) No transfer described in subsection (b) shall occur
until 15 days after the Committees on Appropriations of
the Senate and the House of Representatives are notified
of such transfer.

SEC. 540. Notwithstanding the 10 percent limitation
contained in section 503(c¢) of this Aect, the Secretary of
Homeland Security may transfer to the fund established
by 8 U.S.C. 1101 note, up to $20,000,000 from appro-
priations available to the Department of Homeland Secu-
rity: Provided, That the Secretary shall notify the Com-
mittees on Appropriations of the Senate and the House
of Representatives 5 days in advance of such transfer.

SEC. 541. The Commissioner of U.S. Customs and
Border Protection and the Assistant Secretary of Home-
land Security for U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforce-

ment shall, with respect to fiscal years 2016, 2017, 2018,
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and 2019, submit to the Committees on Appropriations
of the Senate and the House of Representatives, at the
time that the President’s budget proposal for fiscal year
2017 1s submitted pursuant to the requirements of section
1105(a) of title 31, United States Code, the information
required in the multi-year investment and management
plans required, respectively, under the heading “U.S. Cus-
toms and Border Protection, Salaries and Expenses”
under title II of division D of the Consolidated Appropria-
tions Act, 2012 (Public Law 112-74); under the heading
“U.S. Customs and Border Protection, Border Security
Fencing, Infrastructure, and Technology” under such
title; and by section 568 of such Act.

SEC. 542. The Secretary of Homeland Security shall
ensure enforcement of all immigration laws (as defined in
section 101(a)(17) of the Immigration and Nationality Act
(8 U.S.C. 1101(a)(17))).

SEC. 543. (a) None of the funds made available in
this Act may be used to maintain or establish a computer
network unless such network blocks the viewing,
downloading, and exchanging of pornography.

(b) Nothing in subsection (a) shall limit the use of
funds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, or local law
enforcement agency or any other entity carrying out crimi-

nal investigations, prosecution, or adjudication activities.
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SEC. 544. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used by a Federal law enforcement officer to
facilitate the transfer of an operable firearm to an indi-
vidual if the Federal law enforcement officer knows or sus-
pects that the individual is an agent of a drug cartel unless
law enforcement personnel of the United States continu-
ously monitor or control the firearm at all times.

SEC. 545. None of the funds provided in this or any
other Act may be obligated to implement the National Pre-
paredness Grant Program or any other successor grant
programs unless explicitly authorized by Congress.

SEC. 546. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used to provide funding for the position of
Public Advocate, or a successor position, within U.S. Im-
migration and Customs Enforcement.

SEC. 547. Section 559(e)(3)(D) of Public Law 113—
76 is amended by striking “five pilots per year” and in-
serting ““10 pilots per year” .

SEC. 548. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used to pay for the travel to or attendance
of more than 50 employees of a single component of the
Department of Homeland Security, who are stationed in
the United States, at a single international conference un-
less the Secretary of Homeland Security, or a designee,

determines that such attendance is in the national interest
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and notifies the Committees on Appropriations of the Sen-
ate and the House of Representatives within at least 10
days of that determination and the basis for that deter-
mination: Provided, That for purposes of this section the
term “‘international conference” shall mean a conference
occurring outside of the United States attended by rep-
resentatives of the United States Government and of for-
eien governments, international organizations, or non-
covernmental organizations: Provided further, That the
total cost to the Department of Homeland Security of any
such conference shall not exceed $500,000.

SEC. 549. None of the funds made available by this
or any other Act may be used by the Administrator of
the Transportation Security Administration to implement,
administer, or enforce, in abrogation of the responsibility
described in section 44903(n)(1) of title 49, United States
Code, any requirement that airport operators provide air-
port-financed staffing to monitor exit points from the ster-
ile area of any airport at which the Transportation Secu-
rity Administration provided such monitoring as of De-
cember 1, 2013.

SEC. 550. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used to reimburse any Federal department
or agency for its participation in a National Special Secu-

rity Event.
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SEC. 551. With the exception of countries with
preclearance facilities in service prior to 2013, none of the
funds made available in this Act may be used for new U.S.
Customs and Border Protection air preclearance agree-
ments entering into force after February 1, 2014, unless:
(1) the Secretary of Homeland Security, in consultation
with the Secretary of State, has certified to Congress that
air preclearance operations at the airport provide a home-
land or national security benefit to the United States; (2)
U.S. passenger air carriers are not precluded from oper-
ating at existing preclearance locations; and (3) a U.S.
passenger air carrier 1s operating at all airports con-
templated for establishment of new air preclearance oper-
ations.

SEC. 552. In making grants under the heading “Fire-
fichter Assistance Grants”, the Secretary may grant waiv-
ers from the requirements in subsections (a)(1)(A),
(a)(1)(B), (a)(1)(E), (¢)(1), (¢)(2), and (¢)(4) of section
34 of the Federal Fire Prevention and Control Act of 1974
(15 U.S.C. 2229a).

SEC. 553. (a) IN GENERAL.—Beginning on the date
of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall not—

(1) establish, collect, or otherwise impose any

new border crossing fee on individuals crossing the
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Southern border or the Northern border at a land
port of entry; or

(2) conduct any study relating to the imposition
of a border crossing fee.

(b) BORDER CROSSING FEE DEFINED.—In this sec-
tion, the term “border crossing fee” means a fee that
every pedestrian, cyclist, and driver and passenger of a
private motor vehicle is required to pay for the privilege
of crossing the Southern border or the Northern border
at a land port of entry.

SEC. 554. (a) DEPOSITS OF PAYMENTS PENDING
AMENDMENT OF REGULATION.—Notwithstanding the
provisions of the Continued Dumping and Subsidy Offset
Act, 19 U.S.C. 1675¢ (2000), repealed by section 7601(a)
of subtitle ' of title VII of Public Law 109-171, 120 Stat.
4, 154 (Feb. 8, 2006) as amended by section 822(2)(A)
of Public Law 111-291 and section 504 of Public Law
111-312 (Dec 17, 2010) (collectively, the CDSOA), none
of the funds appropriated in this or previous appropria-
tions Acts or otherwise made available to the Department
of Homeland Security may be used to deposit any payment
tendered by a surety under, or in connection with, a cus-
toms bond on an entry for which the duties and 19 U.S.C.
16772 interest are subject to distribution under the

CDSOA into any account in the Department of the Treas-
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ury other than an unavailable receipt account (020—
5688.003) related to the Continued Dumping and Subsidy
Offset account (020 X 5688) until the Commissioner of
U.S. Customs and Border Protection completes the rule-
making process concerning the amendment of section
24.3a(c)(4) of title 19, Code of Federal Regulations: Pro-
vided, That the payment referenced in the previous proviso
is limited to a payment pursuant to a court ordered award
or judgment entered as a result of a lawsuit that was filed
by the Government against the surety from whom pay-
ment was obtained if that lawsuit was for the purpose of
collecting duties or interest owed on that particular entry,
or a settlement of any such lawsuit between the Govern-
ment and the surety that was executed after the time that
the lawsuit was filed by the Government: Provided further,
That once the rulemaking process concerning the amend-
ment of section 24.3a(c)(4) of title 19, Code of Federal
Regulations, is complete, funds subject to CDSOA dis-
tribution shall then be transferred into the Antidumping
and Countervailing Duties, Continued Dumping and Sub-
sidy Offset receipt account (020 X 5688.001) for distribu-
tion in accordance with the provisions of the CDSOA and
shall be allocated between principal and interest in accord-
ance with the amended section 24.3a(c)(4) of title 19,

Code of Federal Regulations, and not in accordance with
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the provision of section 24.3a(c¢)(4) of title 19, Code of

Federal Regulations, that was in effect at the time that
the payment was made to the Government: Provided fur-
ther, That the funds that are not subject to CDSOA dis-
tribution shall be transferred into other accounts as other-
wise provided by law: Provided further, That authority to
enforce compliance with this section is vested exclusively
in Congress and nothing in this section is intended to, or
does, create a private right of action against the Govern-
ment.

(b) AUTHORITY TO AMEND REGULATION.—For this
fiscal year and hereafter, notwithstanding 6 U.S.C. 212
and Treasury Department Order No. 100-16, 1(a)(i), the
Commissioner of U.S. Customs and Border Protection is
hereby eranted authority to approve amendment of section
24.3a(c)(4) of title 19, Code of Federal Regulations, to
amend the order in which a payment is allocated between
principal and interest for only those payments deseribed
in subsection (a): Provided, That the authority provided
to the Commissioner by this section includes the authority
to allocate a payment, as defined above, between the forms
of interest a surety owes, including interest pursuant to
19 U.S.C. 16772, sections 580 and 1505 of title 19, Code
of Federal Regulations, and Federal common law or equi-

table principles.
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SEC. 555. Of the unoblicated balance available to
“Iederal Emergency Management Agency, Disaster Relief
Fund”, $1,025,062,000 are hereby rescinded: Provided,
That no amounts may be rescinded from amounts that
were designated by the Congress as an emergency require-
ment pursuant to a concurrent resolution on the budget
or the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control
Act of 1985: Provided further, That no amounts may be
rescinded from the amounts that were designated by the
Congress as being for disaster relief pursuant to section
251(b)(2)(D) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency
Deficit Control Act of 1985.

SEC. 556. As authorized by section 601(b) of the
United States-Colombia Trade Promotion Agreement Im-
plementation Act (Public Law 112-42) fees collected from
passengers arriving from Canada, Mexico, or an adjacent
island pursuant to section 13031 (a)(5) of the Consolidated
Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act of 1985 (19 U.S.C.
58c(a)(H)) shall be available until expended.

SEC. 557. None of the funds appropriated by this or
any other Act shall be used to pay the salaries and ex-
penses of personnel who prepare or submit appropriations
language as part of the President’s budget submission to
the Congress of the United States for programs under the

jurisdiction of the Appropriations Subcommittees on the
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Department of Homeland Security that assumes revenues
or reflects a reduction from the previous year due to user
fees proposals that have not been enacted into law prior
to the submission of the budget unless such budget sub-
mission identifies which additional spending reductions
should occur in the event the user fees proposals are not
enacted prior to the date of the convening of a committee
of conference for the fiscal year 2017 appropriations Act.

SEC. 558. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, none of the funds appropriated or otherwise made
available, including any funds or fees collected or other-
wise made available for expenditure, by this or any other
Act of this or any other fiscal year may be used to imple-
ment, administer, carry-out, or enforce Executive Order
13690 (80 Fed. Reg. 6425; relating to the Federal Flood
Risk Management Standard) or the amendments made by
such Order.

SEC. 559. Notwithstanding the limitations as to
threshold, time, and condition of section 503 of this Act,
the Secretary may propose to reprogram or transfer to the
Coast Guard for the Offshore Patrol Cutter Project: (1)
discretionary appropriations made available by this Act,
to remain available until September 30, 2017, and (2) the
unobligated balances of discretionary appropriations made

available by prior Department of Homeland Security Ap-
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propriations Acts: Provided, That any amounts proposed
for reprogramming or transfer under this section shall not
be available for obligation until the Committees on Appro-
priations of the Senate and the IHouse of Representatives
approve of such reprogramming or transfer: Provided fur-
ther, That this section shall not apply to amounts that
were (1) classified as being in the revised security cat-
ecory, as defined under section 250(¢)(4)(D) of the Bal-
anced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985,
as amended (BBEDCA); (2) designated by the Congress
for Overseas Contingency Operations/Global War on Ter-
rorism or as an emergency requirement pursuant to the
Concurrent Resolution on the Budget or BBEDCA; or (3)
designated as being for disaster relief pursuant to section
251(b)(2)(D) of BBEDCA.

SEC. 560. None of the funds made available to the
Department of Homeland Security by this or any other
Act may be obligated for any structural pay reform that
affects more than 100 full-time equivalent employee posi-
tions or costs more than $5,000,000 in a single year be-
fore the end of the 30-day period beginning on the date
on which the Secretary of Homeland Security submits to
Congress a notification that includes—

(1) the number of full-time equivalent employee

positions affected by such change;
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(2) funding required for such change for the
current year and through the Future Years Home-
land Security Program;

(3) justification for such change; and

(4) an analysis of compensation alternatives to
such change that were considered by the Depart-
ment.

