Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Farm to School Act
of 2015,

SEC. 2. ACCESS TO LOCAL FOODS: FARM TO SCHOOL PRO-
GRAM.

Section 18(g) of the Richard B. Russell National
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School Lunch Act (42 U.S.C. 1769(g)) 1s amended—
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(1) in paragraph (1)—
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(A) by striking the paragraph designation
and heading and all that follows through “In
this subsection, the” and inserting the fol-
lowing:

In this subsection:

“(1) DEFINITIONS.

“(A)  AGRICULTURAL PRODUCER.—The
term ‘agricultural producer’ means a farmer,
rancher, or fisher (including of farm-raised
fish).

“(B) ELIGIBLE SCIIOOL.—The”’; and

(B) in subparagraph (B) (as so redesig-
nated), by inserting ““, including the summer
food service program for children under section
13 and the early care and afterschool portions
of the child and adult care food program under
section 17,7 after “under this Act”’;

the Secretary may provide funding for

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“(1) MaximuM  AMOUNT.—The total
amount provided to a grant recipient under
this subsection shall not exceed $200,000.
