Whereas the Armed Forces of the United States train indi-
viduals with the skills, discipline, and leadership nec-

essary to establish and operate a successful business;

Whereas there are approximately 2,500,000 veteran-owned
small businesses in the United States, employing nearly
6,000,000 individuals;

Whereas veteran-owned businesses make up nearly 10 per-

cent of all businesses in the United States;

Whereas veterans account for more than $1,200,000,000,000

In business receipts every year;
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Whereas veterans are 45 percent more likely to be self-em-

ployed than non-veterans;

Whereas, from 2007 to 2012, veteran-owned small businesses
erew at nearly twice the rate of non-veteran-owned small

businesses;

Whereas women veterans’ business ownership has increased
significantly, from 97,114 in 2007 to 384,549 in 2012;

Whereas the Office of Veterans Business Development of the
Small Business Administration is dedicated to maxi-
mizing the availability and usability of small business
programs for veterans, members of a reserve component
of the Armed Forces of the United States, members of
the Armed Forces of the United States serving on active-
duty, transitioning service members, and the spouses, de-

pendents, or survivors of those members and veterans;

Whereas the Small Business Administration serves more than
200,000 veterans, service-disabled veterans, women vet-

erans, and military spouses annually;
