(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 104(a) of the House of 5

Representatives Administrative Reform Technical Correc-6

tions Act (2 U.S.C. 5321(a)) is amended— 7

(1) by striking ‘‘not more than 18 permanent 8

employees and’’ and inserting ‘‘not more than 18 9

permanent employees, not more than 4 interns, 10

and’’; and 11

(2) by striking paragraph (1) and redesignating 12

paragraphs (2) through (5) as paragraphs (1) 13

through (4). 14

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by 15

subsection (a) shall apply with respect to fiscal year 2018 16

and each succeeding fiscal year. 17
