able resource;

Whereas principals set the academic tone for their schools
and work collaboratively with teachers and teacher lead-
ers to develop and maintain high curriculum standards,
develop mission statements, and set performance goals

and objectives;

Whereas the vision, dedication, and determination of a prin-
cipal provides the mobilizing force behind any school re-

form effort;

Whereas leadership is second only to classroom instruction
among all school-related factors that contribute to what
students learn at school, according to research conducted

by the Wallace Foundation;

Whereas the NAESP National Distinguished Principals pro-
eram honors exemplary elementary and middle level pub-
lie, private, and independent school leaders as well as
leaders from the United States Department of Defense
Schools and the United States Department of State
