ING BOARDS.—Section 7461 of title 38, United States 5

Code, is amended by adding at the end the following new 6

subsection: 7

‘‘(f) Whenever the Under Secretary for Health (or an 8

official designated by the Under Secretary) brings charges 9

based on conduct or performance against a section 10

7401(1) employee and as a result of those charges a major 11

adverse action is taken against the employee, the Under 12

Secretary shall, not later than 30 days after the date on 13

which such major adverse action is carried out, transmit 14

to the National Practitioner Data Bank and the applicable 15

State licensing board the name of the employee, a descrip-16

tion of the major adverse action, and a description of the 17

reason for the major adverse action.’’. 18
