SEC. 2. FLOOD RISK DISCLOSURE FOR MILITARY CON-

STRUCTION.

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Defense shall
modify Department of Defense Form 1391 to require,
with respect to any proposed major or minor military con-
struction project requiring congressional notification or
approval, disclosure whether a proposed project will be
sited within or partially within a 100-year floodplain, ac-
cording to the most recent available Federal Emergency
Management Agency flood hazard data.

(b) DELINEATION OF KFLOODPLAIN.—To the extent
that Federal Emergency Management Agency flood haz-
ard data are not available for a proposed major or minor
military construction site, the Secretary concerned shall
establish a process for delineating the 100-year floodplain
using risk analysis that is consistent with the standards
used to inform Federal flood risk assessments.

(¢c) REPORTING REQUIREMENTS.—FKor proposed
projects that are to be sited within or partially within a
100-year floodplain, the Secretary concerned shall submit
to the congressional defense committees a report with the
following:
