Whereas, on December 2, 2017, the University of Central 

Missouri won the National Collegiate Athletic Association 

Division II Women’s Soccer Championship at Swope Soc-

cer Village in Kansas City, Missouri, which was the first 

national championship in the history of the University of 

Central Missouri women’s soccer program; 

Whereas the University of Central Missouri women’s soccer 

team completed an undefeated season with a record of 26 

wins and no losses or ties, setting a new Division II 

record for wins in a season; 
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Whereas the University of Central Missouri women’s soccer 

team tied a Division II single-season record with 21 shut-

outs; 

Whereas the University of Central Missouri women’s soccer 

team finished the season as the top-ranked team in the 

United Soccer Coaches Top 25 Division II postseason 

poll; 

Whereas 5 of the University of Central Missouri Jennies, Ana 

Dilkes, Jada Scott, Kayla Hamner, Baylie Edwards, and 

Abby Rhodes, were named to the Division II Conference 

Commissioners Association All-America Soccer Teams;

Whereas the University of Central Missouri is a leader in 

promoting soccer and the values of teamwork, commit-
