Section 844 of the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6
U.RS.C. 414) 1is amended by adding at the end the following:

“(b) INTELLIGENCE ROTATIONAL ASSIGNMENT PRO-
GRAM.—

“(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—Not later than 1 year
after the date of enactment of this subsection, the Sec-
retary shall establish an Intelligence Rotational As-
signment Program as part of the Rotation Program
under subsection (a).

“(2) EriciBiLity—The Intelligence Rotational
Assignment Program shall be open to employees serv-
mg m analyst positions i an intelligence component
of the Department, analyst positions in the United
States Secret Service, and other positions in the De-
partment, as determined appropriate by the Sec-

retary.
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“(3) COORDINATION.—The Chief Human Capital
Officer shall carry out the responsibilities relating to
the Rotation Program that are specified in subsection
(a)(3)(B) with respect to the Intelligence Rotational
Assignment Program under this subsection, to the ex-
tent those responsibilities are applicable to the Intel-

ligence Rotational Assignment Program.”.
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
