Section 101 of the National Security Act of 1947 (50 4

U.S.C. 3021) is amended by adding at the end the fol-5

lowing new subsection: 6

‘‘(g) ASSISTANT TO THE PRESIDENT FOR NATIONAL 7

SECURITY AFFAIRS.—The Assistant to the President for 8

National Security Affairs shall be appointed by the Presi-9

dent, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate.’’. 10
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
