RESOLUTION

Honoring the World Food Program on the occasion of being
awarded the 2020 Nobel Peace Prize.

Whereas, on October 9, 2020, the Norwegian Nobel Com-
mittee announced that the Nobel Peace Prize for 2020
has been awarded to the United Nations World Kood
Program (WFP) “for its efforts to combat hunger, for its
contribution to bettering conditions for peace in conflict-
affected areas and for acting as a driving force in efforts
to prevent the use of hunger as a weapon of war and con-
flict”;

Whereas the WEFP is the world’s largest humanitarian orga-

nization addressing hunger and promoting food security;
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Whereas, in 2019, 135 million people suffered from acute
hunger, and in that year, the WEFP provided nutrition as-

sistance to nearly 100 million people in 88 countries;

Whereas, in 2020, the coronavirus pandemic has contributed
to a significant increase in the number of victims of hun-
ger in the world, and in order to meet this compounded

need, the WE'P has surged its capacity;

Whereas the United States makes available more than 40

percent of the WEP’s annual resources;

Whereas the WEFP has stated, “Until the day we have a med-

ical vaccine, food is the best vaccine against chaos’; and

Whereas in its announcement, the Nobel Committee stated,
“The work of the World Food Programme to the benefit
of humankind is an endeavour that all the nations of the

world should be able to endorse and support’:

therefore, be it
