Whereas the mission of One Health is to establish closer pro-
fessional interactions, collaborations, and educational op-
portunities across the various medical, veterinary, and
environmental health professions and their allied science
professions to simultaneously improve public health, ani-

mal health, and environmental health;

Whereas the increasing threats posed by emerging diseases
shared between animals and people, foodborne, vector-
borne, and waterborne diseases, and other environmental
factors may support the need for an integrated effort by
professionals from multiple disciplines, including health,

science, technology, and engineering;
