Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Homeless Children and

Youth Act of 20217,
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SEC. 2. AMENDMENTS TO THE MCKINNEY-VENTO HOME-
