amend the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to establish
a system for the taxation of catastrophic risk transfer
companies to ensure sufficient capital to cover cata-
strophic insurance losses, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Catastrophic Risk
Transfer Act of 2023” or the “CART Act of 2023"".
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SEC. 2. TAXATION OF CATASTROPHIC RISK TRANSFER

COMPANIES.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subchapter M of chapter 1 of the
Internal Revenue Code of 1986 is amended by adding at
the end the following new part:

“PART V—CATASTROPHIC RISK TRANSFER
COMPANIES

“Sec. 860M. Catastrophic risk transfer companies.

“Sec. 860N. Taxation of catastrophic risk transfer companies.

“Sec. 8600. Taxation of security holders of catastrophic risk transfer company;
limitations applicable to dividends received from catastrophic
risk transfer company.

“Sec. 860P. Dividends paid by catastrophic risk transfer company after close
of taxable year.

“SEC. 860M. CATASTROPHIC RISK TRANSFER COMPANIES.

“(a) GENERAL RULE.—For purposes of this subtitle,
the term ‘catastrophic risk transfer company’ means any
domestic corporation which—

“(1) is—

“(A) created or organized under the laws
of a State which has enacted a State law which
enables the organization and licensure of a spe-
clal purpose insurer (whether or not designated
as such under such State law) which is capable
of carrying out the activities described in para-
oraph (2), and

regula icel as such a spe-
“(B) regulated and licensed as such a s

cial purpose insurer by the State commissioner
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of insurance or other State official charged with

regulation of insurance within the State,

“(2) the principal purpose of which is the car-
rying out of the activities of catastrophic risk trans-
fer, but only if—

“(A) substantially all of such activities re-
late to business other than general annuity
business, and

“(B) such activities are limited to—

“(1) 1ssuing equity and debt securities,

“(1) owning qualified investments,
and

“(i11) entering into one or more insur-
ance or reinsurance agreements covering
catastrophic risks from persons who are
not related to such corporation at any time
during the period beginning with the date
such agreements are entered into and end-
ing with the last day of the period such
agreements are in effect, and

“(3) is authorized by the State commissioner of
insurance or other State official charged with regula-
tion of insurance within the State to carry out the

activities of catastrophic risk transfer.

“(b) LIMITATIONS.—A corporation shall not be con-
sidered a catastrophic risk transfer company for any tax-
able year unless—

“(1) it files with its return for the taxable year
an election to be a catastrophic risk transfer com-
pany or has made such election for a previous tax-
able year,

“(2) at least 90 percent of its gross income is
derived from—

“(A) mvestment income from qualified in-
vestments, and
“(B)(1) reinsurance premiums received
from a regulated insurance company, or
“(i1) insurance premiums from—
“(I) a governmental agency,
“(IT) a company the assets of which
exceed $100,000,000, or
“(II) a company that is transferring

or class shall be treated as a separate corporation for pur-
poses of this title (other than determining whether the re-
quirements of subsection (a) are met).

strophic risk transfer company which fails to meet

“(A) IN  OENERAL.—The term ‘cata-
strophic risk’ means a risk of loss which has a
low likelihood of occurring but which will be
large in amount.

“(2) INVESTMENTS AND INCOME.—

“(A) QUALIFIED INVESTMENT.—The term
‘qualified investment’ means—

“(1) cash,

and funds primarily holding such debt se-
curities.

“(B) INVESTMENT INCOME.—The term
‘investment income’ means interest that is ac-
crued or received on, distributions in connection
with, or proceeds from the disposition of, quali-
fied investments.

“(3) REGULATED INSURANCE COMPANY.—The
term ‘regulated insurance company’ means any com-
pany which is licensed to engage in the business of
insurance in a State and which is subject to State
law which regulates insurance (within the meaning

of section 514(b)(2) of the Employee Retirement In-

“(4) RELATED PERSON.—A person shall be
treated as related person to another person if such
person bears a relationship to such other person de-
scribed 1n section 267(b) or 707(b).

“(a) REQUIREMENTS APPLICABLE TO  CATA-
STROPHIC RISK TRANSFER COMPANIES.—The provisions
of this part (other than subsection (¢) of this section) shall
not be applicable to a catastrophic risk transfer company
for a taxable year unless—

“(1) the deduction for dividends paid during
the taxable year (as defined in section 561) equals
or exceeds 90 percent of its catastrophic risk trans-
fer company taxable income for the taxable year de-
termined without regard to subsection (b)(2)(C), and

“(2) as of the close of the taxable year, the cat-
astrophic risk transfer company has no earnings and
profits accumulated in any taxable year to which the
provisions of this part (or the corresponding provi-
sions of prior law) did not apply to it.
