A BILL

tient items and services related to the diagnosis and
treatment of a congenital anomaly or birth defect.

4 This Act may be cited as the “Ensuring Lasting

5 Smiles Act”.
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SEC. 2. COVERAGE OF CONGENITAL ANOMALY OR BIRTH

(d) STUDY AND REPORT ON NETWORK ADEQUACY.—
The Secretary of Iealth and Human Services shall con-
duct a study, and not later than December 31, 2027, sub-
mit a report to Congress, on the matters relating to access
of services for coverage of outpatient and inpatient items
and services related to the diagnosis and treatment of a
congenital anomaly or birth defect that primarily impacts
the appearance or function of the eyes, ears, teeth, mouth,
or jaw. Such study and report shall—

(1) evaluate the sufficiency and accessibility of
networks of providers that perform services related
to the diagnosis and treatment of such congenital
anomalies and birth defects under group health
plans and group and individual health insurance cov-

erage (as such terms are defined in section 2791 of

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the Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 300gg—

91)); and

(2) assess any change in out-of-pocket costs for
patients, by procedure type, resulting from the cov-
erage requirements under sections 2799A-11 of the
Public Health Service Act, 726 of the Employee Re-
tirement Income Security Act of 1974, and 9826 of
the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as added by this
section, and any change in the overall procedure cost
for such services.

(e) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by

12 subsections (a), (b), and (¢) shall apply with respect to

13 plan years beginning on or after January 1, 2026.
