SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Protect Our Farmers 4

and Families Act of 2025’’. 5

SEC. 2. CANCELLATION OF REGISTRATION OF DIQUAT. 6

(a) IN GENERAL.—Pursuant to section 6(b) of the 7

Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act (7 8

(b) SALE AND USE OF EXISTING STOCKS PROHIB-17

ITED.—Notwithstanding section 6(a) of the Federal Insec-18

ticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act (7 U.S.C. 136d(a)), 19

effective on the date of enactment of this Act, the contin-20

ued sale and use of existing stocks of diquat shall be pro-21

hibited. 22

(c) REREGISTRATION PROHIBITED.—Effective on the 23

date of enactment of this Act, the Administrator of the 24

Environmental Protection Agency may not reregister 25
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diquat under section 4 of the Federal Insecticide, Fun-1

gicide, and Rodenticide Act (7 U.S.C. 136a–1). 2
