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Subpart A—Introduction

§2.1 Statutory authority for confiden-
tiality of substance use disorder pa-
tient records.

Title 42, United States Code, Section
290dd-2(g) authorizes the Secretary to
prescribe regulations. Such regulations
may contain such definitions, and may
provide for such safeguards and proce-
dures, including procedures and cri-
teria for the issuance and scope of or-
ders, as in the judgment of the Sec-
retary are necessary or proper to effec-
tuate the purposes of this statute, to
prevent circumvention or evasion
thereof, or to facilitate compliance
therewith.

§2.2 Purpose and effect.

(a) Purpose. Pursuant to 42 U.S.C.
290dd-2(g), the regulations in this part
impose restrictions upon the disclosure
and use of substance use disorder pa-
tient records which are maintained in
connection with the performance of
any part 2 program. The regulations in
this part include the following sub-
parts:

Provisions, including definitions, appli-
cability, and general restrictions;
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
