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§200.1 Purpose and scope.

(a) This part sets forth the National
Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) small
business size standards for NMFS to
use in conducting Regulatory Flexi-
bility Act (RFA) analyses for NMFS
actions subject to the RFA. This part
also sets forth the timeframe for NMFS
to review its small business size stand-
ards.

(b) NMFS has established the alter-
native size standards in this part, for
RFA compliance purposes only, in
order to simplify the RFA analyses
done in support of NMFS’ rules, better
meet the RFA’s intent by more accu-
rately representing expected dispropor-

tionate effects of NMFS’ rules between
small and large businesses, create a
standard that more accurately reflects
the size distribution of all businesses in
the industry, and allow NMFS to deter-
mine when changes to the standard are
necessary and appropriate.

§200.2 Small business size standards
and frequency of review.

(a) NMFS’ small business size stand-
ard for businesses, including their af-
filiates, whose primary industry is
commercial fishing is $11 million in an-
nual gross receipts. This standard ap-
plies to all businesses classified under
North American Industry Classifica-
tion System (NAICS) code 11411 for
commercial fishing, including all busi-
nesses classified as commercial finfish
fishing (NAICS 114111), commercial
shellfish fishing (NAICS 114112), and
other commercial marine fishing
(NAICS 114119) businesses.

(b) NMFS will review each of the
small business size standards in para-
graph (a) of this section at least once
every b years to determine if a change
is warranted. A change may be war-
ranted because of changes in industry
structure, market conditions, infla-
tion, or other relevant factors.
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
