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our resources—in this case, the energy
revolution that is at hand.

Look, what Republicans have done
today is brought a bill that is common
sense to the floor to unleash our nat-
ural resources, to make sure that it
helps out not only our foreign policy,
but workers and jobs in this country,
and that is important. So it is a policy
issue. The Republican Party is dead-on.
There is going to be a bipartisan vote
today.

Mr. Speaker, I urge my colleagues to
support the rule and the underlying
legislation.

I yield back the balance of my time,
and I move the previous question on
the resolution.
