Mr. CARTWRIGHT. Madam Speaker, | rise
today to honor Avoca Borough, Pennsylvania
as its residents celebrate its 150th anniversary
of incorporation.

On May 24, 1871, Avoca Borough, then
known as Pleasant Valley, was officially incor-
porated after splitting from the nearby Pittston
Township. Governed by three councilmen,
Pleasant Valley was a booming community
with four railroads, four churches, a board of
trade, a school, and a fire company.

In 1889, residents wanted to move the Marr
Post Office to a more central location in the
community. With another borough in the Com-
monwealth already claiming the name Pleas-
ant Valley, the United States Postal Service
rejected their request, but the citizens were
undeterred. They requested a name change to
Avoca through the Luzerne County Court after
the Avoca Hose Company. The court granted
their request, and the name was officially
changed.

The twentieth century saw growth and pros-
perity for Avoca, and as the population grew,
so did the needs of the community. In 1905,
a group of Avoca’s most enterprising citizens
met to discuss the need for a town bank, and
on April 1, 1907, the First National Bank of
Avoca opened on Main Street. In the early
1920s, schools were struggling to accommo-
date the number of students due to a steadily
increasing population. In 1925, the Avoca
School Board finalized plans for a four-year
high school building, which was completed in
time for the 1926 school year.

Avoca has always been home to patriotic
Americans who valiantly served their country
and sought to give back to their community. In
1931, a group of ex-service members orga-
nized the American Legion McPhillips-Widdal
Post, and in 1946, Avoca veterans formed the
Veterans of Foreign Wars Post 8335. Both or-
ganizations supported civic and athletic pro-
grams in Avoca.

Like many communities in the area, coal
mining was the primary driver of the local
economy. Many residents supported their fam-
ilies with careers in the mines, but the industry
proved to be unsustainable. As the coal min-
ing industry began to decline in the 1940s, the
Wilkes-Barre-Scranton  Airport was con-
structed, which would become a flourishing re-
gional hub for travel throughout the Northeast.
Through the 1950s, the anthracite coal mining
industry continued its decline, forcing Avoca
residents to relocate for more viable employ-
ment.

Today, Avoca remains a tight-knit commu-
nity with thriving local businesses and a true
small-town atmosphere. | am honored to join
with Mayor Bob Mullen, Parade Grand Mar-
shals Chris Van Luvender and Bob Matthews,
Anniversary  Committee  President  Kelly
O’Brien, and all the residents of Avoca in cele-
brating the Borough’s 150th anniversary. May
the Borough continue to see growth and pros-
perity over the next 150 years.

REMEMBERING DIPLOMAT GEORGE
S. VEST

Mr. COHEN. Madam Speaker, | rise today
to remember and praise the contributions
George S. Vest made to U.S. foreign policy.
Vest had a long career as a U.S. diplomat
during the Cold War. He died on August 24 at
the age of 102.

Among Ambassador Vest's accomplish-
ments was representing the United States
while initiating the 35-country multilateral diplo-
matic process that led to the signing of the
Helsinki Final Act in August 1975. This proc-
ess continues to this day as the Organization
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for Security and Cooperation in Europe, or
OSCE, based largely in Vienna with 57 partici-
pating countries. History records the U.S. ap-
proach to those negotiations, a Soviet initia-
tive, in late 1972 and 1973, as one of damage
control, but Vest, his team and his successors
did better than that. Working with our friends
and allies in Europe, and engaging our Soviet
and Warsaw Pact adversaries directly, they
laid the groundwork for overcoming the East-
West divide with a direct and frank dialogue
based on a comprehensive definition of secu-
rity that included respect for human rights and
fundamental freedoms. At the time, addressing
human rights issues in other countries was
something diplomats hoped to avoid; over time
it became recognized as essential to their se-
curity and developing relations. The negotia-
tions also produced confidence-building meas-
ures designed to lessen the risk of accidental
war during a time of heightened tensions.

Although neither Vest nor most of his fellow
diplomats may have foreseen its potential
value, their work eventually helped bring the
Cold War to a peaceful end 30 years ago, and
the OSCE continues to serve as a forum for
addressing tension and instability in Europe to
this day.

Even in the darker days of the Cold War,
this diplomatic process showed many coura-
geous human rights advocates—private citi-
zens—that they were not alone. It gave them
the hope to keep fighting for a better world. As
long as it remains true to its original Helsinki
principles, it still does, and always will.

As the Co-Chairman of the United States
Commission on Security and Cooperation in
Europe (CSCE), better known as the Helsinki
Commission, | believe it is important that we
recognize George Vest's early efforts. The
U.S. Helsinki Commission was founded in
1976 and has since helped to ensure that the
multilateral diplomatic process Vest started re-
flects not only U.S. interests but those of any
country—indeed any person—who values
freedom and democracy. As the elections just
held in Russia demonstrate, work still remains.

George Vest was a combat veteran of
World War Il and later served in various diplo-
matic positions beyond those related to Hel-
sinki, including as advisor to the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization (NATO), the State Depart-
ment’'s liaison to the Defense Department,
spokesman for the State Department Under
Secretary of State Henry Kissinger, assistant
secretary of state for European affairs, and
U.S. ambassador to the European Union. Vest
ended his career at the State Department as
director general of the Foreign Service, recruit-
ing and selecting future American diplomats.

Our debt to this fine public servant, and his
legacy of promoting peace over decades, is
boundless. | thank his living sons, George S.
Vest IV and Henry Vest, for their father’s his-
toric service to our country.
