Madam Speaker, | rise today to
ask the House of Representatives to join me
in recognizing Tim Krueger as lowan of the
Week. Tim leads Harvest Academy, a 24-
month life skills academy for those with crimi-
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nal backgrounds, substance abuse challenges,
or who have experienced homelessness.

Tim’s passion is changing the lives of
lowans by focusing on behaviors that cause
individuals to hit rock bottom. After teaching
weekly classes for at-risk teens in Peoria, llli-
nois, Tim discovered his true calling was help-
ing individuals who wanted to better their lives
and didn’t know where to turn. He recognized
his once-a-week classes were not enough to
help make real change for at-risk individuals.
After a conversation with his family, Jim de-
cided to leave his role in the private sector
and find a way to make change in his commu-
nity.

Tim visited several therapeutic model com-
munities across the country to learn more
about the structure of the programs. He be-
came a program observer for The Other Side
Academy in Salt Lake City before taking what
he learned and bringing it to central lowa. Tim
established Harvest Academy in Indianola in
2019.

Harvest Academy follows a participative,
group-based approach to anti-social behavior,
criminal activity, and drug addiction through a
two-year therapeutic program. Students apply
voluntarily and must be accepted into the pro-
gram. The program is completely free for stu-
dents.

The community therapeutic model allows
students to enhance their skills, solve prob-
lems together, and hold one another account-
able. Students have the opportunity to earn
leadership positions and take on new duties to
serve as role models for newer students in the
community. Students also participate in skills-
based training to help them enter the work-
force. Harvest Academy assists students with
aspects of the job search and provides train-
ing in corporate development, culinary arts,
landscaping, and facility management. Harvest
Academy operates a local moving company
that helps the program remain self-sustain-
able.

Tim is a fantastic role model and leader at
Harvest Academy. He advocates for those
who want to change their lives and provides a
safe living space for individuals to change
their lives. | am proud to honor Tim Krueger
as lowan of the Week.

Madam Speaker, | rise
today to recognize United States Coast Guard
Commander Adam Koziatek for his out-
standing performance as part of my committee
staff over the past two years.

Commander Koziatek graduated from the
U.S. Coast Guard Academy in 2002. Following
graduation, he was assigned to the U.S. Coast
Guard cutter Morgenthau, where he super-
vised the engineering department and man-
aged a $250,000 annual budget. After this as-
signment, Commander Koziatek was assigned
to the U.S. Coast Guard cutter Bertholf as an
engineer officer. In this role, he established
shipboard programs and conducted oversight
of a $276 million contract.
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Then, in 2006, Commander Koziatek en-
rolled in the U.S. Naval Joint Flight Training
program. Following completion of this pro-
gram, Commander Koziatek utilized his train-
ing to respond to the Deepwater Horizon oil
spill and the humanitarian relief efforts fol-
lowing the 2010 earthquake in Haiti, he would
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later execute missions spanning the Coast
Guard’s largest area of operation.

In 2018, Commander Koziatek was as-
signed to the U.S. Coast Guard’s Financial
Analysis & Budget Execution Division, where
he was responsible for a portfolio exceeding
$6 billion. Then, in 2020 Commander Koziatek
began as a fellow to the House Appropriations
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Subcommittee on Homeland Security. He
brought nearly 20 years of experience with the
U.S. Coast Guard and became a trusted and
valuable member of my staff.
