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hill toward the enemy, and in his charge to en-
gage in combat, he stepped on a land mine 
which resulted in the loss of his right leg. 

William was not deterred by his injury; he 
returned home and was fitted with a prosthetic 
leg. He married his wife, Elizabeth, and to-
gether they had one son, William, Jr. He 
worked at Leslie Fay as their traffic manager 
and became actively involved in his local com-
munity. In 1950, with his friend Joseph ‘‘Shep’’ 
Chepulis, he cofounded the Plymouth Little 
League. He served as league president every 
year except for the 4 years his son played in 
the league. Under his direction, Maureen 
Dillion was appointed the first female umpire 
in local Little League history, and she would 
eventually be named the league’s umpire-in- 
chief. 

Moved by his time in the Army and seeking 
to connect with those who shared similar ex-
periences, William became active in local vet-
erans’ organizations. He was a past com-
mander of the Plymouth American Legion and 
VFW and a member of the Disabled American 
Veterans and the Fraternal Order of Eagles. 

William passed away in 1995, but the Plym-
outh Little League and his legacy as a com-
munity role model and leader live on. 

It is an honor to recognize William on his in-
duction into the Luzerne County Sports Hall of 
Fame. May his story and dedication to his 
community serve as an inspiration to the next 
generation of Pennsylvanians.

FARMWORKER PESTICIDE SAFETY 
ACT 

HON. JOHN GARAMENDI 
OF CALIFORNIA

Mr. GARAMENDI. Madam Speaker, today I 
introduce the Farmworker Pesticide Safety Act 
in commemoration of Cesar Chavez Day. This 
legislation is endorsed by the Association of 
American Pesticide Control Officials (AAPCO). 

The Farmworker Pesticide Safety Act would 
support the correct application of pesticides in 
agriculture and provide farmworkers additional 
resources for the safe handling of pesticides 
and proper decontamination protocols fol-
lowing their workday. This new federal funding 
would come at no cost to taxpayers, comple-
menting the substantial investments Califor-
nia’s Department of Pesticide Regulation is al-
ready making to ensure that farmworkers and 
their young children are not exposed to dan-
gerous pesticide levels in my State. 

Specifically, my bill would effectively triple 
funding for the U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency’s (USEPA) worker protection, public- 
private partnership, and pesticide safety edu-
cation grant programs. I am honored to rep-
resent the University of California, Davis Ex-
tension, which is the single largest recipient of 
this federal grant money in the entire country. 

According to the USEPA, the agency col-
lected between $2.3 million to $9.25 million 
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annually for pesticide regulatory violations 
over the past 5 years. Under current federal 
law, these fines and penalties collected from 
lawbreakers in the pesticide industry revert to 
the U.S. Treasury. 

My Farmworker Pesticide Safety Act would 
instead direct these fines toward the USEPA’s 
three major pesticide safety grant programs, at 
no additional cost to taxpayers, growers, or 
the pesticide industry. This means my bill 
would provide an average of $4.15 million per 
year in additional USEPA grant funding. 

In 2019, Congress passed the Pesticide 
Registration Improvement Extension Act of 
2018 (Public Law 116–8) reauthorizing the fee 
schedule for pesticide registrations with the 
USPEA through the end of fiscal year 2023. I 
look forward to working with Chairman SCOTT 
and all members of the Committee on Agri-
culture to include the Farmworker Pesticide 
Safety Act in the next PRIA reauthorization.

He 
then transferred to King’s College in Wilkes- 
Barre, Pennsylvania, where he held a 71–2 
record and an undefeated record in Middle At-
lantic Conference (MAC) play during his 3- 
year career on the team. 

For his efforts on the court, Michael was 
named MAC Player of the Year 3 years in a 
row (2005–2007), and he was the MAC 
Champion five times, twice for doubles and 
three times for singles. He was named to the 
MAC Conference All-Century Team in 2014. 

After graduating from King’s College with a
