Calloway’s remarkable contributions to our
community personify Burlington County’s slo-
gan, “The Cradle of Emancipation”.

In addition to sharing history, Ms. Calloway
volunteers at numerous community charities
and organizations, including the Bethlehem Af-
rican Methodist Episcopal church of Bur-
lington.

John Muir Land Trust was founded in 1989
by residents of Martinez to protect the Alham-
bra Valley Open Space known as Stonehurst.
Since then, the organization has permanently
protected over 3,500 acres of natural space to
be used for passive recreation, wildlife habitat,
clean drinking water protection, and scenic
views. The organization’s guiding principle is
that natural, open spaces are essential to the
health of our earth, air, water, plants, animals,
and all of us.

The organization has taken on many large-
scale environmental projects in the area, such
as the addition of Mount Wanda to the John
Muir National Historical Site, stewardship of
the Contra Costa Goldfields preserve, the ac-
quisition of Almond Ranch, the merging of
Franklin Canyon into Fernandez Ranch, the
public opening of Acalanes Ridge, the cam-
paign to save Carr Ranch and the permanent
protection of Painted Rock.

Currently, the organization has partnered
with the Contra Costa County Flood Control
District and the East Bay Regional Park Dis-
trict to restore the wildlife habitat and wetland
activity of Pacheco Marsh in Martinez.
Pacheco Marsh is home to ten special-status
plant and animal species that require pro-
tected land to ensure the continued survival of
their species. The marsh is planned to be-
come a refuge for migrating birds, spawning
fish, and the threatened salt-marsh harvest
mouse. The site will include 2.4 miles of walk-
ing trails, elevated vistas, bird blinds, kayak
launches, interpretive signs, and an environ-
mental educational facility.

Madam Speaker, it is evident that John Muir
Land Trust has dedicated its work to com-
bating the climate crisis in our communities for
the last 30 years. Therefore, it is fitting and
proper that we honor the organization and its
staff here today.

Madam Speak-
er, | rise today to recognize the life and serv-
ice of Commissioner Hattie Daniels Rush, an
innovator, entrepreneur, business consultant
and former White House appointed Commis-
sioner to the Commission on Presidential
Scholars. It saddens me to say that this amaz-
ing community leader passed away on April
17, 2022.

Commissioner Rush started her journey as
a trailblazer when she was just a child. She
was one of the first African American children
to attend 35th Street School and began to de-
segregate the Milwaukee Public School Sys-
tem. She did encounter racism and learned to
confront and mediate such situations. The
early lessons she experienced as a child
helped mold her into the strong and inspira-
tional woman she became as an adult.

Commissioner Rush was a graduate of the
HBCU Lincoln University in Jefferson City,
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Missouri. She always understood the impor-
tance of education. Commissioner Rush com-
mitted her life to public service, serving as a
cheerful educator and licensed family therapist
in the City of Milwaukee for many years. She
also had a deep commitment to her faith in
God and served in many roles with her
church, Holy Redeemer. Her combination of
skill sets from being a trained teacher and her
work with the church put her in the perfect po-
sition to help Holy Redeemer open the first Af-
rican American Christian school in the city,
Holy Redeemer Christian Academy, where
she served as the school's Program Director.
Under the leadership of Commissioner Rush,
the Holy Redeemer campus expanded to five
separate schools and a range of social service
institutions providing impoverished children
with educational opportunities across Mil-
waukee.

One of her greatest contributions to this
community was to cultivate the minds of
young Black people by teaching them how to
break down barriers and obstacles to achiev-
ing their goals. President Bush was so im-
pressed with Commissioner Rush’s work that
he offered her a position in his administration.
Commissioner Rush accepted a part-time ap-
pointment to the Commission on Presidential
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Scholars so she could continue her work as
the Program Director for Holy Redeemer
Schools.

Hattie Daniels Rush has been my friend
since kindergarten and a close friend of my
family. My sister Brenda and | often debated
who Hattie was most fond of and | had the
privilege of visiting her before her transition.
Hattie had a true loving and giving spirit; she
accepted people as they were and encour-
aged them to be the best they could be. |
count it all joy to have celebrated 65 years of
friendship with Hattie Daniels Rush. | will truly
miss her, and the people of the 4th Congres-
sional District and the State of Wisconsin will
miss this incredible woman.

She leaves behind her beloved husband
and daughter, Robert Rush and Ericka Rush,
siblings that include Attorney John Daniels,
Bishop Sedgwick Daniels, Valerie Daniels-Car-
ter and a host of other relatives and friends to
celebrate her life and enormous legacy of
strength and determination.
