During his tenure,
Robb was instrumental in the overall mission
and growth of the organization and had as-
sisted with over 1,000 apartment units that
were preserved and created.

On June 7, 2023, Robb’s life and legacy
were honored at a Celebration of Life in San
Diego, CA.

A native of Five Points, Mr. Harris has dedi-
cated his life to California’s agricultural indus-
try. Following his graduation from Bullard High
School, Mr. Harris earned a degree in Agricul-
tural Production from the University of Cali-
fornia, Davis and served for 2 years as an ar-
tillery officer in the U.S. Army. Mr. Harris re-
turned to his family farm where he would dedi-
cate the next 5 decades to building Harris
Farms into one of the largest agribusinesses
in the nation. Mr. Harris and his family’s lead-
ership in the agricultural industry spans more
than 100 years—a true testament to their
commitment to their work and community.

After his father Jack Harris’ passing in 1981,
John Harris became the owner and Chief Ex-
ecutive Officer of Harris Farms. Under the
leadership of his grandfather, father, and now
Mr. Harris, Harris Farms has become a staple

of the Central Valley. Under Mr. Harris’ leader-
ship, the family operation has grown to span
over 17,000 acres and produces a wide vari-
ety of crops annually—including lettuce, on-
ions, garlic, almonds, pistachios, wine grapes,
cotton, and citrus. Perhaps the most well-
known undertaking by Mr. Harris throughout
the Central Valley is Harris Ranch Beef Com-
pany, California’s largest fed cattle processor
that produces nearly 200 million pounds of
beef a year.

In addition to its impressive ranch and farm-
ing operations, Harris Farms has also become
a popular destination for travelers and locals
alike with its restaurant, butcher shop, and
hotel. Mr. Harris is also an accomplished
horse breeder. Harris Farms Horse Division
has produced numerous champions including
Eclipse Award Horses of the Year California
Chrome and Tiznow. Harris Farms has raised
and campaigned 100s of top racehorses over
the last 60 years. Mr. Harris has played at a
most active role in the California and national
racing scene, serving multiple terms as the
Chairman of the California Thoroughbred
Breeders Association, Chairman of the Bay
Meadows Racing Association, as well as
being on the California Horse Racing Board
for multiple terms, being appointed by both
Republican and Democratic Governors, and
serving as board chair for several terms.

He is also a member of The Jockey Club
and has served as a Steward there. Mr. Harris
represents the very best of the Central Valley.
He has grown a small family operation into
one of the largest farms not only in California
but the nation—all while providing high-quality
food products, creating thousands of jobs, and
building a welcoming community center for
Valley residents. Mr. Harris is also deeply
dedicated to his philanthropic work, having
supported critical organizations like the Boys
and Girls Club, Boy Scouts of America, and
Community Medical Centers for decades. His
contributions to our community will have a
lasting impact for generations to come.

Mr. EDWARDS. Mr. Speaker, | rise today to
honor Wesley (Bob) Bessell for being awarded
the Congressional Gold Medal in recognition
of his service and bravery in the U.S. Mer-
chant Marines during World War I1.

Bob began his maritime career at the age of
15, as a member of the crew of the Corsair,
an impressive private yacht owned by the J.P.
Morgan family. Shortly afterward, he enlisted
in the U.S. Coast Guard, and it was during his
training that America entered World War II.
Upon the completion of his training, Bob
joined the U.S. Merchant Marines as an Able-
Bodied Seaman.

He served as a merchant mariner for more
than 472 years, which included a deployment
on the SS West Hardaway when it was sunk
by a torpedo from a German U-boat in 1942.
After the U-boat attack, Bob and his fellow
sailors took refuge in the small town of
Porlamar on Isla de Margarita in Venezuela.
The island’s inhabitants, though facing their
own challenges, extended a warm welcome to
the stranded crew, offering them shelter, sus-
tenance and a renewed sense of hope. Bob
forged bonds of friendship with the local com-
munity, transcending language barriers and
cultural differences, and he recalls walking
around the island like a rockstar, always sur-
rounded by 10 or 20 smiling faces.

