Mrs. BEATTY. Mr. Speaker, I rise today 
alongside my esteemed Congressional Black 
Caucus colleagues to commemorate the 70th 
Anniversary of the landmark Supreme Court 
decision in the Brown vs. Board of Education 
case. This pivotal moment in our Nation’s his-
tory marked the end of state-sanctioned seg-
regation in public schools and affirmed the 
Constitutional principle of equal protection 
under the law. 

The Supreme Court’s ruling in Brown vs. 
Board of Education laid the foundation for sub-
sequent civil rights legislation and legal battles 
aimed at dismantling segregation across var-
ious spheres of society. However, despite 
seven decades of progress, the shadow of 
segregation still looms large in American edu-
cation and beyond. 

Even today, non-white school districts re-
ceive $2,226 less per student on average, per-
petuating an achievement gap that reduces 
the college attendance and lifetime earnings of 
Black students by 65 percent. The disparities 
extend to advanced education with African 
American women holding advanced degrees, 
such as a master’s, earning $7 less per hour 
than white men with a bachelor’s degree, and 
$17 less per hour than their white male peers. 
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Efforts to remedy these disparities by pro-

moting diversity, equity, and inclusion in edu-
cation have been met with relentless resist-
ance from conservatives. They’ve rolled back 
affirmative action and continually seek to sup-
press instruction of Black history and lit-
erature. This concerted effort to perpetuate in-
equality and silence our voices cannot go un-
challenged. We must raise our voices against 
these regressive measures and utilize every 
available avenue to resist discrimination and 
promote equity in education and beyond. 

We must continue to advance diversity, eq-
uity, and inclusion initiatives in education, in 
the workplace, and in the marketplace, to up-
hold Brown v. Board’s legacy of desegregation 
and equity. By doing so, we honor the promise 
of a just America and ensure that every indi-
vidual has access to the opportunities they 
need to thrive.

Boricua College inspired educated and pas-
sionate advocates for the Puerto Rican 
Disapora during the 1960’s and 70’s in New 
York City. Visionaries like Dr. Antonia Pantoja, 
founder of Universidad Boricua and the pre-
cursor of Boricua College, founded by Dr. Vic-
tor Alicea, believed that higher education and 
cultural pride were crucial to addressing pov-
erty and creating economic empowerment. 
The significant migration of Puerto Ricans to 
New York City warranted a grassroots re-
sponse to navigate the socio-economic oppor-
tunities and challenges of plantando bandera 
in a new environment. Thus, Boricua College 
was created and became a beacon of hope 
for the Latino community in Brooklyn. 

Since its founding in 1974, Boricua College 
has grown from its humble beginnings on a 
single-floor storefront in Williamsburg to a 
multi-campus institution spanning Brooklyn, 
Manhattan, and the Bronx. The first Boricua 
College class had just 26 students. When it 
opened its doors, it broke all barriers to higher 
learning with a cadre of Puerto Rican bilingual 
professionals in New York City. Today, 
Boricua College has an enrollment of thou-
sands of students pursuing an Associate, 
Bachelor or Master’s degree in the field of 
Human Services, Business, Liberal Arts, Child-
hood Education and inter-American Studies to 
list a few. It is also a designated Hispanic 
Serving Institution by the U.S. Department of 
Education. 

The growth of Boricua College exemplifies 
the growth of Latinos’ economic and political 
empowerment across the country. The college 
may not have millions in endowments, if at all. 
However, it does have an unwavering commit-
ment to educational advancement. By 2060, 
nearly 1 in 4 Americans are likely to be 
Latinos’. Thanks to vital institutions like 
Boricua College, we are making even greater 
contributions in every sector of society—edu-
cation, politics, business, the arts, and 
sciences. 

This fine institution is as successful as the 
administration and leadership. Therefore, I 
would also like to salute Founder and Presi-
dent Dr. Victor G. Alicea for a lifetime of public 
service, Board of Trustees Chair Benito R. 
Fernandez, the deans, faculty, staff, and grad-
uates. Mr. Speaker, please join us in recog-
nizing Boricua College on the occasion of its 
50th anniversary and offering our best wishes 
for another 50 years of serving the community.
