REMEMBERING PATRICIA FARRIS

Mr. FONG. Mr. Speaker, | rise today to
honor the life and enduring legacy of Patricia
Marie Farris, a caring mother, grandmother,
great-grandmother, and entrepreneur who
dedicated her career to our communities. Pa-
tricia passed away March 5, 2025, at the age
of 94.

Born on April 29, 1930, in Blue Eye, Arkan-
sas, Patricia moved west in 1941 during the
Dust Bowl and was raised in the Indian Wells
Valley of California. Through the Great De-
pression and World War |l, Patricia grew up
alongside her six siblings and parents. To-
gether, they became one of the first families to
put roots down in the area prior to the estab-
lishment of the Naval Air Weapons Station
China Lake, home of the U.S. Navy’s premier
weapons development program. Following her
graduation from Burroughs High School, Patri-
cia attended college in Missouri, where she
would meet her husband, Fred Stanley Farris.
They soon fell in love and were married on
December 1, 1948.

In 1969, Patricia and Fred Farris returned to
the Indian Wells Valley with their children,
after spending years living around the country.
Patricia Farris, alongside her husband, man-
aged a service station and café within the
town of Inyokern, and worked many commu-
nity events such as air shows and parades.
For decades, she successfully contributed to
community events and productions while si-
multaneously managing the family-run busi-
nesses. In 1980, Patricia was hired as pub-
lisher for the News Review, a local newspaper
that informed thousands of community mem-
bers on events effecting the Indian Wells Val-
ley. It was in this role that Patricia became a
strong advocate and voice for the Indian Wells
Valley. Always seeking to keep her community
and its leaders aware of important stories and
events, Patricia served in this role for 44
years, until retiring in 2024.

Patricia is preceded in death by her hus-
band Fred, with whom she shared a 52-year
long marriage, her daughter, Patti Cosner,
grandson, Kenny Farris, and great-grandson,
Joshua Farris. She is survived by her children,
Paul, Bill, and Laura, her 32 grandchildren,
and other relatives.

Mr. Speaker, | urge my colleagues to join
me in remembering the life of Patricia Farris,
a valued member of our community who has
left a lasting impact on countless individuals.

CELEBRATING THE 100TH
BIRTHDAY OF HOWARD DAVIDSON

Mr. FONG. Mr. Speaker, | rise to wish a
happy 100th birthday to Mr. Howard Lee Da-
vidson of Visalia, California, a veteran of
World War Il and a hero of our community.

Howard was born in Visalia, California on
April 2, 1925. With the entry of the United
States into World War I, he proudly enlisted
in the U.S. Army as Private First-Class How-
ard Lee Davidson. Howard would soon brave
the treacherous Atlantic Ocean aboard the
RMS Queen Mary vessel to join the war in Eu-
rope. On June 12, 1944, six days after the
Normandy landings on D-Day, Howard was
assigned to the U.S. Third Army, commanded
by legendary General George Patton. During
this time, Howard served as an anti-aircraft
gunner in which he was part of the offensive
across France, Belgium, and all the way into
Germany. While advancing through the
Ardennes Forest centered around Belgium
and Luxembourg, Howard found himself in the
Battle of the Bulge. Often referred to as “the
greatest American battle of the war,” Howard
fought alongside British, French, and Cana-
dian Allied forces to halt the final offensive of
German reserves during a six-week winter on-
slaught. Without the bravery of Howard and
others like him in the Third Army, the Allied of-
fensive to liberate Europe would certainly have
suffered deeply.

When he returned to the United States after
serving in the war, Howard met his wife Stella
Thrasher and the two were soon married. The
couple had three children—Kenny, Danny, and
Vicky, who is Howard’s loving caretaker. How-
ard’s grandson, also named Danny, followed
his grandfather’s dedication to patriotism and
currently serves as Staff Sergeant at Eielson
Air Force Base in Alaska. In our country’s
proud history, it is so often the legacy of serv-
ice among families which keeps our Nation
safe and our Armed Forces strong. | hope
Howard looks back with pride on his years of
service, not only for the great sacrifices and
honor, but also the enduring legacy it fosters
for our Nation.
