Seagoing Barges

AGENCY: Coast Guard, DHS.
ACTION: Direct final rule; correction.

SUMMARY: The United States Coast
Guard published a direct final rule in
the Federal Register on December 14,
2011 (76 FR 77712) revising regulations
for the inspection and certification of
seagoing barges to align with the
language of the applicable statues. That
document inadvertently transposed the
titles of two tables in our amendatory
instructions. Additionally, the Coast
Guard is republishing the vessel
inspection tables that rule amends in
their entirety, so that the format of the
tables is consistent with current Federal
Register format requirements.
