— An Aect to prevent and puish Frauds upon the Revenue, to provide
Jor the more certain and speedy Collection of Claims in Favor of the United States, and
for other Purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That from and after the first
day of July, eighteen hundred and sixty-three, all invoices of goods, wares,
and merchandise imported from any foreign country into the United States
shall be made in triplicate, and signed by the person or persons owning or
shipping said goods, wares, or merchandise, if the same have actually
been purchased, or by the manufacturer or owner thereof, if the same
have been procured otherwise than by purchase, or by the duly author-
ized agent of such purchaser, manufacturer, or owner; and said invoices
ghall, at or before the shipment thereof, be produced to the consul, viee-
consul, or commercial agent of the United States nearest the place of
shipment for the use of the United States, and shall have indorsed thereon,
when so produced, a declaration signed by said purchaser, manufaetarer,
owner, or agent, setting forth that said invoice is in all respects true; that
it contains (if' the goods, wares, and merchandise mentioned therein are
subjeet to ad valorem duty, and were obtained by purchase) a true and
full statement of the time when and the place where the same were pur-
chased, and the actual cost thereof. and of all charges thereon ; and that
no discounts, bounties, or drawbacks are contained in gaid invoice but
such as have actually been allowed thereon; and when obtained in
any other manner than by purchase, the actual market value thereof at
the time and place when und where the same were procured or manufac-
tured ; and if subjeet to specific daty, the actual quantity thereof'; and
that no different invoice of the goods, wares, or merchandise, mentioned
in the invoice so produced has been or will be furnished to any one. If
said goods, wares, or merchandise have been actually purchased, said
declaration shall also contain a statement that the currency in which said
invoice is made out is the currency which was actually paid for said goods,
wares, or merchandise by the purchaser.
