This Act may be cited as the “Reauthorizing Security for

SEC. 2. PROTECTION AUTHORITY OF MARSHAL OF THE SUPREME

COURT AND SUPREME COURT POLICE.

Section 6121 of title 40, United States Code, is amended—

(1) in subsection (a)—

(A) in paragraph (2), in the matter preceding subpara-
graph (A), by striking “any State” and inserting “any loca-
tion”; and

(B) in paragraph (3)—

(i) by striking “violation of federal or state law”
and inserting “violation of Federal or State law”; and
(i) by striking “regulation under federal or state
law” and inserting “regulation under Federal or State
law”; and
(2) in subsection (b)—

(A) by striking paragraph (2);

(B) by striking “ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS” and all
that follows through “Duties wunder” and inserting
“AUTHORIZATION TO CARRY FIREARMS—Duties under”; and

(C) by striking “any State” and inserting “any location”.
