agreement and an equal period thereafter of
the cropland, crop acreage, and allotment his-
tory applicable to land covered by the agree-
ment for the purpose of any Federal program
under which such history is used as a basis for
an allotment or other limitation on the pro-
duction of any crop; or (2) surrender of any
such history and allotments.

(b) Waiver

The Secretary may waive the watershed plan
for works of improvement if the Secretary de-
termines that—

(1) the watershed plan is unnecessary or du-
plicative; and

(2) the works of improvement are otherwise
consistent with applicable requirements under
section 1004 of this title.

§1003a. Cost share assistance
(a) Easements

The Secretary may provide cost share assist-
ance to project sponsors to enable such sponsors
to acquire perpetual wetland or floodplain con-
servation easements to perpetuate, restore and
enhance the natural capability of wetlands and
floodplains to retain excessive floodwaters, im-
prove water quality and quantity, and provide
habitat for fish and wildlife.

(b) Amount

The Secretary shall require that project spon-
sors of watershed projects provide up to 50 per-
cent of the cost of acquiring easements under
subsection (a).

§ 1004. Conditions for Federal assistance

The Secretary shall require as a condition to
providing Federal assistance for the installation
of works of improvement that local organiza-
tions shall—

(1) acquire, or with respect to interests in
land to be acquired by condemnation provide
assurances satisfactory to the Secretary that
they will acquire, without cost to the Federal
Government from funds appropriated for the
purposes of this chapter, such land, easements,
or rights-of-way as will be needed in connec-
tion with works of improvement installed with
Federal assistance: Provided, That when a
local organization agrees to operate and main-
tain any reservoir or other area included in a
plan for public fish and wildlife or recreational
development, the Secretary shall be author-
ized to bear not to exceed one-half of the costs
of (a) the land, easements, or rights-of-way ac-
quired or to be acquired by the local organiza-
tion for such reservoir or other area, and (b)
minimum basic facilities needed for public
health and safety, access to, and use of such
reservoir or other area for such purposes: Pro-
vided further, That the Secretary shall be au-
thorized to participate in recreational devel-
opment in any watershed project only to the
extent that the need therefor is demonstrated
in accordance with standards established by
him, taking into account the anticipated man-
days of use of the projected recreational devel-
opment and giving consideration to the avail-
ability within the region of existing water-
based outdoor recreational developments: Pro-
vided further, That the Secretary shall be au-
thorized to participate in not more than one
recreational development in a watershed
project containing less than seventy-five thou-
sand acres, or two such developments in a
project containing between seventy-five thou-
sand and one hundred and fifty thousand
acres, or three such developments in projects
exceeding one hundred and fifty thousand
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
