§ 558b. Definition of Secretaries 

In this Act, the term ‘‘Secretaries’’ means 
each of—

(1) the Secretary of Agriculture, acting 
through the Chief of the Forest Service; and 

(2) the Secretary of the Interior, acting 
through the Director of the Bureau of Land 
Management.

§ 558c. Authorization 

The Secretaries are authorized to recruit, 
train, and accept without regard to the civil 
service and classification laws, rules, or regula-
tions the services of individuals without com-
pensation as volunteers for or in aid of recre-
ation access, trail construction or maintenance, 
facility construction or maintenance, edu-
cational uses (including outdoor classroom con-
struction or maintenance), interpretive func-
tions, visitor services, conservation measures 
and development, or other activities in and re-
lated to areas administered by the Secretaries. 
In carrying out this section, the Secretaries 
shall consider referrals of prospective volunteers 
made by the Corporation for National and Com-
munity Service.

§ 558e. Consideration as Federal employee 

(a) Except as otherwise provided in this sec-
tion, a volunteer shall not be deemed a Federal 
employee and shall not be subject to the provi-
sions of law relating to Federal employment, in-
cluding those relating to hours of work, rates of 
compensation, leave, unemployment compensa-
tion, and Federal employee benefits. 
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
