§ 833h. Personnel; appointment and compensa-
tion 

The Secretary of the Interior, the Secretary of 
the Army, and the Secretary of Energy, respec-
tively, shall appoint such attorneys, engineers, 
and other experts as may be necessary for car-
rying out the functions entrusted to them under 
this chapter, and shall fix the compensation of 
each of such attorneys, engineers, and other ex-
perts; and they may, subject to the civil-service 
laws, appoint such other officers and employees 
as may be necessary to carry out such functions 
and fix their salaries in accordance with chapter 
51 and subchapter III of chapter 53 of title 5. In 
the administration of this chapter the services 
of regular employees in the Bureau may be uti-
lized and an equitable part of the salaries of 
such employees whose services are thus utilized 
may be charged by the Bureau to the operating 
costs of the power features of the Fort Peck 
project. The Bureau similarly may utilize and 
charge for facilities of the Bureau which eco-
nomically can be used in connection with the 
administration of this chapter.

CODIFICATION 

Provisions which authorized the Secretary of the In-
terior, the Secretary of the Army, and the Secretary of 
Energy to appoint such attorneys, engineers, and other 
experts as may be necessary for carrying out the func-
tions entrusted to them under this chapter ‘‘without 
regard to the provisions of the civil-service laws’’, and 
to fix their compensation ‘‘at not to exceed $7,500 per 
annum’’, have been omitted as obsolete and superseded. 

Such appointments are subject to the civil service 
laws unless specifically excepted by those laws or by 
laws enacted subsequent to Executive Order No. 8743, 
Apr. 23, 1941, issued by the President pursuant to the 
Act of Nov. 26, 1940, ch. 919, title I, § 1, 54 Stat. 1211, 
which covered most excepted positions into the classi-
fied (competitive) civil service. The Order is set out as

As to the compensation of such personnel, sections 
1202 and 1204 of the Classification Act of 1949, 63 Stat.

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§ 833i. Deposit of receipts; establishment of con-
tinuing fund; authorization of appropriations 

All receipts from transmission and sale of 
electric energy generated at the Fort Peck 
project shall be covered into the Treasury of the 
United States to the credit of miscellaneous re-
ceipts, save and except that the Treasury shall 
set up and maintain from such receipts a con-
tinuing fund of $500,000, to the credit of the Bu-
reau and subject to expenditure by it, to defray 
the operating expense of generation and trans-
mission of power delivered to the Bureau for dis-
posal under this chapter, to defray emergency 
expenses and to insure continuous operation. 
There is authorized to be appropriated from 
time to time, out of moneys in the Treasury not 
otherwise appropriated, such sums as may be 
necessary to carry out the provisions of this 
chapter, including installation of equipment and 
machinery for the generation of electric energy, 
and facilities for its transmission and sale.

In aid of the construction of the Fort Peck 
project, there is granted to the United States, 
subject to the provisions of sections 833l to 833p 
of this title, such right, title, and interest of the 
Indians as may be required in and to such tribal 
and allotted lands as may be designated by the 
Secretary of the Interior from time to time for 
the construction, operation, and maintenance of 
electric transmission lines and other works of 
the project or for the relocation or reconstruc-
tion of properties made necessary by the con-
struction of the project.

§ 833m. Determination of compensation for ac-
quisition of Indian lands; funds payable 
from; disposition of moneys 

As lands or interests in lands are designated 
from time to time under sections 833l to 833p of 
this title, the Secretary of the Interior shall de-
termine the amount of money to be paid to the 
Indians as just and equitable compensation 
therefor. The amounts due the tribe and the in-
dividual allottees or their heirs or devisees shall 
be paid from funds now or hereafter made avail-
able to the Department of the Interior for the 
Fort Peck project to the superintendent of the 
appropriate Indian agency, or such other officer 
as may be designated by the Secretary of the In-
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
