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§ 93. Grant of prior lands to Northern Pacific 
Railroad; lieu lands to settlers 

Upon execution and filing with the Secretary 
of the Interior, by the Northern Pacific Railroad 
Company, of proper deed releasing and con-
veying to the United States the lands in Mount 
Rainier National Park, also the lands in the Pa-
cific National Forest which have been heretofore 
granted by the United States to said company, 
whether surveyed or unsurveyed, and which lie 
opposite said company’s constructed road, said 
company is authorized to select an equal quan-
tity of nonmineral public lands, so classified as 
nonmineral at the time of actual Government 
survey, which has been or shall be made, of the 
United States not reserved and to which no ad-
verse right or claim shall have attached or have 
been initiated at the time of the making of such 
selection, lying within any State into or 
through which the railroad of said Northern Pa-
cific Railroad Company runs, to the extent of 
the lands so relinquished and released to the 
United States. Any settlers on lands in said na-
tional park may relinquish their rights thereto 
and take other public lands in lieu thereof, to 
the same extent and under the same limitations 
and conditions as are provided by law for na-
tional forests and national parks.

CODIFICATION 

‘‘Pacific National Forest’’ and ‘‘national forests’’ sub-
stituted in text for ‘‘Pacific Forest Reserve’’ and ‘‘for-
est reserves’’, respectively, on authority of act Mar. 4, 
1907, ch. 2907, 34 Stat. 1269, which provided that forest 
reserves shall hereafter be known as national forests. 

§ 94. Location of mining claims 

The location of mining claims under the min-
eral land laws of the United States is prohibited 
within the area of the Mount Rainier National 
Park, in the State of Washington. This provision 
shall not affect rights acquired in good faith be-
fore May 27, 1908, under the mineral land laws of 
the United States to any mining location or lo-
cations in said Mount Rainier National Park.

§ 95. Jurisdiction by the United States; fugitives 
from justice 

Sole and exclusive jurisdiction is assumed by 
the United States over the territory embraced 
within the Mount Rainier National Park, sav-
ing, however, to the State of Washington the 
right to serve civil or criminal process within 
the limits of the aforesaid park in suits or pros-
ecution for or on account of rights acquired, ob-
ligations incurred, or crimes committed in said 
State but outside of said park, and saving fur-
ther to the said State the right to tax persons 
and corporations, their franchises and property, 
on the lands included in said park. All the laws 
applicable to places under the sole and exclusive 
jurisdiction of the United States shall have 
force and effect in said park. All fugitives from 
justice taking refuge in said park shall be sub-
ject to the same laws as refugees from justice 
found in the State of Washington.

§ 98. Protection of game and fish; forfeitures and 
punishments 

All hunting or the killing, wounding, or cap-
turing at any time of any wild bird or animal, 
except dangerous animals when it is necessary 
to prevent them from destroying human lives or 
inflicting personal injury, is prohibited within 
the limits of said park; nor shall any fish be 
taken out of the waters of the park in any other 
way than by hook and line, and then only at 
such seasons and in such times and manner as 
may be directed by the Secretary of the Inte-
rior. That the Secretary of the Interior shall 
make and publish such rules and regulations as 
he may deem necessary and proper for the man-
agement and care of the park and for the protec-
tion of the property therein, especially for the 
preservation from injury or spoliation of all 
timber, mineral deposits other than those le-
gally located prior to May 27, 1908, natural curi-
osities, or wonderful objects within said park, 
and for the protection of the animals and birds 
in the park from capture or destruction, and to 
prevent their being frightened or driven from 
the park; and he shall make rules and regula-
tions governing the taking of fish from the 
streams or lakes in the park. Possession within 
said park of the dead bodies, or any part thereof, 
of any wild bird or animal shall be prima facie 
evidence that the person or persons having the 
same are guilty of violating this Act. Any per-
son or persons, or stage or express company, or 
railway company, who knows or has reason to 
believe that they were taken or killed contrary 
to the provisions of this Act and who receives 
for transportation any of said animals, birds, or 
fish so killed, caught, or taken, or who shall vio-
late any of the other provisions of this Act, or 
any rule or regulation that may be promulgated 
by the Secretary of the Interior with reference 
to the management and care of the park or for 
the protection of the property therein, for the 
preservation from injury or spoliation of timber, 
mineral deposits other than those legally lo-
cated prior to May 27, 1908, natural curiosities, 
or wonderful objects within said park, or for the 
protection of the animals, birds, or fish in the 
park, or who shall within said park commit any 
damage, injury, or spoliation to or upon any 
building, fence, hedge, gate, guidepost, tree, 
wood, underwood, timber, garden, crops, vegeta-
bles, plants, land, springs, mineral deposits 
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
