Whenever the President determines it to be in
furtherance of the purposes of this chapter, the
head of any agency of the United States Govern-
ment is authorized to detail or assign any offi-
cer or employee of his agency to any office or
position with any foreign government or foreign
government agency, where acceptance of such
office or position does not involve the taking of
an oath of allegiance to another government or
the acceptance of compensation or other bene-
fits from any foreign country by such officer or
employee.

§2388. Detail of personnel to international orga-
nizations

Whenever the President determines it to be
consistent with and in furtherance of the pur-
poses of this chapter, the head of any agency of
the United States Government is authorized to
detail, assign, or otherwise make available to
any international organization any officer or
employee of his agency to serve with, or as a
member of, the international staff of such orga-
nization, or to render any technical, scientific,
or professional advice or service to, or in co-
operation with, such organization.

§2389. Status and benefits of personnel assigned
or detailed to foreign governments or inter-
national organizations

(a) Allowances, privileges, rights, seniority, and
other benefits

Any officer or employee, while assigned or de-
tailed under section 2387 or 2388 of this title
shall be considered, for the purpose of preserving
his allowances, privileges, rights, seniority, and
other benefits as such, an officer or employee of
the United States Government and of the agency
of the United States Government from which de-
tailed or assigned, and he shall continue to re-
ceive compensation, allowances, and benefits
from funds appropriated to that agency or made
available to that agency under this chapter.

(b) Representation allowances

Any officer or employee assigned, detailed, or
appointed under section 2387, 2388, 2391, or
2384(d)1 of this title is authorized to receive
under such regulations as the President may
prescribe, representation allowances similar to
