§117. Mother’s Day

(a) DESIGNATION.—The second Sunday in May
is Mother’s Day.

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested
to issue a proclamation calling on United States
Government officials to display the flag of the
United States on all Government buildings, and
on the people of the United States to display the
flag at their homes or other suitable places, on
Mother’s Day as a public expression of love and
reverence for the mothers of the United States.

§ 120. National Defense Transportation Day

The President is requested to issue each year
a proclamation—
(1) designating the third Friday in May as
National Defense Transportation Day; and
(2) urging the people of the United States,
including labor, management, users, and in-
vestors, in all communities served by the var-
ious forms of transportation to observe Na-
tional Defense Transportation Day by appro-

§119. National Day of Prayer

The President shall issue each year a procla-
mation designating the first Thursday in May as
a National Day of Prayer on which the people of
the United States may turn to God in prayer
and meditation at churches, in groups, and as
individuals.

(b) CEREMONIES.—Appropriate ceremonies
shall be held throughout the United States dur-
ing National Disability Employment Awareness
Month to enlist public support for, and interest
in, the employment of workers with disabilities
who are otherwise qualified. Governors, mayors,
heads of other governmental entities, and inter-
ested organizations and individuals are invited
to participate in the ceremonies.

(c) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested
to issue each year a suitable proclamation.
