§ 153704. Governing body 

(a) NATIONAL CONVENTION.—(1) The national 
convention is the supreme governing authority 
of the corporation. 

(2) The national convention is composed of of-
ficers and elected representatives from the 
States as provided by the regulations of the cor-
poration. However, the form of government of 
the corporation must be representative of the 
membership at large and may not permit con-
centration of control in a limited number of 
members or in a self-perpetuating group not rep-
resentative of the membership at large. 

(3) The meetings of the national convention 
may be held in the District of Columbia or in 
any State. 

(4) During the intervals between the conven-
tion, the executive officers are the governing 
board of the corporation and are responsible for 
the general policies, program, and activities of 
the corporation. 

(b) COUNCIL OF ADMINISTRATION.—The council 
of administration of the corporation shall con-
sist of at least 7 members elected in the manner 
and for the term provided in the constitution 
and bylaws of the corporation. 

(c) OFFICERS.—(1) The officers of the corpora-
tion are a national president, senior vice na-
tional president, junior vice national president, 
secretary, treasurer, and other officers as pro-
vided in the constitution and bylaws. One indi-
vidual may hold the offices of secretary and 
treasurer. 

(2) The titles, manner of election, term of of-
fice, and duties of the officers are as provided in 
the constitution and bylaws.

The corporation may—

(1) adopt and amend a constitution and by-
laws for the management of its property and 
the regulation of its affairs; 

(2) adopt and alter a corporate seal; 

(3) choose officers as the corporation re-
quires; 

(4) make contracts; 

(5) acquire, own, lease, encumber, and trans-
fer property as necessary or convenient to 
carry out the purposes of the corporation; and 

(6) sue and be sued.

§ 153706. Exclusive right to name, seals, emblems, 
and badges 

The corporation and its subordinate corps 
have the exclusive right to use the name ‘‘Na-
tional Woman’s Relief Corps, Auxiliary to the 
Grand Army of the Republic’’. The corporation 
has the exclusive right to use and to allow oth-
ers to use seals, emblems, and badges the cor-
poration adopts.
