The words ‘‘subject, however, to appli-
cable provisions of law of any State (1) governing the
amount or kind of real and personal property which
may be held by, or (2) otherwise limiting or controlling
the ownership or real and personal property which may
be held by, or (3) otherwise limiting or controlling the
ownership of real and personal property by, a corpora-
tion operating in such State’ are omitted as unneces-
sary.

In clause (6), the words ‘‘for the purposes of the cor-
poration’ are omitted as unnecessary. The words ‘‘in-
struments of indebtedness, and secure its obligations
by granting security interests in its property’’ are sub-
stituted for ‘‘bonds or other evidences of indebtedness
therefor and secure the same mortgage or pledge’ for
consistency in the revised title. The words ‘‘subject to
applicable Federal or State laws’” are omitted as un-
necessary.

Clause (7) is substituted for 36:1204(k) and (I) to elimi-
nate unnecessary words.

In clause (9), the words ‘“‘from individuals, corpora-
tions, and other bodies, foundations, and organiza-
tions’ are omitted as unnecessary.

In clause (10), the words ‘‘complain, and defend in any
court of competent jurisdiction’ are omitted as unnec-
essary.

In clause (11), the words ‘‘any other act’” are sub-
stituted for ‘‘any and all acts’ for consistency in the
revised title.

§220306. Exclusive right to name, seals, emblems,
insignia, marks, and words

The corporation has the exclusive right to use
the name ‘“‘United States Capitol Historical So-
ciety” and seals, emblems, distinctive insignia,
and descriptive or designating marks, words, or
phrases required to carry out the duties and
powers of the corporation. This section does not
affect any vested rights.

§220307. Tax exemption

Notwithstanding section 105 of title 4 of the
United States Code or any provision of the Dis-
trict of Columbia Code, the corporation is not
required to pay, collect, or account for any tax
specified in those provisions in connection with
activities conducted within, or on the grounds
of, the United States Capitol Building.

§220308. Restrictions

(a) STOCK AND DIVIDENDS.—The corporation
may not issue stock or declare or pay a divi-
dend.

(b) DISTRIBUTION OF INCOME OR ASSETS.—The
income or assets of the corporation may not
inure to the benefit of, or be distributed to, a
trustee, officer, or member as such during the
life of the corporation or on its dissolution or
final liquidation. This subsection does not pre-
vent the payment of reasonable compensation to
an officer or employee or reimbursement for ac-
tual expenses in amounts approved by the board
of trustees.

(¢) LOANS.—The corporation may not make a
loan or advance to a trustee, officer, or em-
ployee. Trustees who vote for or assent to mak-
ing a loan or advance to a trustee, officer, or
employee, and officers who participate in mak-
ing the loan or advance, are jointly and sever-
ally liable to the corporation for the amount of
the loan or advance until it is repaid.
