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vise Army Field Manual 2-22.3, as nec-
essary to ensure that Army Field Manual
2-22.3 complies with the legal obligations
of the United States and the practices for
interrogation described therein do not in-
volve the use or threat of force.

(ii) Availability to the public

Army Field Manual 2-22.3 shall remain
available to the public and any revisions
to the Army Field Manual 2-22.3 adopted
by the Secretary of Defense shall be made
available to the public 30 days prior to the
date the revisions take effect.

(B) Report on best practices of interroga-
tions

(i) Requirement for report

Not later than 120 days after November
25, 2015, the interagency body established
pursuant to Executive Order 13491 (com-
monly known as the High-Value Detainee
Interrogation Group) shall submit to the
Secretary of Defense, the Director of Na-
tional Intelligence, the Attorney General,
and other appropriate officials a report on
best practices for interrogation that do
not involve the use of force.

(ii) Recommendations

The report required by clause (i) may in-
clude recommendations for revisions to
Army Field Manual 2-22.3 based on the
body of research commissioned by the
High-Value Detainee Interrogation Group.

(iii) Availability to the public

Not later than 30 days after the report
required by clause (i) is submitted such re-
port shall be made available to the public.

(b) International Committee of the Red Cross ac-
cess to detainees

(1) Requirement

The head of any department or agency of the
United States Government shall provide the
International Committee of the Red Cross
with notification of, and prompt access to, any
individual detained in any armed conflict in
the custody or under the effective control of
an officer, employee, contractor, subcon-
tractor, or other agent of the United States
Government or detained within a facility
owned, operated, or effectively controlled by a
department, agency, contractor, or subcon-
tractor of the United States Government, con-
sistent with Department of Defense regula-
tions and policies.

(2) Construction

Nothing in this subsection shall be con-
strued—

(A) to create or otherwise imply the au-
thority to detain; or

(B) to limit or otherwise affect any other
individual rights or state obligations which
may arise under United States law or inter-
national agreements to which the United
States is a party, including the Geneva Con-
ventions, or to state all of the situations
under which notification to and access for
the International Committee of the Red
Cross is required or allowed.

§2000ee. Privacy and Civil Liberties Oversight
Board

(a) In general

There is established as an independent agency
within the executive branch a Privacy and Civil
Liberties Oversight Board (referred to in this
section as the ‘“Board”’).

(b) Findings

Consistent with the report of the National
Commission on Terrorist Attacks Upon the
United States, Congress makes the following
findings:

(1) In conducting the war on terrorism, the
Government may need additional powers and
may need to enhance the use of its existing
powers.

(2) This shift of power and authority to the
Government calls for an enhanced system of
checks and balances to protect the precious
liberties that are vital to our way of life and
to ensure that the Government uses its powers
for the purposes for which the powers were
given.

(3) The National Commission on Terrorist
Attacks Upon the United States correctly con-
cluded that ‘“The choice between security and
liberty is a false choice, as nothing is more
likely to endanger America’s liberties than
the success of a terrorist attack at home. Our
history has shown us that insecurity threatens
liberty. Yet, if our liberties are curtailed, we
lose the values that we are struggling to de-
fend.”.

(c) Purpose

The Board shall—

(1) analyze and review actions the executive
branch takes to protect the Nation from ter-
rorism, ensuring that the need for such ac-
tions is balanced with the need to protect pri-
vacy and civil liberties; and

(2) ensure that liberty concerns are appro-
priately considered in the development and
implementation of laws, regulations, and poli-
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cies related to efforts to protect the Nation
against terrorism.

(d) Functions
(1) Advice and counsel on policy development

(A) receive and review reports and other
information from privacy officers and civil
liberties officers under section 2000ee-1 of
this title;

and implementation

The Board shall—

(A) review proposed legislation, regula-
tions, and policies related to efforts to pro-
tect the Nation from terrorism, including
the development and adoption of informa-
tion sharing guidelines under subsections (d)
and (f) of section 485 of title 6;

(B) review the implementation of new and
existing legislation, regulations, and policies
related to efforts to protect the Nation from
terrorism, including the implementation of
information sharing guidelines under sub-
sections (d) and (f) of section 485 of title 6;

(C) advise the President and the depart-
ments, agencies, and elements of the execu-
tive branch to ensure that privacy and civil
liberties are appropriately considered in the
development and implementation of such
legislation, regulations, policies, and guide-
lines; and

(D) in providing advice on proposals to re-
tain or enhance a particular governmental
power, consider whether the department,
agency, or element of the executive branch
has established—

(i) that the need for the power is bal-
anced with the need to protect privacy and
civil liberties;

(ii) that there is adequate supervision of
the use by the executive branch of the
power to ensure protection of privacy and
civil liberties; and

(iii) that there are adequate guidelines
and oversight to properly confine its use.