SEC. 561. (a) Any agency receiving funds made avail-
able in this Act, shall, subject to subsections (b) and (c¢),
post on the public Web site of that agency any report re-
quired to be submitted by the Committees on Appropria-
tions of the Senate and the House of Representatives in
this Act, upon the determination by the head of the agency
that it shall serve the national interest.

(b) Subsection (a) shall not apply to a report if—

(1) the public posting of the report com-
promises homeland or national security; or
(2) the report contains proprietary information.

(¢) The head of the agency posting such report shall
do so only after such report has been made available to
the requesting Committee or Committees of Congress for
no less than 45 days except as otherwise specified in law.

SEC. 562. Of amounts transferred to the Disaster As-
sistance Direct Lioan Program pursuant to the Community

Disaster Loan Act of 2005 (Public Law 109-88),
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$27,338,101 are hereby rescinded: Provided, That no

SEC. 106. None of the funds made available in this
title shall be used to: (1) acquire land; (2) provide for site
preparation; or (3) install utilities for any family housing,
except housing for which funds have been made available
in annual Acts making appropriations for military con-
struction.

SEC. 107. None of the funds made available in this
title for minor construction may be used to transfer or
relocate any activity from one base or installation to an-
other, without prior notification to the Committees on Ap-
propriations of both Houses of Congress.

SEC. 108. None of the funds made available in this
title may be used for the procurement of steel for any con-
struction project or activity for which American steel pro-
ducers, fabricators, and manufacturers have been denied
the opportunity to compete for such steel procurement.

SEC. 109. None of the funds available to the Depart-
ment of Defense for military construction or family hous-
ing during the current fiscal year may be used to pay real
property taxes in any foreign nation.

SEC. 110. None of the funds made available in this

None of the funds made available in this
title may be obligated for architect and engineer contracts
estimated by the Government to exceed $500,000 for
projects to be accomplished in Japan, in any North Atlan-
tic Treaty Organization member country, or in countries
bordering the Arabian Gulf, unless such contracts are
awarded to United States firms or United States firms
in joint venture with host nation firms.

SEC. 112. None of the funds made available in this

SEC. 201. Any appropriation for fiscal year 2016 for
“Compensation and Pensions”, “Readjustment Benefits”,
and “Veterans Insurance and Indemnities” may be trans-
ferred as necessary to any other of the mentioned appro-
priations: Provided, That, before a transfer may take
place, the Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall request from
the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Con-
oress the authority to make the transfer and such Com-
mittees issue an approval, or absent a response, a period
of 30 days has elapsed.

SEC. 202. Amounts made available for the Depart-

Appropriations available in this title shall
be available to pay prior year obligations of corresponding
prior year appropriations accounts resulting from sections
3328(a), 3334, and 3712(a) of title 31, United States
Code, except that if such obligations are from trust fund
accounts they shall be payable only from “Compensation

and Pensions”.
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(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 208. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, during fiscal year 2016, the Secretary of Veterans
Affairs shall, from the National Service Life Insurance
Fund under section 1920 of title 38, United States Code,
the Veterans’ Special Life Insurance Fund under section
1923 of title 38, United States Code, and the United
States Government Life Insurance Fund under section
1955 of title 38, United States Code, reimburse the “Gen-
eral operating expenses, Veterans Benefits Administra-
tion”” and “Information Technology Systems’ accounts for
the cost of administration of the insurance programs fi-
nanced through those accounts: Provided, That reimburse-
ment shall be made only from the surplus earnings accu-

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disability income insurance included in that insurance pro-
oram.

SEC. 209. Amounts deducted from enhanced-use
lease proceeds to reimburse an account for expenses in-
curred by that account during a prior fiscal year for pro-
viding enhanced-use lease services, may be obligated dur-
ing the fiscal year in which the proceeds are received.

That amounts received shall be credited to the “General
Administration” and ‘“Information Technology Systems”

accounts for use by the office that provided the service.

SEC. 211. Of the amounts made available to the De-
partment of Veterans Affairs for fiscal year 2016 for the
Office of Rural Health under the heading ‘“Medical Serv-

No funds of the Department of Veterans
Affairs shall be available for hospital care, nursing home
care, or medical services provided to any person under
chapter 17 of title 38, United States Code, for a non-serv-
ice-connected disability described in section 1729(a)(2) of
such title, unless that person has disclosed to the Sec-
retary of Veterans Affairs, in such form as the Secretary
may require, current, accurate third-party reimbursement
information for purposes of section 1729 of such title: Pro-
vided, That the Secretary may recover, in the same man-
ner as any other debt due the United States, the reason-
able charges for such care or services from any person who
does not make such disclosure as required: Provided fur-
ther, That any amounts so recovered for care or services

provided in a prior fiscal year may be obligated by the
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Secretary during the fiscal year in which amounts are re-
ceived.
(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 213. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, proceeds or revenues derived from enhanced-use leas-
ing activities (including disposal) may be deposited into
the “Construction, Major Projects” and ‘‘Construction,
Minor Projects” accounts and be used for construction
(including site acquisition and disposition), alterations,
and improvements of any medical facility under the juris-
diction or for the use of the Department of Veterans Af-
fairs.

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 217. Such sums as may be deposited to the De-
partment of Veterans Affairs Capital Asset Fund pursu-
ant to section 8118 of title 38, United States Code, may
be transferred to the “Construction, Major Projects” and
“Construction, Minor Projects” accounts, to remain avail-
able until expended for the purposes of these accounts.

SEC. 404. No part of any funds appropriated in this
Act shall be used by an agency of the executive branch,
other than for normal and recognized executive-legislative
relationships, for publicity or propaganda purposes, and
for the preparation, distribution, or use of any kit, pam-

phlet, booklet, publication, radio, television, or film presen-
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tation designed to support or defeat legislation pending
before Congress, except in presentation to Congress itself.

SEC. 405. All departments and agencies funded under
this Act are encouraged, within the limits of the existing
statutory authorities and funding, to expand their use of
“E-Commerce” technologies and procedures in the con-
duct of their business practices and public service activi-
ties.

SEC. 406. Unless stated otherwise, all reports and no-
tifications required by this Act shall be submitted to the
Subcommittee on Military Construction and Veterans Af-
fairs, and Related Agencies of the Committee on Appro-
priations of the House of Representatives and the Sub-
committee on Military Construction and Veterans Affairs,
and Related Agencies of the Committee on Appropriations
of the Senate.

SEC. 407. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be transferred to any department, agency, or in-
strumentality of the United States Government exeept
pursuant to a transfer made by, or transfer authority pro-
vided in, this or any other appropriations Act.

SEC. 408. (a) Any agency receiving funds made avail-
able in this Act, shall, subject to subsections (b) and (c¢),
post on the public Web site of that agency any report re-

quired to be submitted by the Congress in this or any
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other Aect, upon the determination by the head of the agen-
cy that it shall serve the national interest.

(b) Subsection (a) shall not apply to a report if—

(1) the public posting of the report com-
promises national security; or

(2) the report contains confidential or propri-
etary information.

(¢) The head of the agency posting such report shall
do so only after such report has been made available to
the requesting Committee or Committees of Congress for
no less than 45 days.

SEC. 409. (a) None of the funds made available in
this Act may be used to maintain or establish a computer
network unless such network blocks the viewing,
downloading, and exchanging of pornography.

(b) Nothing in subsection (a) shall limit the use of
funds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, or local law
enforcement agency or any other entity carrying out crimi-
nal investigations, prosecution, or adjudication activities.

SEC. 410. (a) IN GENERAL.—None of the funds ap-
propriated or otherwise made available to the Department
of Defense in this Act may be used to construct, renovate,
or expand any facility in the United States, its territories,
or possessions to house any individual detained at United

States Naval Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, for the
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purposes of detention or imprisonment in the custody or
under the control of the Department of Defense.

(b) The prohibition in subsection (a) shall not apply
to any modification of facilities at United States Naval
Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba.

(¢) An individual deseribed in this subsection is any
individual who, as of June 24, 2009, is located at United
States Naval Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, and who—

(1) 18 not a citizen of the United States or a
member of the Armed Forces of the United States;
and

(2) is—

(A) In the custody or under the effective
control of the Department of Defense; or
(B) otherwise under detention at United

States Naval Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba.

(4) SECURITY PROGRAMS.

For necessary ex-
penses for security activities, $1,753,826,000, of
which up to $1,735,874,000 is for Worldwide Secu-
rity Protection.

(5) FEES AND PAYMENTS COLLECTED.—In ad-
dition to amounts otherwise made available under
this heading—

(A) not to exceed $1,840,900 shall be de-

rived from fees collected from other executive

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(USAID): Provided, That this amount shall be made avail-
able for training, equipment, and technical assistance to
build the capacity of public health institutions and organi-
zations in developing countries, and for such activities as:
(1) child survival and maternal health programs; (2) im-
munization and oral rehydration programs; (3) other
health, nutrition, water and sanitation programs which di-
rectly address the needs of mothers and children, and re-
lated education programs; (4) assistance for children dis-
placed or orphaned by causes other than AIDS; (5) pro-
orams for the prevention, treatment, control of, and re-
search on HIV/AIDS, tuberculosis, polio, malaria, and
other infectious diseases including neglected tropical dis-
eases, and for assistance to communities severely affected
by HIV/AIDS, including children infected or affected by
AIDS; (6) disaster preparedness training for health crises;
and (7) family planning/reproductive health: Provided fur-
ther, That funds appropriated under this paragraph may
be made available for a United States contribution to
GAVI, the Vaccine Alliance: Provided further, That none
of the funds made available in this Act nor any unobli-
cated balances from prior appropriations Acts may be
made available to any organization or program which, as
determined by the President of the United States, sup-

ports or participates in the management of a program of
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coercive abortion or involuntary sterilization: Provided fur-
ther, That any determination made under the previous
proviso must be made not later than 6 months after the

untary family planning project shall meet the following re-
quirements: (1) service providers or referral agents in the
project shall not implement or be subject to quotas, or
other numerical targets, of total number of births, number

of family planning acceptors, or acceptors of a particular
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method of family planning (this provision shall not be con-
strued to include the use of quantitative estimates or indi-
cators for budgeting and planning purposes); (2) the
project shall not include payment of incentives, bribes,
oratuities, or financial reward to: (A) an individual in ex-
change for becoming a family planning acceptor; or (B)
program personnel for achieving a numerical target or
quota of total number of births, number of family planning
acceptors, or acceptors of a particular method of family
planning; (3) the project shall not deny any right or ben-
efit, including the right of access to participate in any pro-
oram of general welfare or the right of access to health
care, as a consequence of any individual’s decision not to
accept family planning services; (4) the project shall pro-
vide family planning acceptors comprehensible information
on the health benefits and risks of the method chosen, in-
cluding those conditions that might render the use of the
method inadvisable and those adverse side effects known
to be consequent to the use of the method; and (5) the
project shall ensure that experimental contraceptive drugs
and devices and medical procedures are provided only in
the context of a scientific study in which participants are
advised of potential risks and benefits; and, not less than
60 days after the date on which the USAID Administrator

determines that there has been a violation of the require-
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ments contained in paragraph (1), (2), (3), or (5) of this
proviso, or a pattern or practice of violations of the re-
quirements contained in paragraph (4) of this proviso, the
Administrator shall submit to the Committees on Appro-

section 107A(d) (relating to general provisions applicable
to the Development Credit Authority) of the Foreign As-
sistance Act of 1961, as contained in section 306 of H.R.
1486 as reported by the House Committee on Inter-

For necessary expenses not otherwise provided for,
to enable the Secretary of State to carry out the provisions
of section 2(a) and (b) of the Migration and Refugee As-
sistance Act of 1962, and other activities to meet refugee
and migration needs; salaries and expenses of personnel
and dependents as authorized by the Foreign Service Act
of 1980; allowances as authorized by sections 5921
through 5925 of title 5, United States Code; purchase and
hire of passenger motor vehicles; and services as author-
ized by section 3109 of title 5, United States Code,
$931,886,000, to remain available until expended, of
which not less than $35,000,000 shall be made available
to respond to small-scale emergency humanitarian require-
ments, and $10,000,000 shall be made available for refu-
gees resettling in Israel.