In 1943, Bob completed Officer Candidate
School and rose to the rank of a lieutenant
commander. It was in the same year, on a
mission to deliver documents in Liverpool,
England, that Bob met Susan, the British love
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of his life. Bob still describes their chance en-
counter in a rainstorm great detail. Amid
heavy rain, Susan stood illuminated by single
a beam of sunlight. For 3 years, the couple
communicated through letters, finding peace in
each other's presence amid the chaos of war.
Immediately after the war, Bob called Susan
and proposed marriage. They were married in
a Nissen hut outside the ruins of a bombed
English church in 1946. They spent 72 won-
derful years together and had three children.
They now have 4 grandchildren and 7 great
grandchildren.

Bob selflessly put his life on the on the line
to defend America’s freedom during one of its
most challenging periods. President Roosevelt
famously referred to the Merchant Mariners’
mission during World War |l as “the most dif-
ficult and dangerous transportation job ever
undertaken.

It is my humble privilege to present Bob with
the highest honor bestowed by Congress, the
Congressional Gold Medal. This award is 1 of
numerous honors that Bob has received for
his service, including the Atlantic War Zone
Medal, the Merchant Marine Combat Bar with
Silver Star device, and the World War |l Vic-
tory Medal.

Her vocal skills also
landed her numerous opportunities to record
voice-overs and jingles for TV and Radio. She
additionally hosted Channel 44’s “Happy Sun-
day’s Variety Show” and “Salud Para Usted y
Su Familia.”

Valles gave back to the community in nu-
merous other ways. Norma’s vocals left such
a deep impact that David Albert wanted to be-
come her mentor. From that day on, they were
a team that just kept on giving. David brought
her into the studio, and they went on to record
nine albums plus Si Se Puede CDS to help
the Spanish community to learn English. He
asked her to manage Casita Tex-Mex Bar &
Grill, which she later became the owner of and
is still standing today. Casita Tex-Mex Bar &
Grill had a love for veterans—from welcoming
the troops at DFW to now honoring veterans
every First Tuesday of the month at Casita
Tex-Mex. Valles also had worked at the Oak
Cliff Chamber of Commerce and spent her life
involved in various organizations, ranging from
the Irving Hispanic Chamber, H100, North Dal-
las of Commerce, HWNT, Dallas St. Patrick’s
Day parade, Dia De Los Muertos and so many
more. She also remodeled and fixed up
homes across North Texas, later starting her
own business and becoming General Con-
tractor for her business NV Contractors

Valles will be forever missed by loved ones.
She blessed the lives of many and will con-
tinue to bless us with her music and busi-
nesses.

The scripture tells us in Proverbs, “that the
people perish where there is no vision.” Dr.
Sutton is indeed a visionary and has used his
ministry to reach people beyond the church
walls. He has dedicated himself to the aware-
ness, protection, and spiritual development of
youth. Dr. Sutton was the originator of the
phrase, “Stop the Violence, Save the Youth.”
Cementing his commitment to young people
and their spiritual futures, Pastor Sutton was
the first pastor in the Atlanta area to open his
church for prayer for students before school.

He uses his Weekly
Television Broadcast, “Now is the Time,” to
reach those who would not otherwise be
reachable.

Dr. George Washington Carver once said
that “How far you go in life depends on your
being tender with the young; compassionate
with the aged; sympathetic with the striving
and tolerant of the weak and the strong, be-
cause someday in your life you will have been
all of these.” Dr. Sutton is acutely aware that
for the Kingdom of God to be manifested in
this world, it is imperative that people from all
walks of life be brought into the fold and be
made to feel that they matter and that Jesus
Loves them. Dr. Sutton’s ministry is truly a
Matthew 25 type of ministry.