(2) Oversight
The Board shall continually review—

(A) the regulations, policies, and proce-
dures, and the implementation of the regula-
tions, policies, and procedures, of the depart-
ments, agencies, and elements of the execu-
tive branch relating to efforts to protect the
Nation from terrorism to ensure that pri-
vacy and civil liberties are protected;

(B) the information sharing practices of
the departments, agencies, and elements of
the executive branch relating to efforts to
protect the Nation from terrorism to deter-
mine whether they appropriately protect
privacy and civil liberties and adhere to the
information sharing guidelines issued or de-
veloped under subsections (d) and (f) of sec-
tion 485 of title 6 and to other governing
laws, regulations, and policies regarding pri-
vacy and civil liberties; and

(C) other actions by the executive branch
relating to efforts to protect the Nation
from terrorism to determine whether such
actions—

(i) appropriately protect privacy and
civil liberties; and

(ii) are consistent with governing laws,

(B) when appropriate, make recommenda-
tions to such privacy officers and civil lib-
erties officers regarding their activities; and

(C) when appropriate, coordinate the ac-
tivities of such privacy officers and civil lib-
erties officers on relevant interagency mat-
ters.

(4) Testimony

The members of the Board shall appear and

testify before Congress upon request.
(e) Reports
(1) In general

The Board shall—

(A) receive and review reports from pri-
vacy officers and civil liberties officers
under section 2000ee-1 of this title; and

(B) periodically submit, not Iless than
semiannually, reports—

(i)(I) to the appropriate committees of
Congress, including the Committee on the
Judiciary of the Senate, the Committee on
the Judiciary of the House of Representa-
tives, the Committee on Homeland Secu-
rity and Governmental Affairs of the Sen-
ate, the Committee on Homeland Security
of the House of Representatives, the Com-
mittee on Oversight and Government Re-
form of the House of Representatives, the
Select Committee on Intelligence of the
Senate, and the Permanent Select Com-
mittee on Intelligence of the House of Rep-
resentatives; and

(IT) to the President; and

(ii) which shall be in unclassified form to
the greatest extent possible, with a classi-
fied annex where necessary.

(2) Contents

Not less than 2 reports submitted each year

under paragraph (1)(B) shall include—

(A) a description of the major activities of
the Board during the preceding period;

(B) information on the findings, conclu-
sions, and recommendations of the Board re-
sulting from its advice and oversight func-
tions under subsection (d);

(C) the minority views on any findings,
conclusions, and recommendations of the
Board resulting from its advice and over-
sight functions under subsection (d);

(D) each proposal reviewed by the Board
under subsection (d)(1) that—

(i) the Board advised against implemen-
tation; and

(ii) notwithstanding such advice, actions
were taken to implement; and

(E) for the preceding period, any requests
submitted under subsection (g)(1)(D) for the
issuance of subpoenas that were modified or
denied by the Attorney General.

(g) Access to information
(1) Authorization

If determined by the Board to be necessary
to carry out its responsibilities under this sec-

(A) have access from any department,
agency, or element of the executive branch,
or any Federal officer or employee of any
such department, agency, or element, to all
relevant records, reports, audits, reviews,
documents, papers, recommendations, or
other relevant material, including classified
information consistent with applicable law;

(B) interview, take statements from, or
take public testimony from personnel of any
department, agency, or element of the exec-
utive branch, or any Federal officer or em-
ployee of any such department, agency, or
element;

(C) request information or assistance from
any State, tribal, or local government; and

(D) at the direction of a majority of the
members of the Board, submit a written re-
quest to the Attorney General of the United
States that the Attorney General require, by
subpoena, persons (other than departments,
agencies, and elements of the executive
branch) to produce any relevant informa-
tion, documents, reports, answers, records,
accounts, papers, and other documentary or
testimonial evidence.

(2) Review of subpoena request
(A) In general

Not later than 30 days after the date of re-
ceipt of a request by the Board under para-
graph (1)(D), the Attorney General shall—

(i) issue the subpoena as requested; or

(ii) provide the Board, in writing, with
an explanation of the grounds on which
the subpoena request has been modified or
denied.

(B) Notification

If a subpoena request is modified or denied
under subparagraph (A)(ii), the Attorney
General shall, not later than 30 days after
the date of that modification or denial, no-
tify the Committee on the Judiciary of the
Senate and the Committee on the Judiciary
of the House of Representatives.