Committees on Appropriations: Provided further, That no
country should be eligible for a threshold program after
such country has completed a country compact: Provided
Jurther, That any funds that are deoblicated from a Mil-
lennium Challenge Compact shall be subject to the regular
notification procedures of the Committees on Appropria-
tions prior to re-obligation: Provided further, That not-
withstanding section 606(a)(2) of the MCA, a country
shall be a candidate country for purposes of eligibility for

For necessary expenses to carry out section 481 of
the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, $735,701,000, to re-
main available until September 30, 2017: Provided, That
the provision of assistance by any other United States
Government department or agency which is comparable to
assistance that may be made available under this heading,
but which 1s provided under any other provision of law,
should be provided only with the concurrence of the Sec-
retary of State and in accordance with the provisions of
sections 481(b) and 622(c) of the Foreign Assistance Act
of 1961: Provided further, That the Department of State
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may use the authority of section 608 of the Foreign As-
sistance Act of 1961, without regard to its restrictions,
to receive excess property from an agency of the United
States Government for the purpose of providing such
property to a foreign country or international organization
under chapter 8 of part I of that Act, subject to the reg-
ular notification procedures of the Committees on Appro-
priations: Provided further, That section 482(b) of the
Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 shall not apply to funds
appropriated under this heading, except that any funds
made available notwithstanding such section shall be sub-
ject to the regular notification procedures of the Commit-
tees on Appropriations.

For necessary expenses for nonproliferation, anti-ter-
rorism, demining and related programs and activities,
$474,187,000, to remain available until September 30,
2017, to carry out the provisions of chapter 8 of part II
of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 for anti-terrorism
assistance, chapter 9 of part II of the Foreign Assistance
Act of 1961, section 504 of the FREEDOM Support Act,
section 23 of the Arms Export Control Act, or the Foreign
Assistance Act of 1961 for demining activities, the clear-

ance of unexploded ordnance, the destruction of small
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arms, and related activities, notwithstanding any other
provision of law, including activities implemented through
nongovernmental and international organizations, and sec-
tion 301 of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 for a vol-
untary contribution to the International Atomic Energy
Agency (IAEA), and for a United States contribution to
the Comprehensive Nuclear Test Ban Treaty Preparatory
Commission:  Provided, That for the clearance of
unexploded ordnance, the Secretary of State should
prioritize those areas where such ordnance was caused by
the United States: Provided further, That funds made
available under this heading for the Nonproliferation and
Disarmament Fund shall be available notwithstanding any
other provision of law and subject to prior consultation
with, and the regular notification procedures of, the Com-
mittees on Appropriations, to promote bilateral and multi-
lateral activities relating to mnonproliferation, disar-
mament, and weapons destruction, and shall remain avail-
able until expended: Provided further, That such funds
may also be used for such countries other than the inde-
pendent states of the former Soviet Union and inter-
national organizations when it is in the national security
interest of the United States to do so: Provided further,
That funds appropriated under this heading may be made

available for the IAEA unless the Secretary of State deter-
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mines that Israel is being denied its right to participate

available until September 30, 2017, and may only be pro-
vided through the regular notification procedures of the
Committees on Appropriations: Provided, That the civilian
personnel for whom military education and training may
be provided under this heading may include civilians who
are not members of a government whose participation
would contribute to improved civil-military relations, civil-
lan control of the military, or respect for human rights:
Provided further, That of the funds appropriated under
this heading, not to exceed $55,000 may be available for
entertainment expenses.

$815,300,000 shall be available for the procurement in
Israel of defense articles and defense services, including
research and development: Provided further, That none of
the funds made available under this heading shall be made
available to support or continue any program initially
funded under the authority of section 1206 of the National
Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2006 (Public
Law 109-163; 119 Stat. 3456), or section 2282 of title
10, United States Code, unless the Secretary of State, in
coordination with the Secretary of Defense, has justified

such program to the Committees on Appropriations: Pro-
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vided further, That funds appropriated or otherwise made
available under this heading shall be nonrepayable not-
withstanding any requirement in section 23 of the Arms
Export Control Act: Provided further, That funds made
available under this heading shall be obligcated upon appor-
tionment in accordance with paragraph (5)(C) of section
1501(a) of title 31, United States Code.

None of the funds made available under this heading
shall be available to finance the procurement of defense
articles, defense services, or design and construction serv-
ices that are not sold by the United States Government
under the Arms Export Control Act unless the foreign
country proposing to make such procurement has first
signed an agreement with the United States Government
specifying the conditions under which such procurement
may be financed with such funds: Provided, That all coun-
try and funding level increases in allocations shall be sub-
mitted through the regular notification procedures of sec-
tion 7015 of this Act: Provided further, That funds made
available under this heading may be used, notwithstanding
any other provision of law, for demining, the clearance of
unexploded ordnance, and related activities, and may in-
clude activities implemented through nongovernmental
and international organizations: Provided further, That

only those countries for which assistance was justified for
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the “Foreign Military Sales Financing Program” in the
fiscal year 1989 congressional presentation for security as-
sistance programs may utilize funds made available under
this heading for procurement of defense articles, defense
services, or design and construction services that are not
sold by the United States Government under the Arms
Export Control Act: Provided further, That funds appro-
priated under this heading shall be expended at the min-
Imum rate necessary to make timely payment for defense
articles and services: Provided further, That not more than
$63,945,000 of the funds appropriated under this heading
may be obligated for necessary expenses, including the
purchase of passenger motor vehicles for replacement only
for use outside of the United States, for the general costs
of administering military assistance and sales, except that
this limitation may be exceeded only through the regular
notification procedures of the Committees on Appropria-
tions: Provided further, That of the funds made available
under this heading for general costs of administering mili-
tary assistance and sales, not to exceed $4,000 may be
available for entertainment expenses and not to exceed
$130,000 may be available for representation expenses:

ness concerns (as defined under section 3 of the Small
Business Act): Provided further, That not less than 10
percent of the aggregate loan, guarantee, and insurance

authority available to the Bank under this Act should be
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used for renewable energy technologies or energy efficiency
technologies: Provided further, That notwithstanding sec-
tion 1(¢) of Public Law 103-428, as amended, sections
1(a) and (b) of Public Law 103-428 shall remain in effect
through October 1, 2016.
ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES

For administrative expenses to carry out the direct
and guaranteed loan and insurance programs, including
hire of passenger motor vehicles and services as authorized
by section 3109 of title 5, United States Code, and not
to exceed $30,000 for official reception and representation
expenses for members of the Board of Directors, not to
exceed $106,250,000: Provided, That the Export-Import
Bank (the Bank) may accept, and use, payment or serv-
ices provided by transaction participants for legal, finan-
cial, or technical services in connection with any trans-
action for which an application for a loan, guarantee or
Insurance commitment has been made: Provided further,
That notwithstanding subsection (b) of section 117 of the
Export Enhancement Act of 1992, subsection (a) thereof

shall remain in effect until September 30, 2016: Provided

The Overseas Private Investment Corporation is au-
thorized to make, without regard to fiscal year limitations,
as provided by section 9104 of title 31, United States
Code, such expenditures and commitments within the lim-
its of funds available to it and in accordance with law as
may be necessary: Provided, That the amount available for
administrative expenses to carry out the credit and insur-
ance programs (including an amount for official reception
and representation expenses which shall not exceed
$35,000) shall not exceed $62,787,000: Provided further,
That project-specific transaction costs, including direct
and indirect costs incurred in claims settlements, and
other direct costs associated with services provided to spe-
cific investors or potential investors pursuant to section
234 of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, shall not be
considered administrative expenses for the purposes of this
heading.

PROGRAM ACCOUNT

For the cost of direct and guaranteed loans,
$20,000,000, as authorized by section 234 of the Foreign
Assistance Act of 1961, to be derived by transfer from
the Overseas Private Investment Corporation Noncredit

Account: Provided, That such costs, including the cost of
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modifying such loans, shall be as defined in section 502
of the Congressional Budget Act of 1974: Provided fur-
ther, That such sums shall be available for direct loan obli-
cations and loan guaranty commitments incurred or made
during fiscal years 2016, 2017, and 2018: Provided fur-
ther, That funds so obligated in fiscal year 2016 remain
available for disbursement through 2024; funds obligated
in fiscal year 2017 remain available for disbursement
through 2025; and funds obligated in fiscal year 2018 re-

main available for disbursement through 2026: Provided

Sfurther, That notwithstanding any other provision of law,

the Overseas Private Investment Corporation is authorized
to undertake any program authorized by title IV of chap-
ter 2 of part I of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 in
Iraq: Provided further, That funds made available pursu-
ant to the authority of the previous proviso shall be subject
to the regular notification procedures of the Committees
on Appropriations.

In addition, such sums as may be necessary for ad-
ministrative expenses to carry out the credit program may
be derived from amounts available for administrative ex-
penses to carry out the credit and insurance programs in
the Overseas Private Investment Corporation Noncredit

Account and merged with said account.
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TRADE AND DEVELOPMENT AGENCY
For necessary expenses to carry out the provisions
of section 661 of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961,
$60,000,000, to remain available until September 30,
2017: Provided, That of the funds appropriated under this
heading, not more than $5,000 may be available for rep-
resentation and entertainment expenses.
TITLE VII
GENERAL PROVISIONS
ALLOWANCES AND DIFFERENTIALS
SEC. 7001. Funds appropriated under title I of this
Act shall be available, except as otherwise provided, for
allowances and differentials as authorized by subchapter
59 of title 5, United States Code; for services as author-
1zed by section 3109 of such title and for hire of passenger
transportation pursuant to section 1343(b) of title 31,
United States Code.
UNOBLIGATED BALANCES REPORT
SEC. 7002. Any department or agency of the United
States Government to which funds are appropriated or
otherwise made available by this Act shall provide to the
Committees on Appropriations a quarterly accounting of
cumulative unobligated balances and obligated, but unex-
pended, balances by program, project, and activity, and

Treasury Account Fund Symbol of all funds received by
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such department or agency in fiscal year 2016 or any pre-
vious fiscal year, disageregated by fiscal year: Provided,
That the report required by this section should specify by
account the amount of funds obligated pursuant to bilat-
eral agreements which have not been further sub-obli-
cated.
CONSULTING SERVICES

SEC. 7003. The expenditure of any appropriation
under title I of this Act for any consulting service through
procurement contract, pursuant to section 3109 of title
5, United States Code, shall be limited to those contracts
where such expenditures are a matter of public record and
available for public inspection, except where otherwise pro-
vided under existing law, or under existing Executive
Order issued pursuant to existing law.

DIPLOMATIC FACILITIES

SEC. 7004. (a) CAPITAL SECURITY COST SIHAR-
ING.—Of funds provided under title I of this Act, except
as provided in subsection (b), a project to construct a dip-
lomatic facility of the United States may not include office
space or other accommodations for an employee of a Fed-
eral agency or department if the Secretary of State deter-
mines that such department or agency has not provided
to the Department of State the full amount of funding

required by subsection (e) of section 604 of the Secure
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Embassy Construction and Counterterrorism Act of 1999
(as enacted into law by section 1000(a)(7) of Public Law
106-113 and contained in appendix G of that Act; 113
Stat. 1501A-453), as amended by section 629 of the De-
partments of Commerce, Justice, and State, the Judiciary,
and Related Agencies Appropriations Act, 2005.

(b) EXCEPTION.—Notwithstanding the prohibition in
subsection (a), a project to construct a diplomatic facility
of the United States may include office space or other ac-
commodations for members of the United States Marine

Corps.

(¢) NEW DripLoMATIC FACILITIES.—For the pur-
poses of calculating the fiscal year 2016 costs of providing
new United States diplomatic facilities in accordance with
section 604(e) of the Secure Embassy Construction and
Counterterrorism Act of 1999 (22 U.S.C. 4865 note), the
Secretary of State, in consultation with the Director of
the Office of Management and Budget, shall determine the
annual program level and agency shares in a manner that
1s proportional to the Department of State’s contribution
for this purpose.