(3) Enforcement of subpoena

In the case of contumacy or failure to obey
a subpoena issued pursuant to paragraph
(1)(D), the United States district court for the
judicial district in which the subpoenaed per-
son resides, is served, or may be found may
issue an order requiring such person to
produce the evidence required by such sub-
poena.
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(4) Agency cooperation

Whenever information or assistance re-
quested under subparagraph (A) or (B) of para-
graph (1) is, in the judgment of the Board, un-
reasonably refused or not provided, the Board
shall report the circumstances to the head of
the department, agency, or element concerned
without delay. The head of the department,
agency, or element concerned shall ensure
that the Board is given access to the informa-
tion, assistance, material, or personnel the
Board determines to be necessary to carry out
its functions.

(5) Access

Nothing in this section shall be construed to
authorize the Board, or any agent thereof, to
gain access to information regarding an activ-
ity covered by section 3093(a) of title 50.

(h) Membership

(1) Members

The Board shall be composed of a full-time
chairman and 4 additional members, who shall
be appointed by the President, by and with the
advice and consent of the Senate.

(2) Qualifications

Members of the Board shall be selected sole-
ly on the basis of their professional qualifica-
tions, achievements, public stature, expertise
in civil liberties and privacy, and relevant ex-
perience, and without regard to political affili-
ation, but in no event shall more than 3 mem-
bers of the Board be members of the same po-
litical party. The President shall, before ap-
pointing an individual who is not a member of
the same political party as the President, con-
sult with the leadership of that party, if any,
in the Senate and House of Representatives.

(3) Incompatible office

An individual appointed to the Board may
not, while serving on the Board, be an elected
official, officer, or employee of the Federal
Government, other than in the capacity as a
member of the Board.

(4) Term
(A) Commencement

Each member of the Board shall serve a
term of 6 years, commencing on the date of
the appointment of the member to the
Board.

(B) Reappointment

A member may be reappointed to one or
more additional terms.

(C) Vacancy

A vacancy on the Board shall be filled in
the manner in which the original appoint-
ment was made.

(D) Extension

Upon the expiration of the term of office of
a member, the member may continue to
serve for up to one year after the date of ex-
piration, at the election of the member—

(i) during the period preceding the re-
appointment of the member pursuant to
subparagraph (B); or

(ii) until the member’s successor has
been appointed and qualified.
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(5) Quorum and meetings

The Board shall meet upon the call of the
chairman or a majority of its members. Three
members of the Board shall constitute a
quorum.

(i) Compensation and travel expenses
(1) Compensation
(A) Chairman

The chairman of the Board shall be com-
pensated at the rate of pay payable for a po-
sition at level III of the Executive Schedule
under section 5314 of title 5.

(B) Members

Each member of the Board shall be com-
pensated at a rate of pay payable for a posi-
tion at level IV of the Executive Schedule
under section 5315 of title 5 for each day dur-
ing which that member is engaged in the ac-
tual performance of the duties of the Board.

(2) Travel expenses

Members of the Board shall be allowed trav-
el expenses, including per diem in lieu of sub-
sistence, at rates authorized for persons em-
ployed intermittently by the Government
under section 5703(b)! of title 5, while away
from their homes or regular places of business
in the performance of services for the Board.

(j) Staff
(1) Appointment and compensation

The chairman of the Board, in accordance
with rules agreed upon by the Board, shall ap-
point and fix the compensation of a full-time
executive director and such other personnel as
may be necessary to enable the Board to carry
out its functions, without regard to the provi-
sions of title 5 governing appointments in the
competitive service, and without regard to the
provisions of chapter 51 and subchapter III of
chapter 53 of such title relating to classifica-
tion and General Schedule pay rates, except
that no rate of pay fixed under this subsection
may exceed the equivalent of that payable for
a position at level V of the Executive Schedule
under section 5316 of title 5.

(2) Appointment in absence of chairman

If the position of chairman of the Board is
vacant, during the period of the vacancy, the
Board, at the direction of the unanimous vote
of the serving members of the Board, may ex-
ercise the authority of the chairman under
paragraph (1).

(3) Detailees

Any Federal employee may be detailed to
the Board without reimbursement from the
Board, and such detailee shall retain the
rights, status, and privileges of the detailee’s
regular employment without interruption.

(4) Consultant services

The Board may procure the temporary or
intermittent services of experts and consult-
ants in accordance with section 3109 of title 5,
at rates that do not exceed the daily rate paid
a person occupying a position at level IV of

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the Executive Schedule under section 5315 of
such title.

(k) Security clearances
(1) In general

The appropriate departments, agencies, and
elements of the executive branch shall cooper-
ate with the Board to expeditiously provide
the Board members and staff with appropriate
security clearances to the extent possible
under existing procedures and requirements.