(d) CONSULTATION AND NOTIFICATION REQUIRE-

MENTS.

Funds appropriated by this Act and prior Acts
making appropriations for the Department of State, for-

eign operations, and related programs, which may be made
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available for the acquisition of property or award of con-
struction contracts for overseas diplomatic facilities during
fiscal year 2016, shall be subject to prior consultation
with, and the regular notification procedures of, the Com-
mittees on Appropriations: Provided, That any such notifi-
cation for a new diplomatic facility justified to the Com-
mittees on Appropriations in Appendix I of the Congres-
sional Budget Justification, Department of State, Diplo-
matic Engagement, Fiscal Year 2016, or not previously
justified to such Committees, shall include confirmation
that the Department of State has completed the requisite
value engineering studies required pursuant to OMB Cir-
cular A—131, Value Engineering December 31, 2013 and
the Bureau of Overseas Building Operations Policy and
Procedure Directive, P&PD, PE/DE 03; Value Engineer-
ing, May 26, 2004.

(e) EXPEDITIONARY, INTERIM, AND TEMPORARY FA-
CILITIES ABROAD.—

(1) Funds appropriated by this Act under the
heading “Embassy Security, Construction, and
Maintenance” may be made available to address se-
curity vulnerabilities at expeditionary, interim, and
temporary facilities abroad, including physical secu-
rity upgrades and local guard staffing, except that

the amount of funds made available for such pur-
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poses from this Act and prior Acts making appro-
priations for the Department of State, foreign oper-
ations, and related programs shall be a minimum of
$25,000,000: Provided, That the uses of such funds
should be the responsibility of the Assistant Sec-
retary of State for the Bureau of Diplomatic Secu-
rity and Foreign Missions, in consultation with the
Director of the Bureau of Overseas Buildings Oper-
ations: Provided further, That such funds shall be
subject to prior consultation with the Committees on
Appropriations.

(2) Notwithstanding any other provision of law,
the opening, closure, or any significant modification
to an expeditionary, interim, or temporary diplo-
matic facility shall be subject to prior consultation
with the appropriate congressional committees and
the regular notification procedures of the Commit-
tees on Appropriations, except that such consulta-
tion and notification may be waived 1if there is a se-
curity risk to personnel.

(3) Not later than 60 days after enactment of
this Act, the Department of State shall document
standard operating procedures and best practices as-
sociated with the delivery, construction, and protec-

tion of temporary structures in high threat and con-
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| flict environments: Provided, That the Secretary of
2 State shall notify the Committees on Appropriations
3 after completing such documentation.

4 (f) FOREIGN AFFAIRS SECURITY TRAINING CEN-
5 TER—

6 (1) None of the funds made available by this
7 Act and prior Acts making appropriations for the
8 Department of State, foreign operations, and related
9 programs may be obligated for design, site prepara-
10 tion or construction of a Foreign Affairs Security
11 Training Center (FASTC) at Fort Pickett, Virginia,
12 until each of the following occurs:

13 (A) The Secretary of State submits to the
14 appropriate  congressional  committees, the
15 Comptroller General of the United States, and
16 the Director of the Office of Management and
17 Budget a comprehensive cost-benefit analysis of

SEC. 7005. Any costs incurred by a department or
agency funded under title I of this Act resulting from per-
sonnel actions taken in response to funding reductions in-
cluded in this Act shall be absorbed within the total budg-
etary resources available under title I to such department
or agency: Provided, That the authority to transfer funds
between appropriations accounts as may be necessary to
carry out this section is provided in addition to authorities
included elsewhere in this Act: Provided further, That use
of funds to carry out this section shall be treated as a
reprogramming of funds under section 7015 of this Act
and shall not be available for obligation or expenditure ex-
cept in compliance with the procedures set forth in that
section.

None of the funds appropriated or other-
wise made available pursuant to titles III through VI of
this Act shall be obligated or expended to finance directly
any assistance or reparations for the governments of
Cuba, North Korea, Iran, or Syria: Provided, That for
purposes of this section, the prohibition on obligations or
expenditures shall include direct loans, credits, insurance,
and guarantees of the Export-Import Bank or its agents.

SEC. 7008. None of the funds appropriated or other-
wise made available pursuant to titles III through VI of
this Act shall be obligated or expended to finance directly
any assistance to the government of any country whose

duly elected head of government is deposed by military
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coup d’état or decree or, after the date of enactment of
this Act, a coup d’état or decree in which the military
plays a decisive role: Provided, That assistance may be re-
sumed to such government if the Secretary of State cer-
tifies and reports to the appropriate congressional commit-
tees that subsequent to the termination of assistance a
democratically elected government has taken office: Pro-
vided further, That the provisions of this section shall not
apply to assistance to promote democratic elections or
public participation in democratic processes: Provided fur-
ther, That funds made available pursuant to the previous
provisos shall be subject to the regular notification proce-
dures of the Committees on Appropriations.
TRANSFER AUTHORITY

SEC. 7009. (a) DEPARTMENT OF STATE AND BROAD-
CASTING BOARD OF GOVERNORS.—

(1) Not to exceed 5 percent of any appropria-
tion made available for the current fiscal year for
the Department of State under title I of this Act
may be transferred between, and merged with, such
appropriations, but no such appropriation, except as
otherwise specifically provided, shall be increased by
more than 10 percent by any such transfers, and no

such transfer may be made to increase the appro-
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priation under the heading ‘Representation Ex-
penses’’.

Support Fund”, and “Assistance for Europe, Eur-
asia and Central Asia” shall be subject to the reg-
ular notification procedures of the Committees on
Appropriations: Provided, That the requirement in
the previous sentence shall not apply to agreements
entered into between USAID and the Department of
State.

AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS

SEC. 7011. No part of any appropriation contained
in this Act shall remain available for oblication after the
expiration of the current fiscal year unless expressly so
provided in this Act: Provided, That funds appropriated

for the purposes of chapters 1 and 8 of part I, section
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661, chapters 4, 5, 6, 8, and 9 of part II of the Foreign
Assistance Act of 1961, section 23 of the Arms Export
Control Act, and funds provided under the headings ““De-
velopment Credit Authority” and ‘“Assistance for Europe,
Eurasia and Central Asia” shall remain available for an
additional 4 years from the date on which the availability
of such funds would otherwise have expired, if such funds

SEC. 7012. No part of any appropriation provided
under titles IIT through VI in this Act shall be used to
furnish assistance to the government of any country which
is in default during a period in excess of 1 calendar year
in payment to the United States of principal or interest
on any loan made to the government of such country by
the United States pursuant to a program for which funds
are appropriated under this Act unless the President de-
termines, following consultations with the Committees on
Appropriations, that assistance for such country is in the
national interest of the United States.

ASSISTANCE

SEC. 7013. (a) PROHIBITION ON TAXATION.—None
of the funds appropriated under titles III through VI of
this Act may be made available to provide assistance for
a foreign country under a new bilateral agreement gov-
erning the terms and conditions under which such assist-
ance is to be provided unless such agreement includes a
provision stating that assistance provided by the United
States shall be exempt from taxation, or reimbursed, by

RESERVATIONS OF FUNDS

SEC. 7014. (a) REPROGRAMMING.—Funds appro-

priated under titles III through VI of this Act which are

specifically designated may be reprogrammed for other
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programs within the same account notwithstanding the
designation if compliance with the designation is made im-
possible by operation of any provision of this or any other
Act: Provided, That any such reprogramming shall be sub-
ject to the regular notification procedures of the Commit-
tees on Appropriations: Provided further, That assistance
that is reprogrammed pursuant to this subsection shall be
made available under the same terms and conditions as
originally provided.

(b) EXTENSION OF AVAILABILITY.—In addition to
the authority contained in subsection (a), the original pe-
riod of availability of funds appropriated by this Act and
administered by the Department of State or the United
States Agency for International Development (USAID)
that are specifically designated for particular programs or
activities by this or any other Act may be extended for
an additional fiscal year if the Secretary of State or the
USAID Administrator, as appropriate, determines and re-
ports promptly to the Committees on Appropriations that
the termination of assistance to a country or a significant
change in circumstances makes it unlikely that such des-
ignated funds can be obligated during the original period
of availability: Provided, That such designated funds that
continue to be available for an additional fiscal year shall

be obligated only for the purpose of such designation.
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(¢) OTnER AcTs.—Ceilings and specifically des-
ignated funding levels contained in this Act shall not be
applicable to funds or authorities appropriated or other-
wise made available by any subsequent Act unless such
Act specifically so directs: Provided, That specifically des-
ignated funding levels or minimum funding requirements
contained in any other Act shall not be applicable to funds
appropriated by this Act.

NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS

SEC. 7015. (a) REPROGRAMMING OF FUNDS.—None
of the funds made available in titles I and II of this Act,
or in prior appropriations Acts to the agencies and depart-
ments funded by this Act that remain available for obliga-
tion or expenditure in fiscal year 2016, or provided from
any accounts in the Treasury of the United States derived
by the collection of fees or of currency reflows or other
offsetting collections, or made available by transfer, to the
agencies and departments funded by this Act, shall be
available for obligcation or expenditure through a re-
programming of funds that—

(1) ereates new programs;

(2) eliminates a program, project, or activity;

(3) increases funds or personnel by any means

for any project or activity for which funds have been

denied or restricted;
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(4) relocates an office or employees;
(5) closes or opens a mission or post;
(6) creates, closes, reorganizes, or renames bu-
reaus, centers, or offices;
(7) reorganizes programs or activities; or
(8) contracts out or privatizes any functions or
activities presently performed by Federal employees;
unless the Committees on Appropriations are notified 15
days in advance of such reprogramming of funds: Pro-
vided, That unless previously justified to the Committees
on Appropriations, the requirements of this subsection
shall apply to all obligations of funds appropriated under
titles I and II of this Act for paragraphs (1), (2), (5),
and (6) of this subsection.

(b) LiMITATION.—None of the funds provided under
titles I and II of this Act, or provided under previous ap-
propriations Acts to the agency or department funded
under titles I and IT of this Act that remain available for
obligation or expenditure in fiscal year 2016, or provided
from any accounts in the Treasury of the United States
derived by the collection of fees available to the agency
or department funded under title I of this Act, shall be
available for obligation or expenditure for activities, pro-

orams, or projects through a reprogramming of funds in
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excess of $1,000,000 or 10 percent, whichever is less,

savings from a reduction in personnel, which would
result in a change in existing programs, activities, or
projects as approved by Congress;
unless the Committees on Appropriations are notified 15
days in advance of such reprogramming of funds.

(¢) NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENT.—None of the
funds made available by this Act under the headings
“Global Iealth Programs”, “Development Assistance”,
“International Organizations and Programs”, “Trade and
Development Agency”’, “‘International Narcotics Control
and Law Enforcement”, “Economic Support Fund”, “De-
mocracy Fund”, “Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and
Central Asia”, ‘“Peacekeeping Operations”, “Non-
proliferation, Anti-terrorism, Demining and Related Pro-
orams’’, “Millennium Challenge Corporation”, “Koreign
Military Financing Program”, “International Military

Education and Training”, “Conflict Stabilization Oper-
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ations”, and ‘““Peace Corps”, shall be available for obliga-
tion for activities, programs, projects, type of materiel as-
sistance, countries, or other operations not justified or in
excess of the amount justified to the Committees on Ap-
propriations for obligation under any of these specific
headings unless the Committees on Appropriations are no-
tified 15 days in advance: Provided, That the President
shall not enter into any commitment of funds appropriated
for the purposes of section 23 of the Arms Export Control
Act for the provision of major defense equipment, other
than conventional ammunition, or other major defense
items defined to be aireraft, ships, missiles, or combat ve-
hicles, not previously justified to Congress or 20 percent
in excess of the quantities justified to Congress unless the
Committees on Appropriations are notified 15 days in ad-
vance of such commitment: Provided further, That require-
ments of this subsection or any similar provision of this
or any other Act shall not apply to any reprogramming
for an activity, program, or project for which funds are
appropriated under titles III through VI of this Act of less
than 10 percent of the amount previously justified to Con-
oress for obligation for such activity, program, or project
for the current fiscal year.