(2) Rules and procedures

After consultation with the Secretary of De-
fense, the Attorney General, and the Director
of National Intelligence, the Board shall adopt
rules and procedures of the Board for physical,
communications, computer, document, per-
sonnel, and other security relating to carrying
out the functions of the Board.

The Board—

(1) is an agency (as defined in section 551(1)
of title 5); and

(2) is not an advisory committee (as defined
in section 1001(2) of title 5).

(m) Authorization of appropriations

There are authorized to be appropriated to
carry out this section amounts as follows:

(1) For fiscal year 2008, $5,000,000.

(2) For fiscal year 2009, $6,650,000.

(3) For fiscal year 2010, $8,300,000.

(4) For fiscal year 2011, $10,000,000.

(5) For fiscal year 2012 and each subsequent
fiscal year, such sums as may be necessary.

EX. ORD. NO. 13353. ESTABLISHING THE PRESIDENT’S
BOARD ON SAFEGUARDING AMERICANS’ CIVIL LIBERTIES

Ex. Ord. No. 13353, Aug. 27, 2004, 69 F.R. 53585, pro-
vided:

By the authority vested in me as President by the
Constitution and the laws of the United States of
America, and in order to further strengthen protections
for the rights of Americans in the effective perform-
ance of national security and homeland security func-
tions, it is hereby ordered as follows:

SECTION 1. Policy. The United States Government has
a solemn obligation, and shall continue fully, to pro-
tect the legal rights of all Americans, including free-
doms, civil liberties, and information privacy guaran-
teed by Federal law, in the effective performance of na-
tional security and homeland security functions.

SEC. 2. Establishment of Board. To advance the policy
set forth in section 1 of this order (Policy), there is
hereby established the President’s Board on Safe-
guarding Americans’ Civil Liberties (Board). The Board
shall be part of the Department of Justice for adminis-
trative purposes.

SEC. 3. Functions. The Board shall:

(a)(i) advise the President on effective means to im-
plement the Policy, and (ii) keep the President in-
formed of the implementation of the Policy;

(b) periodically request reports from Federal depart-
ments and agencies relating to policies and procedures
that ensure implementation of the Policy;

(c) recommend to the President policies, guidelines
and other administrative actions, technologies, and
legislation, as necessary to implement the Policy;

(d) at the request of the head of any Federal depart-
ment or agency, unless the Chair, after consultation
with the Vice Chair, declines the request, promptly re-
view and provide advice on a policy or action of that
department or agency that implicates the Policy;

(e) obtain information and advice relating to the Pol-
icy from representatives of entities or individuals out-
side the executive branch of the Federal Government in
a manner that seeks their individual advice and does
not involve collective judgment or consensus advice or
deliberation;

(f) refer, consistent with section 535 of title 28, United
States Code, credible information pertaining to pos-
sible violations of law relating to the Policy by any
Federal employee or official to the appropriate office
for prompt investigation;

(g) take steps to enhance cooperation and coordina-
tion among Federal departments and agencies in the
implementation of the Policy, including but not lim-
ited to working with the Director of the Office of Man-
agement and Budget and other officers of the United
States to review and assist in the coordination of
guidelines and policies concerning national security
and homeland security efforts, such as information col-
lection and sharing; and
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(h) undertake other efforts to protect the legal rights
of all Americans, including freedoms, civil liberties,
and information privacy guaranteed by Federal law, as
the President may direct.

Upon the recommendation of the Board, the Attorney
General or the Secretary of Homeland Security may es-
tablish one or more committees that include individ-
uals from outside the executive branch of the Federal
Government, in accordance with applicable law, to ad-
vise the Board on specific issues relating to the Policy.
Any such committee shall carry out its functions sepa-
rately from the Board.

SEC. 4. Membership and Operation. The Board shall
consist exclusively of the following:

(a) the Deputy Attorney General, who shall serve as
Chair;

(b) the Under Secretary for Border and Transpor-
tation Security, Department of Homeland Security,
who shall serve as Vice Chair;

(c) the Assistant Attorney General (Civil Rights Divi-
sion);

(d) the Assistant Attorney General (Office of Legal
Policy);

(e) the Counsel for Intelligence Policy, Department of
Justice;

(f) the Chair of the Privacy Council, Federal Bureau
of Investigation;

(g) the Assistant Secretary for Information Analysis,
Department of Homeland Security;

(h) the Assistant Secretary (Policy), Directorate of
Border and Transportation Security, Department of
Homeland Security;

(i) the Officer for Civil Rights and Civil Liberties, De-
partment of Homeland Security;