(d) NOTIFICATION OF TRANSFER OF FUNDS.—Not-

withstanding any other provision of law, with the excep-
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tion of funds transferred to, and merged with, funds ap-
propriated under title I of this Aect, funds transferred by
the Department of Defense to the Department of State
and the United States Agency for International Develop-
ment for assistance for foreign countries and international
organizations, and funds made available for programs pre-
viously authorized under section 1206 of the National De-
fense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2006 (Public Law
109-163) or section 2282 of title 10, United States Code,
shall be subject to the regular notification procedures of
the Committees on Appropriations.

(e) WAIVER.—The requirements of this section or
any similar provision of this Act or any other Act, includ-
ing any prior Act requiring notification in accordance with
the regular notification procedures of the Committees on
Appropriations, may be waived if failure to do so would
pose a substantial risk to human health or welfare: Pro-
vided, That in case of any such waiver, notification to the
Committees on Appropriations shall be provided as early
as practicable, but in no event later than 3 days after tak-
ing the action to which such notification requirement was
applicable, in the context of the circumstances necessi-
tating such waiver: Provided further, That any notification
provided pursuant to such a waiver shall contain an expla-

nation of the emergency circumstances.
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(f) COUNTRY NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS.—None
of the funds appropriated under titles III through VI of
this Act shall be obligated or expended for assistance for
Afehanistan, Bahrain, Bolivia, Burma, Cambodia, Cuba,
Ecuador, Egypt, Ethiopia, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras,
Iran, Iraq, Lebanon, Libya, Pakistan, the Russian Fed-
eration, Rwanda, Serbia, Somalia, South Sudan, Sri
Lanka, Sudan, Syria, Uzbekistan, Venezuela, Yemen, and
Zimbabwe except as provided through the regular notifica-
tion procedures of the Committees on Appropriations.
NOTIFICATION ON EXCESS DEFENSE EQUIPMENT
SEC. 7016. Prior to providing excess Department of
Defense articles in accordance with section 516(a) of the
Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, the Department of De-
fense shall notify the Committees on Appropriations to the
same extent and under the same conditions as other com-
mittees pursuant to subsection (f) of that section: Pro-
vided, That before issuing a letter of offer to sell excess
defense articles under the Arms Export Control Act, the
Department of Defense shall notify the Committees on
Appropriations in accordance with the regular notification
procedures of such Committees if such defense articles are
significant military equipment (as defined in section 47(9)
of the Arms Export Control Act) or are valued (in terms

of original acquisition cost) at $7,000,000 or more, or if
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notification is required elsewhere in this Act for the use
of appropriated funds for specific countries that would re-
ceive such excess defense articles: Provided further, That
such Committees shall also be informed of the original ac-
quisition cost of such defense articles.
LIMITATION ON AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS FOR
INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS AND PROGRAMS
SEC. 7017. Subject to the regular notification proce-
dures of the Committees on Appropriations, funds appro-
priated under titles I and III through V of this Act, which
are returned or not made available for organizations and
programs because of the implementation of section 307(a)
of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 or section 7048(a)
of this Act, shall remain available for obligation until Sep-
tember 30, 2018: Provided, That the requirement to with-
hold funds for programs in Burma under section 307(a)
of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 shall not apply to
funds appropriated by this Act.

PROMIBITION ON FUNDING FOR ABORTIONS AND

INVOLUNTARY STERILIZATION

SEC. 7018. None of the funds made available to carry
out part I of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as
amended, may be used to pay for the performance of abor-
tions as a method of family planning or to motivate or

coerce any person to practice abortions. None of the funds
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made available to carry out part I of the Foreign Assist-
ance Act of 1961, as amended, may be used to pay for
the performance of involuntary sterilization as a method
of family planning or to coerce or provide any financial
incentive to any person to undergo sterilizations. None of
the funds made available to carry out part I of the Foreign
Assistance Act of 1961, as amended, may be used to pay
for any biomedical research which relates in whole or in
part, to methods of, or the performance of, abortions or
involuntary sterilization as a means of family planning.
None of the funds made available to carry out part I of
the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended, may be
oblicated or expended for any country or organization if
the President certifies that the use of these funds by any
such country or organization would violate any of the

above provisions related to abortions and involuntary steri-

lizations.
ALLOCATIONS
SEc. 7019. (a) REPORT TABLES.—Funds provided
by this Act shall be made available for programs and coun-

tries in the amounts specifically designated in the report
accompanying this Aect, including such amounts in the re-
spective tables.

(b) LIMITED DEVIATION AUTHORITY.—For the pur-

poses of implementing this section and only with respect

Committees on Appropriations.
REPRESENTATION AND ENTERTAINMENT EXPENSES
SEC. 7020. (a) UsSEs oF FunDs.—Each Federal de-
partment, agency, or entity funded in titles I or II of this
Act, and the Department of the Treasury and independent
agencies funded in titles IIT or VI of this Act, shall take
steps to ensure that domestic and overseas representation
and entertainment expenses further official agency busi-
ness and United States foreign policy interests and are—
(1) primarily for fostering relations outside of
the Executive Branch;
(2) principally for meals and events of a pro-
tocol nature;
(3) not for employee-only events; and
(4) do not include activities that are substan-
tially of a recreational character.

(b) LiMITATIONS.—None of the funds appropriated

or otherwise made available by this Act under the head-
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ings “International Military Education and Training” or
“Ioreign Military Financing Program” for Informational
Program activities or under the headings “Global Health
Programs”, “Development Assistance”, “Kceonomic Sup-

port Fund”, and “Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and

Central Asia” may be oblicated or expended to pay for
(1) aleoholic beverages; or
(2) entertainment expenses for activities that
are substantially of a recreational character, includ-
ing but not limited to entrance fees at sporting
events, theatrical and musical productions, and
amusement parks.
PROHIBITION ON ASSISTANCE TO GOVERNMENTS
SUPPORTING INTERNATIONAL TERRORISM
SEC. 7021. (a) LETHAL MILITARY EQUIPMENT EX-
PORTS.—
(1) PromiBITION.—None of the funds appro-
priated or otherwise made available by titles III
through VI of this Act may be made available to any
foreign government which provides lethal military
equipment to a country the government of which the
Secretary of State determines and reports to the
Committees on Appropriations supports inter-
national terrorism for purposes of section 6(j) of the

Export Administration Act of 1979 as continued in
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effect pursuant to the International Emergency Eco-
nomic Powers Act: Provided, That the prohibition
under this section with respect to a foreign govern-
ment shall terminate 12 months after the Secretary
determines and reports to such Committees that
such government ceases to provide such military
equipment: Provided further, That this section ap-
plies with respect to lethal military equipment pro-
vided under a contract entered into after October 1,
1997.

(2) DETERMINATION.—Assistance restricted by
paragraph (1) or any other similar provision of law,
may be furnished if the President determines that to
do so is important to the national interests of the
United States.

(3) REPORT.—Whenever the President makes a
determination pursuant to paragraph (2), the Presi-
dent shall submit to the Committees on Appropria-
tions a report with respect to the furnishing of such
assistance, including a detailed explanation of the
assistance to be provided, the estimated dollar
amount of such assistance, and an explanation of
how the assistance furthers United States national
interests.

(b) BILATERAL ASSISTANCE.—
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(1) LiMITATIONS.—Funds appropriated for bi-
lateral assistance in titles III through VI of this Act
and funds appropriated under any such title in prior
Acts making appropriations for the Department of
State, foreign operations, and related programs,
shall not be made available to any foreign govern-
ment which the President determines—

(A) grants sanctuary from prosecution to
any individual or group which has committed
an act of international terrorism;

(B) otherwise supports international ter-
rorism; or

(C) is controlled by an organization des-
ignated as a terrorist organization under sec-
tion 219 of the Immigration and Nationality
Act.

(2) WAIVER.—The President may waive the ap-
plication of paragraph (1) to a government if the
President determines that national security or hu-
manitarian reasons justify such waiver: Provided,
That the President shall publish each such waiver in
the Federal Register and, at least 15 days before the
waiver takes effect, shall notify the Committees on
Appropriations of the waiver (including the justifica-

tion for the waiver) in accordance with the regular
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notification procedures of the Committees on Appro-
priations.
AUTHORIZATION REQUIREMENTS

SEC. 7022. Funds appropriated by this Act, except
funds appropriated under the heading “Trade and Devel-
opment Agency”’, may be obligated and expended notwith-
standing section 10 of Public Law 91-672, section 15 of
the State Department Basic Authorities Act of 1956, sec-
tion 313 of the Foreign Relations Authorization Act, Fis-
cal Years 1994 and 1995 (Public Law 103-236), and sec-
tion 504(a)(1) of the National Security Act of 1947 (50
U.S.C. 3094(a)(1)).

DEFINITION OF PROGRAM, PROJECT, AND ACTIVITY

SEC. 7023. For the purpose of titles II through VI
of this Act “program, project, and activity”” shall be de-
fined at the appropriations Act account level and shall in-
clude all appropriations and authorizations Acts funding
directives, ceilings, and limitations with the exception that
for the following accounts: “Economic Support Fund” and
“IForeign Military Financing Program”, “program,
project, and activity”” shall also be considered to include
country, regional, and central program level funding with-
in each such account; and for the development assistance
accounts of the United States Agency for International

Development, “program, project, and activity” shall also
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be considered to include central, country, regional, and
program level funding, either as—
(1) justified to Congress; or
(2) allocated by the Executive Branch in ac-
cordance with a report, to be provided to the Com-
mittees on Appropriations within 30 days of the en-
actment of this Act, as required by section 653(a)
of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961.

AUTHORITIES FOR THE PEACE CORPS, INTER-AMERICAN
FOUNDATION AND UNITED STATES AFRICAN DEVEL-
OPMENT FOUNDATION
SEC. 7024. Unless expressly provided to the contrary,

provisions of this or any other Act, including provisions

contained in prior Acts authorizing or making appropria-
tions for the Department of State, foreign operations, and
related programs, shall not be construed to prohibit activi-
ties authorized by or conducted under the Peace Corps

Act, the Inter-American Foundation Act or the African

Development Foundation Act: Provided, That prior to con-

ducting activities in a country for which assistance is pro-

hibited, the agency shall consult with the Committees on

Appropriations and report to such Committees within 15

days of taking such action.
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COMMERCE, TRADE AND SURPLUS COMMODITIES

SEC. 7025, (a) WORLD MARKETS.—None of the

funds appropriated or made available pursuant to titles
IIT through VI of this Act for direct assistance and none
of the funds otherwise made available to the Export-Im-
port Bank and the Overseas Private Investment Corpora-
tion shall be obligated or expended to finance any loan,
any assistance, or any other financial commitments for es-
tablishing or expanding production of any commodity for
export by any country other than the United States, if
the commodity is likely to be in surplus on world markets
at the time the resulting productive capacity is expected
to become operative and if the assistance will cause sub-
stantial injury to United States producers of the same,
similar, or competing commodity: Provided, That such
prohibition shall not apply to the Export-Import Bank if
in the judgment of its Board of Directors the benefits to
industry and employment in the United States are likely
to outweigh the injury to United States producers of the
same, similar, or competing commodity, and the Chairman
of the Board so notifies the Committees on Appropria-
tions: Provided further, That this subsection shall not pro-
hibit—

(1) activities in a country that is eligible for as-

sistance from the International Development Asso-
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ciation, is not eligible for assistance from the Inter-
national Bank for Reconstruction and Development,
and does not export on a consistent basis the agri-
cultural commodity with respect to which assistance
is furnished; or

(2) activities in a country the President deter-
mines is recovering from widespread conflict, a hu-

manitarian crisis, or a complex emergency.