(j) the Privacy Officer, Department of Homeland Se-
curity;

(k) the Under Secretary for Enforcement, Depart-
ment of the Treasury;

(1) the Assistant Secretary (Terrorist Financing), De-
partment of the Treasury;

(m) the General Counsel, Office of Management and
Budget;

(n) the Deputy Director of Central Intelligence for
Community Management;

(0) the General Counsel, Central Intelligence Agency;

(p) the General Counsel, National Security Agency;

(q) the Under Secretary of Defense for Intelligence;

(r) the General Counsel of the Department of Defense;

(s) the Legal Adviser, Department of State;

(t) the Director, Terrorist Threat Integration Center;
and

(u) such other officers of the United States as the
Deputy Attorney General may from time to time des-
ignate.

A member of the Board may designate, to perform
the Board or Board subgroup functions of the member,
any person who is part of such member’s department or
agency and who is either (i) an officer of the United
States appointed by the President, or (ii) a member of
the Senior Executive Service or the Senior Intelligence
Service. The Chair, after consultation with the Vice
Chair, shall convene and preside at meetings of the
Board, determine its agenda, direct its work, and, as
appropriate to deal with particular subject matters, es-
tablish and direct subgroups of the Board that shall
consist exclusively of members of the Board. The Chair
may invite, in his discretion, officers or employees of
other departments or agencies to participate in the
work of the Board. The Chair shall convene the first
meeting of the Board within 20 days after the date of
this order and shall thereafter convene meetings of the
Board at such times as the Chair, after consultation
with the Vice Chair, deems appropriate. The Deputy
Attorney General shall designate an official of the De-
partment of Justice to serve as the Executive Director
of the Board.

SEC. 5. Cooperation. To the extent permitted by law,
all Federal departments and agencies shall cooperate
with the Board and provide the Board with such infor-
mation, support, and assistance as the Board, through
the Chair, may request.
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SEC. 6. Administration. Consistent with applicable law
and subject to the availability of appropriations, the
Department of Justice shall provide the funding and
administrative support for the Board necessary to im-
plement this order.

SEC. 7. General Provisions. (a) This order shall not be
construed to impair or otherwise affect the authorities
of any department, agency, instrumentality, officer, or
employee of the United States under applicable law, in-
cluding the functions of the Director of the Office of
Management and Budget relating to budget, adminis-
trative, or legislative proposals.

(b) This order shall be implemented in a manner con-
sistent with applicable laws and Executive Orders con-
cerning protection of information, including those for
the protection of intelligence sources and methods, law
enforcement information, and classified national secu-
rity information, and the Privacy Act of 1974, as
amended (b U.S.C. 552a).

(c) This order is intended only to improve the inter-
nal management of the Federal Government and is not
intended to, and does not, create any right or benefit,
substantive or procedural, enforceable at law or in eq-
uity, by a party against the United States, or any of its
departments, agencies, instrumentalities, entities, offi-
cers, employees, or agents, or any other person.

§2000ee-1. Privacy and civil liberties officers
(a) Designation and functions

The Attorney General, the Secretary of De-
fense, the Secretary of State, the Secretary of
the Treasury, the Secretary of Health and
Human Services, the Secretary of Homeland Se-
curity, the Director of National Intelligence, the
Director of the Central Intelligence Agency, the
Director of the National Security Agency, the
Director of the Federal Bureau of Investigation,
and the head of any other department, agency,
or element of the executive branch designated
by the Privacy and Civil Liberties Oversight
Board under section 2000ee of this title to be ap-
propriate for coverage under this section shall
designate not less than 1 senior officer to serve
as the principal advisor to—

(1) assist the head of such department, agen-
cy, or element and other officials of such de-
partment, agency, or element in appropriately
considering privacy and civil liberties con-
cerns when such officials are proposing, devel-
oping, or implementing laws, regulations, poli-
cies, procedures, or guidelines related to ef-
forts to protect the Nation against terrorism;

(2) periodically investigate and review de-
partment, agency, or element actions, poli-
cies, procedures, guidelines, and related laws
and their implementation to ensure that such
department, agency, or element is adequately
considering privacy and civil liberties in its
actions;

(3) ensure that such department, agency, or
element has adequate procedures to receive,
investigate, respond to, and redress com-
plaints from individuals who allege such de-
partment, agency, or element has violated
their privacy or civil liberties; and

(4) in providing advice on proposals to retain
or enhance a particular governmental power
the officer shall consider whether such depart-
ment, agency, or element has established—

(A) that the need for the power is balanced
with the need to protect privacy and civil
liberties;
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