(b) ExrorTs.—None of the funds appropriated by
this or any other Act to carry out chapter 1 of part I
of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 shall be available
for any testing or breeding feasibility study, variety im-
provement or introduction, consultancy, publication, con-
ference, or training in connection with the growth or pro-
duction in a foreign country of an agricultural commodity
for export which would compete with a similar commodity
erown or produced in the United States: Provided, That
this subsection shall not prohibit—

(1) activities designed to increase food security
in developing countries where such activities will not
have a significant 1mpact on the export of agricul-
tural commodities of the United States;

(2) research activities intended primarily to

benefit United States producers;
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(3) activities in a country that is eligible for as-
sistance from the International Development Asso-
clation, is not eligible for assistance from the Inter-
national Bank for Reconstruction and Development,
and does not export on a consistent basis the agri-
cultural commodity with respect to which assistance
1s furnished; or

(4) activities in a country the President deter-
mines 1s recovering from widespread conflict, a hu-

manitarian crisis, or a complex emergency.

(¢) INTERNATIONAL KFINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS.
The Secretary of the Treasury shall instruct the United
States executive directors of the international financial in-
stitutions, as defined in section 7034(r)(3) of this Act, to
use the voice and vote of the United States to oppose any
assistance by such institutions, using funds appropriated
or made available by this Act, for the production or extrac-
tion of any commodity or mineral for export, if it i1s in
surplus on world markets and if the assistance will cause
substantial injury to United States producers of the same,
similar, or competing commodity.

SEPARATE ACCOUNTS
SEC. 7026. (a) SEPARATE ACCOUNTS FOR LOCAL

CURRENCIES.—
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(1) AGREEMENTS.—If assistance is furnished to
the government of a foreign country under chapters
1 and 10 of part I or chapter 4 of part II of the
Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 under agreements
which result in the generation of local currencies of
that country, the Administrator of the United States
Agency for International Development (USAID)
shall—

(A) require that local currencies be depos-
ited in a separate account established by that
government;

(B) enter into an agreement with that gov-
ernment which sets forth—

(1) the amount of the local currencies
to be generated; and

(1) the terms and conditions under
which the currencies so deposited may be
utilized, consistent with this section; and

(C) establish by agreement with that gov-
ernment the responsibilities of USAID and that
eovernment to monitor and account for deposits
into and disbursements from the separate ac-
count.

(2) USES OF LOCAL CURRENCIES.—AS may be

agreed upon with the foreign government, local cur-
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rencies deposited in a separate account pursuant to

subsection (a), or an equivalent amount of local cur-

rencies, shall be used only:
(A) to carry out chapter 1 or 10 of part
I or chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assist-
ance Act of 1961 (as the case may be), for such
purposes as—
(1) project and sector assistance activi-
ties; or
(11) debt and deficit financing; or
(B) for the administrative requirements of
the United States Government.

(3) PROGRAMMING ACCOUNTABILITY.—USAID
shall take all necessary steps to ensure that the
equivalent of the local currencies disbursed pursuant
to subsection (a)(2)(A) from the separate account
established pursuant to subsection (a)(1) are used
for the purposes agreed upon pursuant to subsection
(a)(2).

(4) TERMINATION OF  ASSISTANCE  PRO-

GRAMS.

Upon termination of assistance to a coun-
try under chapter 1 or 10 of part I or chapter 4 of
part IT of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (as
the case may be), any unencumbered balances of

funds which remain in a separate account estab-
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lished pursuant to subsection (a) shall be disposed of
for such purposes as may be agreed to by the gov-
ernment of that country and the United States Gov-
ernment.

(5) REPORTING REQUIREMENT.—The USAID
Administrator shall report on an annual basis as
part of the justification documents submitted to the
Jommittees on Appropriations on the use of local
currencies for the administrative requirements of the
United States Government as authorized in sub-
section (a)(2)(B), and such report shall include the
amount of local currency (and United States dollar
equivalent) used or to be used for such purpose in
each applicable country.

(b) SEPARATE ACCOUNTS FOR CASH TRANSFERS.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—If assistance is made avail-
able to the government of a foreign country, under
chapter 1 or 10 of part I or chapter 4 of part II of
the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as cash transfer
assistance or as nonproject sector assistance, that
country shall be required to maintain such funds in
a separate account and not commingle with any
other funds.

(2) APPLICABILITY OF OTHER PROVISIONS OF

LAW.—Such funds may be obligated and expended
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notwithstanding provisions of law which are incon-
sistent with the nature of this assistance including
provisions which are referenced in the Joint Explan-
atory Statement of the Committee of Conference ac-
companying House Joint Resolution 648 (House Re-
port No. 98-1159).

(3) NOTIFICATION.—At least 15 days prior to
obligating any such cash transfer or nonproject sec-
tor assistance, the President shall submit a notifica-
tion through the regular notification procedures of
the Committees on Appropriations, which shall in-
clude a detailed description of how the funds pro-
posed to be made available will be used, with a dis-
cussion of the United States interests that will be
served by the assistance (including, as appropriate,
a description of the economic policy reforms that will
be promoted by such assistance).

(4) ExemMPTION.—Nonproject sector assistance
funds may be exempt from the requirements of para-
eraph (1) only through the regular notification pro-
cedures of the Committees on Appropriations.

ELIGIBILITY FOR ASSISTANCE
SEC. 7027. (a) ASSISTANCE THROUGH NONGOVERN-

Restrictions contained 1in this

25 or any other Act with respect to assistance for a country
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shall not be construed to restrict assistance in support of
programs of nongovernmental organizations from funds
appropriated by this Act to carry out the provisions of
chapters 1, 10, 11, and 12 of part I and chapter 4 of
part II of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 and from
funds appropriated under the heading ““Assistance for Eu-
rope, Eurasia and Central Asia’: Provided, That before
using the authority of this subsection to furnish assistance
in support of programs of nongovernmental organizations,
the President shall notify the Committees on Appropria-
tions pursuant to the regular notification procedures, in-
cluding a description of the program to be assisted, the
assistance to be provided, and the reasons for furnishing
such assistance: Provided further, That nothing in this
subsection shall be construed to alter any existing statu-
tory prohibitions against abortion or involuntary steriliza-
tions contained in this or any other Act.

(b) PuBLIiC LiAwW 480.—During fiscal year 2016, re-
strictions contained in this or any other Act with respect
to assistance for a country shall not be construed to re-
strict assistance under the Food for Peace Act (Public
Law 83-480): Provided, That none of the funds appro-
priated to carry out title I of such Act and made available

pursuant to this subsection may be obligated or expended
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except as provided through the regular notification proce-

dures of the Committees on Appropriations.

(¢) EXCEPTION.—This section shall not apply:

(1) with respect to section 620A of the Foreign
Assistance Act of 1961 or any comparable provision
of law prohibiting assistance to countries that sup-
port international terrorism; or

(2) with respect to section 116 of the Koreign
Assistance Act of 1961 or any comparable provision
of law prohibiting assistance to the government of a
country that violates internationally recognized
human rights.

LOCAL COMPETITION

SEC. 7028. (a) REQUIREMENTS FOR EXCEPTIONS TO

COMPETITION FOR LoCAL ENTITIES.—Funds appro-

priated by this Act that are made available to the United
States Agency for International Development (USAID)
may only be made available for limited competitions

through local entities if—
(1) prior to the determination to limit competi-

tion to local entities, USAID has—

(A) assessed the level of local capacity to
effectively implement, manage, and account for

programs included in such competition; and
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(B) documented the written results of the
assessment and decisions made; and

(2) prior to making an award after limiting

competition to local entities
(A) each successful local entity has been
determined to be responsible in accordance with
USAID guidelines; and
(B) effective monitoring and evaluation
systems are in place to ensure that award fund-
g 1s used for its intended purposes; and
(3) no level of acceptable fraud is assumed.

(b) REPORTING REQUIREMENT.—In addition to the
requirements of paragraph (1), the USAID Administrator
shall report, on an annual basis, to the appropriate con-
eressional committees on all awards subject to limited or
no competition for local entities: Provided, That such re-
port should be posted on the USAID Web site: Provided
Sfurther, That the requirements of this subsection shall only
apply to awards in excess of $3,000,000 and sole source
awards to local entities in excess of $2,000,000.

(¢) EXTENSION OF PROCUREMENT AUTHORITY.—
Section 7077 of the Department of State, Foreign Oper-
ations, and Related Programs Appropriations Act, 2012
(division I of Public Liaw 112-74) shall continue in effect

during fiscal year 2016, as amended by the Department
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of State, Foreign Operations, and Related Programs Ap-
propriations Act, 2014 (division K of Public Law 113-
76).
INTERNATIONAL FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS

SEC. 7029. (a) EVALUATIONS AND REPORT.—The
Secretary of the Treasury shall instruct the United States
executive director of each international financial institu-
tion to seek to require that such institution adopts and
implements a publicly available policy, including the stra-
tegic use of peer reviews and external experts, to conduct
independent, in-depth evaluations of the effectiveness of
at least 25 percent of all loans, grants, programs, and sig-
nificant analytical non-lending activities in advancing the
institution’s goals of reducing poverty and promoting equi-
table economic growth, consistent with relevant safe-
ouards, to ensure that decisions to support such loans,
orants, programs, and activities are based on accurate
data and objective analysis: Provided, That not later than
180 days after enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall
submit a report to the Committees on Appropriations on
steps taken by the United States executive directors and
the international financial institutions consistent with this
subsection.

(b) SAFEGUARDS.—The Secretary of the Treasury

shall instruct the United States Executive Director of the
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International Bank for Reconstruction and Development
and the International Development Association to vote
against any loan, grant, policy, or strategy if such institu-
tion has adopted and is implementing any social or envi-
ronmental safeguard relevant to such loan, grant, policy,
or strategy that provides less protection than World Bank
safeguards in effect on September 30, 2015.

(¢) COMPENSATION.—None of the funds appro-
priated under title V of this Act may be made as payment
to any international financial institution while the United
States executive director to such institution is com-
pensated by the institution at a rate which, together with
whatever compensation such executive director receives
from the United States, is in excess of the rate provided
for an individual occupying a position at level IV of the
Executive Schedule under section 5315 of title 5, United
States Code, or while any alternate United States execu-
tive director to such institution is compensated by the in-
stitution at a rate in excess of the rate provided for an
individual occupying a position at level V of the Executive
Schedule under section 5316 of title 5, United States

Code.

(d) HuMAN RiGrTs.—The Secretary of the Treasury
shall instruct the United States executive director of each

international financial institution to seek to require that
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such institution conducts rigorous human rights due dili-
gence and human rights risk management, as appropriate,
in connection with any loan, grant, policy, or strategy of
such institution: Provided, That prior to voting on any
such loan, grant, policy, or strategy the executive director
shall consult with the Assistant Secretary for Democracy,
Human Rights, and Labor, Department of State, if the
executive director has reason to believe that such loan,
erant, policy, or strategy could result in forced displace-
ment or other violation of human rights.

(e) FRAUD AND CORRUPTION.—The Secretary of the
Treasury shall instruet the United States executive direc-
tor of each international financial institution to promote
in loan, grant, and other financing agreements improve-
ments in borrowing countries’ financial management and
judicial capacity to investigate, prosecute, and punish
fraud and corruption.

(f) BENEFICIAL OWNERSHIP INFORMATION.—The
Secretary of the Treasury shall instruct the United States
executive director of each international financial institu-
tion to seek to require that such institution collects,
verifies, and publishes, to the maximum extent practicable,
beneficial ownership information (excluding proprietary
information) for any corporation or limited liability com-

pany, other than a publicly listed company, that receives
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funds appropriated by this Act that are provided as pay-
ment to such institution: Provided, That not later than
180 days after enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall
submit a report to the Committees on Appropriations on
steps taken by the United States executive directors and
the international financial institutions consistent with this
subsection.

(2) WHISTLEBLOWER PROTECTIONS.

The Secretary
of the Treasury shall instruct the United States executive
director of each international financial institution to seek
to require that each such institution is effectively imple-
menting and enforcing policies and procedures which re-
flect best practices for the protection of whistleblowers
from retaliation, including best practices for—
(1) protection against retaliation for internal
and lawful public disclosure;
(2) legal burdens of proof;
(3) statutes of limitation for reporting retalia-
tion;
(4) access to independent adjudicative bodies,
including external arbitration; and
(5) results that eliminate the effects of proven

retaliation.
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DEBT-FOR-DEVELOPMENT

SEC. 7030. In order to enhance the continued partici-
pation of nongovernmental organizations in debt-for-devel-
opment and debt-for-nature exchanges, a mnongovern-
mental organization which is a grantee or contractor of
the United States Agency for International Development
may place in interest bearing accounts local currencies
which acerue to that organization as a result of economic
assistance provided under title IIT of this Act and, subject
to the regular notification procedures of the Committees
on Appropriations, any interest earned on such investment
shall be used for the purpose for which the assistance was
provided to that organization.

FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT AND BUDGET TRANSPARENCY
SEC. 7031. (a) LIMITATION ON DIRECT GOVERN-

MENT-TO-GOVERNMENT ASSISTANCE.—

(1) REQUIREMENTS.—Funds appropriated by
this Act may be made available for direct govern-
ment-to-government assistance only if—

(A)(1) each implementing agency or min-
istry to receive assistance has been assessed
and 1s considered to have the systems required
to manage such assistance and any identified
vulnerabilities or weaknesses of such agency or

ministry have been addressed;
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(i1) the recipient agency or ministry em-
ploys and utilizes staff with the necessary tech-
nical, financial, and management capabilities;

(ii1) the recipient agency or ministry has
adopted competitive procurement policies and
systems;

(iv) effective monitoring and evaluation
systems are in place to ensure that such assist-
ance 1s used for its intended purposes;

(v) no level of acceptable fraud is assumed;
and

(vi) the government of the recipient coun-
try is taking steps to publicly disclose on an an-
nual basis its national budget, to include in-
come and expenditures;

(B) the recipient government is in compli-
ance with the principles set forth in section
7013 of this Act;

(C) the recipient agency or ministry is not
headed or controlled by an organization des-
ignated as a foreign terrorist organization
under section 219 of the Immigration and Na-
tionality Act;

(D) the Government of the United States

and the government of the recipient country
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have agreed, in writing, on clear and achievable

objectives for the use of such assistance, which

should be made available on a cost-reimbursable
basis; and

(I£) the recipient government is taking
steps to protect the rights of civil society, in-
cluding freedoms of expression, association, and
assembly.

(2) CONSULTATION AND NOTIFICATION.—In
addition to the requirements in paragraph (1), no
funds may be made available for direct government-
to-government assistance without prior consultation
with, and notification of, the Committees on Appro-
priations: Provided, That such notification shall con-
tain an explanation of how the proposed activity

meets the requirements of paragraph (1): Provided

SJurther, That the requirements of this paragraph

shall only apply to direct government-to-government
assistance in excess of $10,000,000 and all funds
available for cash transfer, budget support, and cash
payments to individuals.

(3) SUSPENSION OF ASSISTANCE.—The Admin-
istrator of the United States Agency for Inter-
national Development (USAID) or the Secretary of

State, as appropriate, shall suspend any direct gov-
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ernment-to-government assistance if the Adminis-
trator or the Secretary has credible information of
material misuse of such assistance, unless the Ad-
ministrator or the Secretary reports to the Commit-
tees on Appropriations that it is in the national in-
terest of the United States to continue such assist-
ance, including a justification, or that such misuse
has been appropriately addressed.

(4) SUBMISSION OF INFORMATION.—The Sec-
retary of State shall submit to the Committees on
Appropriations, concurrent with the fiscal year 2017
congressional budget justification materials, amounts
planned for assistance described in paragraph (1) by
country, proposed funding amount, source of funds,
and type of assistance.

(5) REPORT.—Not later than 90 days after the
enactment of this Act and 6 months thereafter until
September 30, 2016, the USAID Administrator
shall submit to the Committees on Appropriations a
report that—

(A) details all assistance described in para-
oraph (1) provided during the previous 6-month
period by country, funding amount, source of

funds, and type of such assistance; and
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(B) the type of procurement instrument or
mechanism utilized and whether the assistance
was provided on a reimbursable basis.

(6) DEBT SERVICE PAYMENT PROHIBITION.—
None of the funds made available by this Act may
be used for any foreign country for debt service pay-
ments owed by any country to any international fi-
nancial institution: Provided, That for purposes of
this paragraph, the term “international financial in-
stitution” has the meaning given the term in section
7034(r)(3) of this Act.

(b) NATIONAL BUDGET AND CONTRACT TRANS-

PARENCY.—

(1) MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS OF FISCAL
TRANSPARENCY.—The Secretary of State shall con-
tinue to update and strengthen the “minimum re-
quirements of fiscal transparency’ for each govern-
ment receiving assistance appropriated by this Act,
as 1dentified in the report required by section
7031(b) of the Department of State, Foreign Oper-
ations, and Related Programs Appropriations Act,
2014 (division K of Public Law 113-76).

(2) DEFINITION.—For purposes of paragraph
(1), “minimum requirements of fiscal transparency”

are requirements consistent with those in subsection
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(a)(1), and the public disclosure of national budget
documentation (to include receipts and expenditures
by ministry) and government contracts and licenses
for natural resource extraction (to include bidding
and concession allocation practices).

(3) DETERMINATION AND REPORT.—For each
covernment identified pursuant to paragraph (1),
the Secretary of State, not later than 180 days after
enactment of this Act, shall make or update any de-
termination of “‘significant progress’” or “no signifi-
cant progress”’ in meeting the minimum require-
ments of fiscal transparency, and make such deter-
minations publicly available in an annual ‘“Fiscal
Transparency Report” to be posted on the Depart-
ment of State Web site: Provided, That the Sec-
retary shall identify the significant progress made by
each such government to publicly disclose national
budget documentation, contracts, and licenses which
are additional to such information disclosed in pre-
vious fiscal years, and include specific recommenda-
tions of short- and long-term steps such government

should take to improve fiscal transparency: Provided

Jurther, That the annual report shall include a de-

tailed description of how funds appropriated by this
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Act are being used to improve fiscal transparency,
and identify benchmarks for measuring progress.

(4) ASSISTANCE.—Funds appropriated under
title III of this Act shall be made available for pro-
orams and activities to assist governments identified
pursuant to paragraph (1) to improve budget trans-
parency and to support civil society organizations in
such countries that promote budget transparency:
Provided, That such sums shall be in addition to
funds otherwise made available for such purposes:
Provided further, That a description of the uses of
such funds shall be included in the annual “Fiscal

Transparency Report” required by paragraph (3).

(¢) ANTI-KLEPTOCRACY AND HUMAN RIGHTS.

(1)(A) INeLIGIBILITY.—Officials of foreign gov-
ernments and their immediate family members about
whom the Secretary of State has credible informa-
tion have been involved 1n significant corruption, in-
cluding corruption related to the extraction of nat-
ural resources, or a gross violation of human rights
shall be ineligible for entry into the United States.

(B) The Secretary may also publicly or pri-
vately designate or identify officials of foreign gov-
ernments and their immediate family members about

whom the Secretary has such credible information
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without regard to whether the individual has applied
for a visa.

(2) ExceprTION.—Individuals shall not be ineli-
gible if entry into the United States would further
important United States law enforcement objectives
or is necessary to permit the United States to fulfill
its obligations under the United Nations Head-
quarters Agreement: Provided, That nothing in
paragraph (1) shall be construed to derogate from
United States Government obligations under applica-
ble international agreements.

(3) WAIVER.—The Secretary may waive the ap-
plication of paragraph (1) if the Secretary deter-
mines that the waiver would serve a compelling na-
tional interest or that the circumstances which
caused the individual to be ineligible have changed
sufficiently.

(4) REPORT.—Not later than 6 months after
enactment of this Act, the Secretary of State shall
submit a report, including a classified annex if nec-
essary, to the Committees on Appropriations and the
Committees on the Judiciary describing the informa-
tion related to corruption or violation of human
rights concerning each of the individuals found ineli-

eible in the previous 12 months pursuant to para-
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oraph (1)(A) as well as the individuals who the Sec-
retary designated or identified pursuant to para-
oraph (1)(B), or who would be ineligible but for the
application of paragraph (2), a list of any waivers
provided under paragraph (3), and the justification
for each waiver.

(5) POSTING OF REPORT.—Any unclassified
portion of the report required under paragraph (4)
shall be posted on the Department of State Web
site.

(6) CLARIFICATION.—For purposes of para-
oraphs (1)(B), (4), and (5), the records of the De-
partment of State and of diplomatic and consular of-
fices of the United States pertaining to the issuance
or refusal of visas or permits to enter the United

States shall not be considered confidential.

(d) EXTRACTION OF NATURAL RESOURCES.

(1) ASSISTANCE.—Funds appropriated by this
Act shall be made available to promote and support
transparency and accountability of expenditures and
revenues related to the extraction of natural re-
sources, Including by strengthening implementation
and monitoring of the Extractive Industries Trans-
parency Initiative, implementing and enforcing sec-

tion 8204 of the Food, Conservation, and Energy
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Act of 2008 (Public Law 110-246; 122 Stat. 2052)

and to prevent the sale of conflict diamonds, and
provide technical assistance to promote independent
audit mechanisms and support civil society partici-
pation in natural resource management.

(2) UNITED STATES POLICY.—

(A) The Secretary of the Treasury shall in-
form the management of the international fi-
nancial institutions, and post on the Depart-
ment of the Treasury Web site, that it is the
policy of the United States to vote against any
assistance by such institutions (including any
loan, credit, grant, or guarantee) for the extrac-
tion and export of a natural resource if the gov-
ernment of the country has in place laws, regu-
lations, or procedures to prevent or limit the
public disclosure of company payments as re-
quired by section 1504 of the Dodd-Frank Wall
Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act
(Public Law 111-203; 124 Stat. 2220), and
unless such government has adopted laws, regu-
lations, or procedures in the sector in which as-
sistance 1s being considered for—

(1) accurately accounting for and pub-

lic disclosure of payments to the host gov-
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ernment by companies involved in the ex-
traction and export of natural resources;

(i) the independent auditing of ac-
counts receiving such payments and public
disclosure of the findings of such audits;
and

(111) public disclosure of such docu-

ments as Host Government Agreements,
Concession Agreements, and bidding docu-
ments, allowing in any such dissemination
or disclosure for the redaction of, or excep-
tions for, information that is commercially
proprietary or that would create competi-
tive disadvantage.

(B) The requirements of subparagraph (A)
shall not apply to assistance for the purpose of
building the capacity of such government to
meet the requirements of this subparagraph.

(e) FOREIGN ASSISTANCE WEB SITE.—Funds appro-
priated by this Act under titles I and II, and funds made
available for any independent agency in title 111, as appro-
priate, may be made available to support the provision of
additional information on United States Government for-
eign assistance on the Department of State foreign assist-

ance Web site: Provided, That all Federal agencies funded
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DEMOCRACY PROGRAMS
SEC. 7032. (a) FUNDING.—

(1) Of the funds appropriated by this Act in ti-
tles III, IV, and V, not less than $2,308,517,000
shall be made available for democracy programs, of
which amounts shall be allocated as follows—

(A) not less than $312,963,000 for Africa;
(B) not less than $157,423,000 for the

East Asia and the Pacific region;

(C) not less than $193,244,000 for Europe
and Kurasia;
(D) not less than $409,316,000 for the

Near East region;

(E) not less than $627,944,000 for South
and Central Asia; and
(F) not less than $480,526,000 for the

Western Hemisphere.

(2) Of the funds appropriated by this Act not
less than $25,000,000 shall be made available for
democracy programs in countries experiencing polit-
ical, ethnic, racial, religious, or other instability or
conflict, or emerging from conflict, including Sri

Lanka and Nepal, which shall be administered by
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the United States chief of mission in such countries:

Provided, That the Secretary of State shall consult

with the Committees on Appropriations prior to obli-

cating funds for such purpose.

(b) AuTHoRrITY.—Funds made available by this Act
for democracy programs may be made available notwith-
standing any other provision of law, and with regard to
the National Endowment for Democracy (NED), any reg-
ulation.

(¢) DEFINITION OF DEMOCRACY PROGRAMS.—For
purposes of funds appropriated by this Act, the term “de-
mocracy programs’ means programs that support good
covernance, credible and competitive elections, freedom of
expression, assoclation, assembly, and religion, human
rights, labor rights, independent media, and the rule of
law, and that otherwise strengthen the capacity of demo-
cratic political parties, governments, nongovernmental or-
canizations and institutions, and ecitizens to support the
development of democratic states, and institutions that are
responsive and accountable to citizens.

(d) RESTRICTION ON PRIOR APPROVAL.—With re-
spect to the provision of assistance for democracy pro-
orams in this Aect, the organizations implementing such
assistance, the specific nature of that assistance, and the

participants in such programs shall not be subject to the
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prior approval by the government of any foreign country:
Provided, That the Secretary of State, in coordination
with the Administrator of the United States Agency for
International Development (USAID), shall report to the
Committees on Appropriations, not later than 120 days
after enactment of this Act, detailing steps taken by the
Department of State and USAID to comply with the re-
quirements of this subsection.

(¢) PRIORITIZATION OF KFUNDING MECHANISMS.

Democracy programs implemented by funds made avail-
able by this Act shall be designed to have grants and coop-
erative agreements as the primary delivery mechanisms
for such programs: Provided, That not later than 60 days
after enactment of this Act, the Secretary of State and
USAID Administrator shall each submit a report to the
Committees on Appropriations detailing the steps to be
taken by the Department of State and USAID to comply
with the requirements of this subsection: Provided further,
That for contracts to be used to implement such programs
with funds made available by this Act that exceed
$1,000,000, the Secretary of State and USAID Adminis-
trator, as appropriate, shall submit to the Committees on
Appropriations a justification for the use of such mecha-
nisms on a case-by-case basis and before Requests for Pro-

posals are released.
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(f) REPORTS.—

(1) PoLicy IMPLEMENTATION.—The Secretary
of State and USAID Administrator shall develop
and establish revised guidelines on the uses of
orants and cooperative agreements for democracy
programs, in accordance with the objectives of pro-
moting resilient, open, and democratic societies in
the Quadrennial Diplomacy and Development Re-
view, 2015, and the foreign policy objectives in the
ADVANCE Democracy Act of 2007 (title XXI of
Public Law 110-53; 22 U.S.C. 8202): Provided,
That the Secretary and USAID Administrator shall
consult with democracy program implementers in es-
tablishing such guidelines, and shall each submit
such guidelines to the appropriate congressional
committees once established.

(2) TRAINING.—Not later than 90 days after
enactment of this Act, the Secretary of State shall
update and submit to the Committees on Appropria-
tions the report required by section 2141(c) of the
ADVANCE Democracy Act of 2007 (title XXI of
Public Law 110-53; 22 U.S.C. 8241): Provided,
That such report shall also include the total number
of democracy and human rights officers, mcluding

Democracy Liaison Officers and other positions with
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responsibility for democracy and human rights re-
lated 1ssues and programs, at the Department of
State and USAID for calendar years 2013, 2014,
and 2015.

(2) NONDEMOCRATIC AND DEMOCRATIC

TRANSITIONING COUNTRIES.—

(1) DEMOCRACY STRATEGIC REVIEWS AND AS-

SESSMENTS.

Prior to the obligation of funds made
available for Department of State and USAID de-
mocracy programs in a nondemocratic or democratic
transitioning country, the Under Secretary for Civil-
ian Security, Democracy and Human Rights, De-
partment of State, in consultation with other rel-
evant officials at the Department of State and
USAID, including the Director of the Center of Ex-
cellence on Democracy, Human Rights, and Govern-
ance, USAID, shall review and assess the annual
country strategy required by section 2111(c)(1) of
the ADVANCE Democracy Act of 2007 (title XXI
of Public Law 110-53; 22 U.S.C. 8211), and submit
a report to the Committees on Appropriations de-
seribing—

(A) the goals and objectives of such pro-

oram, including a timeline for achieving results,
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and any modification proposed as a result of

the review and assessment;

(B) the political and social conditions in
such country that may impact the promotion of
democracy;

(C) the assessed risks to intended bene-
ficiaries of such program;

(D) the assessed risks to implementers in
the conduct of such program, to be developed in
consultation with 1mplementers and other
United States Government agencies, as appro-
priate; and

(E) the funding requirements of initiating
and sustaining such program in fiscal year
2016 and subsequent fiscal years.

(2) DEFINITION.—For the purposes of the sub-
section the term ‘“‘nondemocratic or democratic
transitioning country’’ shall have the same meaning
as in section 2104(6) of the ADVANCE Democracy
Act of 2007 (title XXI of Public Law 110-53; 22
U.S.C. 8203).

(h) CONSULTATION AND COMMUNICATION REQUIRE-

MENTS.

(1) CHANGE IN ALLOCATION OF FOREIGN AS-

SISTANCE.—The Deputy Secretary for Management
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and Resources, Department of State, shall consult
with the Under Secretary for Civilian Security, De-
mocracy and Human Rights, Department of State,
and the Director of the Center of Excellence on De-
mocracy, Human Rights, and Governance, USAID,
on the proposed funding level for democracy pro-
orams submitted to Congress pursuant to section
653(a) of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961.

(2) INFORMING THE NATIONAL ENDOWMENT
FOR DEMOCRACY.—The Assistant Secretary for De-
mocracy, Human Rights, and Labor, Department of
State, and the Assistant Administrator for Democ-
racy, Conflict, and Humanitarian Assistance,
USAID, shall regularly inform the National Endow-
ment for Democracy of democracy programs that
are planned and supported by funds made available
by this Act and prior Acts making appropriations
for the Department of State, foreign operations, and
related programs.

INTERNATIONAL RELIGIOUS FREEDOM

SEC. 7033. (a) INTERNATIONAL RELIGIOUS FREE-

DOM OFFICE AND SPECIAL ENVOY TO PROMOTE RELI-
GI0US FREEDOM.—Of the funds appropriated by this Act
under the heading “Diplomatic and Consular Programs”,

not less than $5,000,000 shall be made available for the
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Office of the Ambassador-at-Liarge for International Reli-
oious Freedom, and not less than $1,000,000 shall be
made available for the Special Envoy to Promote Religious
Freedom in the Near East and South Central Asia, includ-
ing for support staff.
(b) ASSISTANCE.—
(1) INTERNATIONAL RELIGIOUS FREEDOM PRO-

GRAMS.—Of the funds appropriated by this Act

under the heading “Democracy Fund” and available
for the Human Rights and Democracy Fund
(HRDF), not less than $10,000,000 shall be made
available for international religious freedom pro-
orams: Provided, That the Ambassador-at-Liarge for
International Religious Freedom shall consult with
the Committees on Appropriations on the uses of
such funds.

(2) PROTECTION AND INVESTIGATION PRO-

GRAMS.—Of the funds appropriated by this Act

under the heading “Economic Support Fund”, not
less than $10,000,000 shall be made available for
programs to protect vulnerable and persecuted reli-
olous minorities: Provided, That a portion of such
funds shall be made available for programs to inves-
tigate the persecution of such minorities by govern-

ments and non-state entities and for the public dis-
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semination of information collected on such persecu-

tion, including on the Department of State Web site.

(3) HUMANITARIAN AND RELIEF PROGRAMS.
Funds appropriated by this Act under the headings
“International Disaster Assistance” and ‘“Migration
and Refugee Assistance” shall be made available for
humanitarian and relief assistance for vulnerable
and persecuted religious minorities.

(4) RESPONSIBILITY OF FUNDS.—Funds made
available by paragraphs (1) and (2) shall be the re-
sponsibility of the Ambassador-at-Large for Inter-
national Religious Freedom, in consultation with
other relevant United States Government officials.
(¢) INTERNATIONAL BROADCASTING.—Funds appro-

priated by this Act under the heading ‘‘Broadcasting
Board of Governors, International Broadcasting Oper-
ations” shall be made available for programs related to
International religious freedom, including reporting on the
plight of vulnerable and persecuted religious groups.

(d) GENOCIDE DETERMINATION.—Not later than 90
days after enactment of this Act, the Secretary of State,
in consultation with the heads of other relevant United
States Government agencies and representatives from
United States civil society, shall submit to the appropriate

congressional committees determinations on whether the
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ongoing violence against Christians in the Middle East by
Islamic extremists or against the Rohingya people in
Burma by Buddhist extremists constitutes genocide, as de-
fined in section 1091 of title 18, United States Code: Pro-
vided, That if the Secretary of State makes a determina-
tion that such violence constitutes genocide, the Secretary
shall concurrently submit to the appropriate congressional
committees a strategy for addressing such genocide.

(¢) DESIGNATION OF NON-STATE ENTITIES.—The

President shall, concurrent with the annual review re-
quired by section 402(b)(1) of the International Religious
Freedom Act of 1998 (22 U.S.C. 6442(b)(1)), identify any
non-state entities that have engaged in significant viola-
tions of religious freedom, and designate each such entity
as a non-state entity of particular concern for religious
freedom: Provided, That whenever the President des-
ignates a non-state entity as a non-state entity of par-
ticular concern for religious freedom under this para-
eraph, the President shall, as soon as practicable after the
designation is made, submit a report to the appropriate
congressional committees detailing the reasons for such
designation.

(f) REPORT.—Not later than September 30, 2016,
the Secretary of State, in consultation with the Broad-

casting Board of Governors and the Administrator of the
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United States Agency for International Development, shall
submit a report to the appropriate congressional commit-
tees detailing, by account, agency, and on a country-by-
country basis, funds made available by this Act and prior
Acts making appropriations for the Department of State,
foreign operations, and related programs for the previous
5 fiscal years for international religious freedom pro-
erams; protection and investigation programs regarding
vulnerable and persecuted religious minorities; humani-
tarian and relief assistance for such minorities; and inter-
national broadcasting regarding religious freedom.
SPECIAL PROVISIONS

SEC. 7034. (a) VicTiMs OF WAR, DISPLACED CIIIL-
DREN, AND DISPLACED BURMESE.—Funds appropriated
in titles IIT and VI of this Act that are made available
for victims of war, displaced children, displaced Burmese,
and to combat trafficking in persons and assist victims
of such trafficking, may be made available notwith-
standing any other provision of law.

(b) LAW ENFORCEMENT AND SECURITY.—

(1) CHILD SOLDIERS.

Funds appropriated by
this Act should not be used to support any military

training or operations that include child soldiers.

(2) CROWD CONTROL ITEMS.—Funds appro-

priated by this Act should not be used for tear gas,
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small arms, light weapons, ammunition, or other
items for crowd control purposes for foreign security
forces that use excessive force to repress peaceful ex-
pression, assoclation, or assembly in countries un-
dergoing democratic transition.

(3) DISARMAMENT, DEMOBILIZATION, AND RE-
INTEGRATION.—Section 7034(d) of the Department
of State, Foreign Operations, and Related Programs
Appropriations Act, 2015 (division J of Public Law
113-235) shall continue in effect during fiscal year
2016 as if part of this Act.

(4) FORENSIC ASSISTANCE.—Of the funds ap-
propriated by this Act under the heading “Inter-
national Narcotics Control and Law Enforcement’,
not less than $4,000,000 shall be made available for
forensic assistance relating to the exhumation of
mass graves and identification of vietims of war
crimes and crimes against humanity, including in
Sri Lianka, Central America, Peru, Colombia, and
Africa, which shall be administered by the Assistant
Secretary for Democracy, Human Rights, and

Labor, Department of State.

(5) INTERNATIONAL PRISONS CONDITIONS.
Section 7065 of the Department of State, Foreign

Operations, and Related Programs Appropriations
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Act, 2015 (division J of Public Law 113-235) shall
continue in effect during fiscal year 2016 as if part
of this Act.

(6) RECONSTITUTING CIVILIAN POLICE AU-
THORITY.—In providing assistance with funds ap-
propriated by this Act under section 660(b)(6) of
the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, support for a
nation emerging from instability may be deemed to
mean support for regional, district, municipal, or
other sub-national entity emerging from instability,
as well as a nation emerging from instability.

(7) SECURITY ASSISTANCE REPORT.—Not later
than 120 days after enactment of this Act, the Sec-
retary of State shall submit to the Committees on
Appropriations a report on funds oblicated and ex-
pended during fiscal year 2015, by country and pur-
pose of assistance, under the headings “Non-
proliferation, Anti-terrorism,
